On the 21st former
PH-BGD departed to Kaunas, Lithuania as LX-LBR on delivery
to Luxair. On the 24th former N707F] was towed out of Jet
Support hangar reregistered as PH-EBR. A few days later the
Falcon operated its first service with its Dutch registration.
Chinese vicepresident Wang Qishan arrived on the 28th using
the Air China Airbus as his chariot. The Surinam community
rejoiced on the 31st when the sole Surinam Airways Airbus
A340 arrived from Hahn after a lengthy maintenance time
frame.

To achieve this range, the changes on the
A321XLR include: a new 12,900litre Permanent Rear Tank
(RCT) for more fuel volume; a modified and strengthened
landing gear, a higher MTOW of 101t (the A321LR has 97t)
and an optimised wing-trailing-edge flap configuration to
preserve the same take-off performance and engine thrust
requirements of the other A321neo variants. The new RCT
holds more fuel than the optional Additional Centre Tanks
on the A321LR, while taking up less space in the cargo hold,
so more underfloor cargo space will be available. The first
A321XLR will be delivered in 2023 and Airbus ended the Paris
Air Show with 243 Orders and Options for the A321XLR from
ten different customers. 91 of these orders were swaps from
previously ordered other A321NEO variants.

Just as the A321LR, the A321XLR is based on the reconfigured
fuselage of the A321NEO, so in its official designation it will
have the “NX” notation. An Airbus A321-200NX has a differ-
ent door-configuration than the original A321-200 and A321-
200N. This different door-configuration, called “Airbus Cabin
Flex” (ACF) permits a higher physical seat count of up to 244
seats in a high-density all economy cabin (206 for a two class
cabin and 174 in a three class cabin). In this new door config-
uration the original “Door 2” has been permanently deleted.
This has become possible, because new over-wing exits are
incorporated in the fuselage. These smaller over-wing exists

The Netherlands

Investor Triton is planning to acquire the majority of shares
of the Dutch part of Corendon Vliegvakanties, including the
Dutch airline. Triton is planning to merge its operations to-
gether with one of its other investments in The Netherlands,
Sunweb. The brand Corendon will, however, remain. The

are made possible by the certification of the smaller escape
slides. The original “’Door 3” is moved four frames further aft
compared to the original A321 fuselage. Door 4 remains un-
changed. Because these door changes are structural, this new
version needed a new aircraft type certificate and therefore
it is officially designated as the A321-200NX. Due to technical
differences, no retrofit will be available to modify the stan-
dard A321-200N to the A321-200NX.

The A3211R and A321XLR are both based on the NX fuse-
lage. “LR” is the marketing name Airbus has given to a ‘NX”
variant with the 97t MTOW option and equipped with up to
three additional centre (fuel) tanks (ACTs) for longer range.
This means that an A321-200NX in basic specification has
no greater range or higher MTOW than a basic A321-200N.
As the 97t MTOW options and additional fuel tanks are op-
tions, a standard NX can be reconfigured to a “LR” variant
vice versa, which makes it a very flexible aircraft. The basic
option A321-200NX offers similar performance to the A321-
200N, but provides airlines with the possibility of a higher
seating capacity and greater payload/range flexibility, if op-
erated with the ACT and higher MTOW options. This makes
the aircraft popular with airlines which need the high den-
sity version for higher payload, but also for airlines for which
the additional range is the most important reason they opted
for the A321-200NX. This is less the case with the new “’XLR”
variant, as the RCT and its aerodynamic wing modification
are structural elements, so the aircraft is only of interest for
an airline on (very) long routes. If you do not need the range
you are much better off with a normal non “XLR” A320-
200NX.

deal does not include the hotels and resorts of Corendon or
the airlines in Malta and Turkey. The acquisition is expected
to be finalized during autumn of this year.

At the Paris Air Show, KLM signed a LOI with Embraer for a
firm order for fifteen E195-E2s and twenty options for more
E195-E2s. The first E2s on order are set to replace the B737-
700s within the fleet, while the twenty options are for the
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replacement of the current fleet of E190s. KLM also signed
a lease agreement with ALC for one more B787-10, which is
expected in 2020.

Austria

At the Capital Markets Day of the Lufthansa Group it became
clear that by 2025 Austrian Airlines will have retired their
fleet of six B777-200ERs and six B767-300ERs. Both types will
be replaced by either the A350-900 or B787-9 the Group has
on order.

Belgium

Despite taking delivery of Eurowings-liveried aircraft, the
Lufthansa Group has decided to stop the integration of Brus-
sels Airlines into Eurowings. Instead the Group is working on
anew turn-around plan for the airline which it is due to pres-
ent in the last quarter of this year. As part of the widebody
fleet-strategy of the Group, Brussels Airlines is set to have
retired by 2025 its fleet of two A340-300s and four A330-300s.
They will be replaced by either new A350s or B787s the Group
has on order.

Denmark
Atlantic Airways has ordered two A320neos during the Paris
Air Show.

Lessor Nordic Aviation Capital went on a shopping trip to
Paris and came home with a firm order for 35 ATR72-600s,
options on 35 more and also 35 purchase rights. If that wasn’t
enough, they also signed a MOU with Airbus for twenty A220.
The exact type will be decided when firming this deal.

France

Groupe Dubreuil and Air Lease Corporation announced a
lease-deal for three A350-900s and one A350-1000. It is yet
unknown which plane will go to Air Caraibes or French bee.

Germany

During its Capital Markets Day the Lufthansa Group an-
nounced some changes in order to return to profitability.
One of the most notable changes is regarding Eurowings,
which will abandon long-haul operations and will focus its
fleet around the A320 and cease sourcing in wet-lease capac-
ity like from LGW. The LCC is set to expand the fleet with
at least 30 A320neos which will come from the Lufthansa-
orderbook. Eurowings-widebody fleet, which consists of
seven A330-200s, three A330-300s and two A340-300s will be
reduced starting this winter season, with all flights ending
in 2020. Most of the longhaul-flights will move to the other
mainline carriers in the group.

Lufthansa will also retire widebodies in the next five year as

part of the Group’s widebody strategy; thirteen B747-400s,
seventeen A340-600s, fifteen A340-300 (of which five are op-
erated by Lufthansa CityLine) and twelve MD-11Fs (operated
by Lufthansa Cargo) are all up to be replaced by new planes
like the A350, B777-9 and B787-9 that the Group has on order.

Ireland

In March Airbus booked an order for twenty A320neos for
an undisclosed customer. At the Paris Air Show it was an-
nounced that these are for lessor Accipiter Holdings.

ASL Airlines decided to order ten B737-800BCFs. The deal
was announced at the Paris Air Show. The cargo carrier also
secured ten options on more freighters.

Elix Aviation Capital became the launch customer of the new
STOL-variant of the ATR42-600, the -600S. During the Paris
Air Show they signed up for ten of them.

Malta

Ryanair and the government of Malta announced the forma-
tion of Malta Air, the fifth airline within the Ryanair Group.
The new airline is planning to operate a fleet of six B737-800s
in their own livery by summer 2020. At a later stage they
want to grow the fleet to ten planes. Malta Air will also take-
over all Ryanair-employees currently employed on Malta
and also establish a new MRO facility. The airline will offer
charter as well as scheduled flights, but will not compete
with state-carrier Air Malta. The government has retained a
golden share in Malta Air in the case of a sale of the airline
by Ryanair. The Ryanair Group now consists of five airlines;
Ryanair, Ryanair UK, Buzz, Laudamotion and Malta Air.

Poland

LOT and Air Lease Corporation announced at the Paris Air
Show that the airline will lease one more B787-9. Delivery is
in 2021.

Portugal

Talking to Air Transport World, the CEO of HiFly said that
over the next ten years its fleet could grow to 100 aircraft.
Currently the ACMI-specialist operates a fleet of nineteen
planes. He also said that starting from next year more Airbus
A380s would arrive “as we need more than two or three”.

Romania

TAROM will replace its current fleet of seven ATR42s and two
ATR72s with nine new ATR72-600s. The news was announced
on social media by the Minister of Transport of Romania. The
new planes will be delivered between October this year and
January next year. As part of the deal ATR will also take back
the airline’s current fleet of ATRs.

With all Airbus A330NEOs and A321NEOs entering their fleet, one should forget that TAP Air Portugal is also flying with the Airbus A320NEO.
TAP Air Portugal ordered nineteen A320NEOs of which five have currently been delivered. One of them is CS-TVD, which is seen here at Amster-

dam-Schiphol. (18 May 2019, Walter Heukensfeld)
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In Scramble 481 we published a picture of this Brussels Airlines’ Airbus A320 00-SNN still wearing its old Laudamotion colour scheme. In the
photo caption we predicted that this Airbus would be painted not in Brussels Airlines’ colours but in Eurowings colours, as parent company Luft-
hansa had decided that all Brussels Airlines’ short- and medium haul aircraft should be painted in a Eurowings livery. Well here it is, showing
its new Eurowings colours. However since last month things have changed again, because late June Lufthansa announced a new strategy for
Eurowings to make the airline more profitable. Integration of Brussels Airlines with Eurowings will “not be further pursued” under the new
strateqy. Instead, the Belgian carrier will be more closely aligned with the network airlines division of the Lufthansa Group, which includes flag
carriers Swiss and Austrian Airlines. A new turnaround plan for Brussels Airlines is to be readied in the third quarter of 2019. (Brussels, 31 May

2019, Jan-Pieter Libens)

Spain

Even before taking delivery of their first one, Binter has de-
cided to firm up its options for two E195-E2s. They now have
a total of five on order of which the first will be delivered
this year.

Switzerland

Germania Flug has rebranded itself into Chair Airlines. The
new company will continue with the same operations as Ger-
mania Flug with its three A319s. The rebranding is the result
of the take-over of 49,9% of the shares by Polish airline Enter
Air earlier this year.

The Swiss subsidiaries of the Lufthansa Group, Edelweiss Air
and Swiss will also replace aircraft with new A350-900s and/
or B787-9s. By 2025 the four A340-300s of Edelweiss and the
five A340-300s of Swiss are planned to have left the fleet.

United Kingdom

The International Airline Group surprised everybody at this
year’s Paris Air Show by signing a LOI for 200 B737-8s and
-10s. The CEO of IAG said during the press conference that
the new planes will be used by the Gatwick-based fleet of
British Airways, by LEVEL and by Vueling. IAG also signed an
order with Airbus and this was for fourteen A321XLRs. Eight
of these will go to Iberia, while the other six will go to Aer
Lingus where they will replace the four B757-200s.

Virgin Atlantic has selected the A330-900 to replace their
current fleet of fourteen A330-200/300s. The airline ordered
eight directly with Airbus and will lease six more A330-900s
via Air Lease Corporation. Virgin also secured six options on
additional planes. The deal was announced at the Paris Air
Show.

Africa

Angola

In March Bombardier booked an unidentified order for six
DHC-8-400Qs. At the Paris Air Show, the new owner of the
DHC-8-programme. De Havilland Canada, announced that
the aircraft are destined for TAAG Angola Airlines.

Asia
China

A new aircraft type for Colorful Guizhou Airlines as the air-
line has signed a lease-agreement with lessor GECAS for four

Airbus A320neos. The news was announced at the Paris Air
Show. The new planes will come from the lessor’s existing
orders for the type and will be delivered from the end of this
year and next year. Currently the airline operates a fleet of
nine Embraer E190s.

Air Lease Corporation signed a lease-agreement with Sichuan
Airlines for ten additional A321neos. The aircraft will be
delivered in 2021 and 2022 and will come from the existing
orderbook.

India

According to an article in the The Times of India, the board
of Air India Express has approved the increase of the fleet
with eleven additional aircraft via leases. No plane type was
mentioned. The need for more capacity comes from the in-
creased demand after the collapse of Jet Airways earlier this
year. Currently the airline operates a fleet of 25 B737-800s.
Japan

Embraer announced during the Paris Air Show that they sold
two E175s to Fuji Dream Airlines, which currently operate
thirteen E170/E175s.

Malaysia

An upgrade for AirAsia as they decided to convert their out-
standing orders for 253 A320neos into the A321neo. With
this, AirAsia is on their way to become the world’s largest
A321neo-airline with a total backlog of 353 aircraft.
Philippines

Cebu Pacific Air and Airbus signed a MOU at the Paris Air
Show for an order of 31 new planes. The order consists of six-
teen A330-900s, ten A321XLRs and five A320neos. Deliveries
are to start in 2021 and will continue until 2024. Most notable
is that Cebu will configure its new A330-900s in a single class
lay-out seating of up to 460 passengers.

South Korea

Korean Airlines has selected the B787 for its widebody-fleet
renewal. The airline has ordered ten B787-9s and ten B787-
10s during the Paris Air Show. They also decided to lease ten
more B787-10s via Air Lease Corporation.

Taiwan

China Airlines used the Paris Air Show to confirm and sign
deals with Boeing for three firm orders and three options for
the B777F, as well as with Airbus for eleven A321neos. The
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airline will also lease fourteen additional A321neos via les-
sors.

Turkmenistan

At the Paris Air Show, Boeing and Turkmenistan Airlines co-
announced they signed a commitment for one B777-200LR,
which will become the fourth in the airline’s fleet.

Vietnam

Vietnam Airlines is offering two A350-900s up for lease for a
period of 3-5 years. The two aircraft are surplus capacity for
the airline.

Latin America

Guadeloupe
Viking Air Limited announced at the Paris Air Show that they
sold two DHC-6-400s to Air Antilles.

Surinam

Surinam Airways has signed a lease-agreement with the Boe-
ing Capital Corporation for the lease of one B777-200ER. The
aircraft is a former Singapore Airlines-airplane, which was
also used briefly by Air New Zealand. The plane is expected
to be delivered in October as the lease of their current A340-
300 is expiring in December. Eventually the airline wants to
replace the B777 with a newer B787.

Middle East

Almost 100! Delta Air Lines ordered five more A220-100s
during the Paris Air Show, which means they have so far
ordered a total of 95 A220-100/300s.

GECAS signed an order at the Paris Air Show for fifteen con-
verted B737-800BCFs. The leasing company also took options
on another ten conversions and now has a total of 65 orders/
options for the type.

Indigo Partners, the investment company owning (large
parts) of Wizz Air, JetSMART, Volaris and Frontier Airlines
ordered 50 A321XLRs during the Paris Air Show. 32 are brand
new orders, while eighteen are conversions of A320neos they
already had on order with Airbus. Twenty of the A321XLRs
will go to Wizz Air, eighteen to Frontier Airlines and twelve

to JetSMART.

jetBlue has decided to convert thirteen of their current
backlog for the A321neo into orders for the A321XLR. The
airline also firmed up options on ten A220-300s, meaning
they now have 70 of them on firm order.

Embraer and United once again concluded a deal for more
E175s. This time they announced at the Paris Air Show an
order for twenty planes, with ten additional options. Deliver-
ies will start next year.

Oceania

Lebanon
Airbus and MEA announced at the Paris Air Show a deal for
four A321XLRs. The airline now has a total of fifteen A321s
on order.

Qatar
Qatar Airways was also present at Le Bourget and signed a
commitment for five additional B777Fs.

Saudi Arabia

At the Paris Air Show, flynas signed a MOU with Airbus for
ten A321XLRs. They also decided to convert ten A320neos on
order into the larger A321neo.

Saudia Airlines also bought new planes with Airbus during
the Paris Air Show and signed up for 30 more A320neo-fam-
ily aircraft; fifteen A320neos and fifteen A321XLRs. They also
took options on another 35. In total Saudia now has orders
and options on 100 A320neo-family aircraft.

United Arab Emirates

Etihad Airways has decided to postpone the delivery of their
first A350-1000 and has flown it to Bordeaux for temporary
storage until they figure out what they want with the air-
craft.

North America

United States of America

Lessor Air Lease Corporation had a very busy Paris Air Show.
Next to many new lease-agreements with airlines, they also
ordered new aircraft; five B787-9s, 27 A321XLRs, 23 A321neos
and 50 A220-300s.

American Airlines has ordered 50 A321XLRs during the Paris
Air Show. Twenty of these are new orders, while the remain-
ing thirty are conversions of current A321neos the airline
has on order. The first eight A321XLRs are planned for deliv-
ery in 2023, and then 22 in 2024 and twenty in 2025. In other
news, on 4 September, American Airlines is set to retire their
last 28 MD-80s still in service. Currently the airline operates
one MD-82 and 27 MD-83s, which are all due to be retired
at Roswell (NM) after leaving commercial service. In total
American Airlines operated 383 MD-80 series aircraft since
May 1983; 270 MD-82s, 108 MD-83s and five MD-87s. To com-
memorate this fact, the airline will operate a special AA80
flight on 4 September, which is scheduled to leave Dallas-Fort
Worth (TX) at 09.00 and will arrive at Chicago-O’Hare (IL) at
11.35.

Australia

QANTAS ordered 36 A321XLRs at the Paris Air Show. Ten
are new orders, the rest are conversions from outstanding
A320neo-orders. The airline announced that the aircraft will
probably be used by both Jetstar and QANTAS.

On the ‘reference’ tab on
this site there you can find a sub-page ‘Soviet Transport Data Files’ and there you can find;

free downloadable known production lists of the almost 250 types included in the ‘Soviet Transports’ database,

these productions lists also include all known military transport aircraft and all known military Kamov and Mil helicopters,
a list of western-built aircraft which saw service in the Soviet Union and the Eastern Block (excl. modern types)

a list of all RF- registered aircraft including other types like Western-built aircraft and Soviet/Russian-built fighters,

an illustrated explanation to construction numbers used on ‘Soviet Transports’ types,

a list of abbreviations, English to Russian translations and the official and unofficial location codes used in the ST files,

The fuselage
was found about a mile away from the separated wings, one
of which was found on the 2000 block of Harrison Road and
another wing was found behind a mobile home across the
street.

A private Argentinean Beechcraft King Air sustained a
landing gear collapse before taking off at Charata El Gringo
Airport, Chaco after the right propeller was hit by a dog.

A pilot of the Parintins Téxi Aéreo Piper Seneca Il made an
emergency landing on a river near the municipality of Iran-
duba, Metropolitan Region of Manaus. The residents who
witnessed the accident provided immediate relief to the
victims before the aircraft disappeared into the water. It had
taken off from Farm Santa Fé, Novo Airdo, Amazonas for the
flight back to Manaus.

An abandoned aircraft was found by law enforcement agents
near Laguna del Tigre, Peten, Guatemala, and had been used
for transporting drugs. The Piper Navajo Chieftain sustained
some damage (nose gear collapse) upon landing and was
subsequently set on fire by law enforcement officers. Regis-
tration marks N454SC were applied to the aircraft. Whereas
this registration is currently officially used by a PA-31-350P
Mojave it was falsely applied.

09jun19 RA-81519 An-2R 1G208-19 wlo
Its point of departure and arrival were not known, but the
Feniks An-2 crashed fifty kilometres from Kyren, Tunkin-
sky District, Russia, and received substantial damage. The
captain received no injuries while the first officer received
minor ones.

10jun19 N200BK A109E 11072 wio
New York relived some scary moments, when an American
Continental Properties Agusta Power had to make an emer-
gency landing (due to a technical issue) on the roof of 787 7th
Avenue in Midtown Manhattan (NY). At the time weather was
not great with rain and poor visibility, potentially obscuring
the roof of the AXA Equitable Center. A small post impact fire
ensued, which was swiftly extinguished. Since this brought
back memories of 9/11 the FAA was quick to downplay a pos-
sibly act of terrorism, stating it was believed to be an accident.
Based on interviews the NYPD conducted at the 34th Street
heliport on Manhattan’s east side, the pilot was waiting out
weather but for whatever reason decided it was OK to go.

Following a reported mechanical problem, the Santa Fe
Investments Cessna Conquest [ impacted a grain bin about
two kilometres north-east of Butler Memorial Airport, in
Bates County (MO), during the diversion to the mentioned
airport. It came down upside down off of Interstate 49
between Adrian and Passaic. The aircraft was destroyed and
the sole experienced pilot onboard was fatally injured. He
was flying from Vero Beach Municipal Airport (FL) to Olathe-
New Century AirCenter (KS).

A helicopter of the Fuerza Aérea de Hondurefia, crashed upon
landing under unknown circumstances in Ahuas, La Mosqui-
tia, Honduras. The five occupants received injuries but the
Huey was a write-off. Onboard were two soldiers, who were
on an anti-narcotics mission.

The drug related mishaps continue, with this time a Beech
King Air that was found abandoned after it had crash landed
at Brus Laguna, Honduras.

An unknown type of helicopter of the Nigerian Air Force,
crashed under unknown circumstances at Katsina Airport,
Nigeria, during landing. None of the occupants (exact number
unknown) received injuries.

13jun19 Beech B200 w/o
This time the remains of a Beechcraft Super King Air 200,
covered in black tarp, were found in at the Chixoy river, La
Maquina, by Guatemalan law enforcement officers. It had
been used for, you guessed it, transporting drugs.

13jun19 L-39Z0 w/o
The Libyan National Army (LNA) claimed that its units had
shot down an L-39Z0 Albatros of the Government of National
Accord (GNA) in the northern part of the country. A source
from the Misrata Airbase denied that Khalifa Haftar’s forces
had downed Air Force aircraft at Al-Dafiniya in the west of
the city, saying the aircraft had experienced a mechanical
failure after taking off. The source added that the pilot was
killed in the incident as he tried to land some twenty kilome-
tres away from Misrata.

The LNA’s Air Defense Force operates at least one Soviet-
made 2K12 Kub [SA-6] medium-range air-defence system,
However, Dafniya, which is located more than 100 kilome-
tres away from the closest army position, is well out of the
system’s range. This supports the GNA’s claims. Most of the
GNA’s warplanes are outdated and lacking proper mainte-
nance.

The circumstances of the crash were unknown,
the FAA and National Transportation Safety Board are
investigating.

The private Yak-52 crashed into the Vistula river during an
aerobatic show in Plock, Poland. Search operations for the
pilot were conducted but sadly he died in the crash. A video
of the accident shows the aircraft descending in a spin.

16jun19 PH-CKA B747-406FER 33694 dam
Ethiopian Airlines flight ET864 (having just arrived from
Moroni Airport), a Boeing 787-8 Dreamliner, hit a parked
KLM Cargo Boeing 747-400F (PH-CKA, which had arrived
earlier form Johannesburg, South Africa) on the apron at Dar-
es-Salaam, Tanzania. The left-hand wing tip hit the rear fuse-
lage of the B747 just below the APU. Both aircraft sustained
minor damage.

16jun19  XB-PQH Bell 206L wlo
The chartered Mexican helicopter was allegedly either shot
down by police who mistakenly believed a cartel boss was
onboard or caught in the crossfire of a police operation. The
pilot died in the crash; the three female passengers were
injured.

19jun19 JAB697 AS355F2 5524 dam
An Aérospatiale AS355F2 Ecureuil 2 of Toho Air Service on
an on-the-spot broadcast operation, suffered an inflight shut
down of one of the two engines, at 2,100 feet over Aikawa
town, Kanagawa prefecture, after a twenty minutes flight
from Tokyo Heliport. The pilot made a safe precautionary
landing on a flood plain on a river. There were no injuries
among the three persons onboard. A fan blade of the com-
pressor was fractured, and debris punctured the casing of the
troubled engine. The hole is as large as a few centimetres.
JTSB launched an investigation as a serious incident on the
next day.

The Libyan National Army Sukhoi is said to have been
destroyed in a GNA (Government of National Accord) air raid
on Al-Watiyah Airbase, Libya.

In the military area of Libava in the Olomouc region, Czech
Republic, a Vzdu$né sily Armady Ceské republiky (Czech Air
Force) Mil Mi-24V made a hard landing, resulting in substan-
tial damage. Off the five soldiers onboard no one was seri-
ously injured. The air force decided to temporarily ground all
Mi-24Vs pending the investigation into the mishap.

20jun19  UP- An-2 w/o
An unidentified Antonov An-2 crashed during take-off for an
aerial application flight, ten kilometres from Rodina village,
Tselinograd district, Kazakhstan. The aircraft reportedly
failed to gain enough height, hit powerlines and crashed,
killing the pilot while two other crew members were hospi-
talised with injuries.

Former Canadian Regional Airlines Fokker F28 Fellowship
C-GCRN (appropriately registered C-RASH) was used on
this date by NASA, to be the test subject at the Landing and
Impact Research Facility at NASA’s Langley Research Facility
in Hampton (VA). A crashworthiness test was conducted to
advance safety research on the structural performance of this
style, design and materials for this size of aircraft. NASA con-
ducted a swing test and simulation of a narrow-body trans-
port fuselage section of the Fokker F28.

This evening, at 18:25hrs local Hawaii time, a Beech King Air
of Oahu Parachute Center crashed minutes after taking off
from Dillingham Airfield (HI). An experienced instructor
working at Dillingham Airfield explained: Oahu Parachute
Center is the only company operating that late. According
to inside information, nine people died tonight; three tour-
ists ready to parachute with three instructors, one photogra-
pher and one pilot. Relatives or friends waiting on the ground
were seen watching in horror what was unfolding. The crash
is one of the deadliest for a civilian airplane in Hawaii’s
modern history.

21jun19  41863/EH UH-1J 1J63 dam
A Japan Ground Self-Defense Force (JGSDF) UH-1] Huey made
a hard landing at Tachikawa air base, which occurred during
the practice of landing with simulated tail rotor failure by the
co-pilot. Since the captain’s take-over was too late, the UH-1J
landed tail first. The two crew members were not injured. No
mechanical malfunction before the crash was reported, and
weather was not the problem.

According to North Star Air no one was hurt after one of its
cargo Turbo Basler’s crashed into Eabamet Lake after report-
ing engine problems, off Fort Hope Airport (Ont.). It came
down near Eabametoong around 00:40 hours local time, there
were no passengers or cargo onboard and neither of the two
members of the flight crew was injured. North Star Air said
it activated its emergency response plan and notified the
Transportation Safety Board and Transport Canada, and that
it will fully cooperate with investigators.

A plane crash is generally not something many people want to be a part of, but a large crowd gathered to watch one on 20 June 2019, as NASA
researchers assisted the Federal Aviation Administration with the intentional crash of Fellowship C-RASH (msn 11051, ex C-GCRN of Canadian
Regional Airlines). The crash test took place at the Landing and Impact Research Facility, also known as the gantry, at NASA’s Langley Research
Center. Hoisted more than 150 feet into the air, the 33,000-pound Fokker swayed in the wind as hundreds gathered and waited for the big drop.
This is the largest airframe ever dropped at Langley’s gantry and excitement was ripe in the hot afternoon. After months, weeks, days and now
hours of preparation, the loud pop of pyrotechnic cutters silenced the observing crowd. The Fokker swung forward, hurtling toward its target
of packed earth and with an even louder bang, crashed successfully as intended. The wings of the aircraft broke off while dust and dirt were

The French minister of Defence has officially confirmed at
the Paris Air Show that the Falcon 2000LXS will replace the
five Falcon 200 Guardians from 24F and eight Falcon 50s from
25F. Scheduled by the latest military planning law (LPM),
I'avion de surveillance et d’intervention maritime (AVSIMAR)
program was launched on 9 November 2018. The General
Directorate of Armament (DGA) notified Dassault to study
the necessary adaptations to fulfil the operational missions
of surveillance and maritime intervention according to the
standards desired by the French naval air arm. These future
maritime surveillance and intervention aircraft (AVSIMAR)
will be named Albatros.

The order for the Navy’s new planes, planned for 2020, is
under preparation and will initially consist of seven Falcon
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2000LXS. An option for six others needs to be confirmed in
2025. The first three aircraft are to be delivered in 2024 and
2025, the remaining ten to follow between 2026 and 2030.

Elliniko Polemiki Aeroporia (AF)

A total of nine Tecnam P2002JF aircraft have been delivered
to 360 MEA based at Dekelia - Tatoi. Five have actually been
accepted and four are still in the process of acceptance
testing. During a recent visit the five accepted aircraft have
been noted outside provided with an EPA serial number. The
remaining four aircraft were noted inside the maintenance
hangar, two of them provided with temporary serial I-PVDF
and the remaining two carried registration I-PVDE. The three
remaining aircraft were to be delivered in May 2019.

With the integration of the Tecnam P2002JF aircraft in the
operational inventory of 360 MEA, the T-41 aircraft are
withdrawn from use. During a visit in April 2019 five T-41Ds
were still operational of which 69-7199 was at least one of
them. The aircraft reported below have been noted as stored.

The possibility of Greece acquiring the Lockheed Martin F-35
Lightning II as part of its efforts to upgrade the Hellenic Air
Force fleet, was raised in April by Defense Minister Evangelos
Apostolakis, following remarks on Thursday by a US official
about the possibility of selling the aircraft to more countries.

US Vice Admiral Mathias Winter, head of the Pentagon’s F-35
office, communicated that sales of the jets could be expanded
and would include the following five new countries: Greece,
Singapore, Spain, Romania and Poland.

Besides the recently signed contract for the upgrade of the
F-16 fighter jets to F-16V standard, the Greeks are in the
process of selecting a new fighter for the Air Force, with
the purpose to gradually move to fifth generation aircraft.
The Greek government will examine all the elements of the
proposal, and determine a requirement taking the financial
position of the country in consideration as well. Sources
stated that given Greece’s fiscal constraints, the purchase of
the fighter jets will depend on whether it can find and allocate
the financial means for the acquisition of these aircraft over
a time period ranging from six to eight years. Greece has sent
a letter of request for a budget estimation and availability to
Lockheed Martin for between 25 and 30 jets.

Elliniko Aeroporia Stratou (AR)

On 16 May 2019 all seventy Elliniko Aeroporia Stratou (EAS,
Hellenic Army Aviation) OH-58D Kiowa Warrior helicopters
arrived in Greece. These surplus US Army helicopters arrived
by ship in the port of Volos (Greece). The first six helicopters
were prepared for their first flight over Greece soil, directly
to their new home base Stefanovikio (Greece) where they will
be assigned to 1 TEEP and 2 TEEP.

The order comprised the delivery of seventy second-hand
US Army helicopters and has a total value of roughly USD
44 million. Initially the first batch of Kiowas was planned
for delivery in the autumn of 2018, but actual delivery was
in March 2019. Although the exact number of helicopters
delivered in this first batch remains unclear, the target is that
36 OH-58Ds with full system and armament configuration
will be in operational status immediately with the Initial
Operational Capability (I0C) process to be completed in 2019.

An additional 24 helicopters will be delivered equipped with
a limited configuration compared to the fore-mentioned 36
helicopters and will mainly be used for training purposes.
The remaining ten helicopters will mainly serve as a source
for spare parts. The OH-58D Kiowa is considered an excellent
solution to meet the (armed) reconnaissance and surveillance
needs of the Greek armed forces. The Kiowa’s will also fulfill
certain special operation tasks.

The FMS serial numbers are noted in the overview below.
Ten have been assigned EAS markings (ES521 to ES530) which
have been painted in the USA.

Theinduction ceremony ofthe ten CH-47D and seventy OH-58D
helicopters took place on 18 June 2019 at the headquarters
of the 1st Hellenic Army Air Force Brigade in Stefanovikio.
The ceremony was attended and welcomed by the Minister
of National Defense Evangelos Apostolakis. Also present were
the Chief of Staff, General Christos Christodoulou, the Chief
of the Hellenic Navy General Staff, Vice-Admiral Nikolaos
Tsounis, the Chief of the Hellenic Army, General Commander
Georgios Kambas and the Chief of the Hellenic Air Force,
Lieutenant General George Blioumis.

The implementation of these helicopters within the Hellenic
armed forces is part of the signed agreement between Greece
and the USA for the delivery of new defense equipment and
upgrade programs of existing assets.

Hellenic Aviation Industries (HAI) has delivered the first
upgraded Lockheed P-3B referred to as P-3HN to the Mira
Aeroporias Naftikou (MAN, Navy Aircraft Squadron). Serial
number 152744 has been with HAI and Lockheed Martin
to be subjected to the modernization program to P-3HN
standard since July 2016. The delivery of the first aircraft was
delayed several times due to technical setbacks but it has
been delivered on 8 May 2019, six months later than initially
planned as a result of a leak in the external fuel tank detected
in September 2018.

As earlier reported, an additional contact has been signed by
the Greek government for the modernization and upgrade of
an additional four P-3B aircraft to the P-3HN standard. After
successful completion of the upgrade program from P-3B
LW to P-3HN, the Orions will be transferred from 353 MNAS
Elliniki Polemiki Aeroporia (EPA, Hellenic Air Force) to the
Diikissi Aeroporias Naftikou (DAN, Naval Air Command.) to
serve with the Mira Aeroporias Naftikou. The Hellenic Navy
Air Command HQ is located at Elefsis (112 PM).

Aeronautica Militare (AF)

The Italian Air Force signed a second contract for the supply
of thirteen M345HET (High Efficiency Trainer) aircraft, for
a total value of 300 million Euros. The M345 will replace the

air force’s ageing fleet of Aermacchi MB339s. The contract
includes ground based training systems and a five-year logis-
tics support package.

This order follows an initial contract for five aircraft bring-
ing the total order to eighteen M345HETs. The Leonardo
M345HET is a further development of the Aermacchi M345 jet
trainer (formerly known as Aermacchi M311 - an upgraded
jet based on the SIAI S211 airframe), a basic jet trainer whose
first production example successfully performed its maiden
flight on 21 December 2018.

The first of eighteen new M345HET is expected to be deliv-
ered in 2020 at the 61° Stormo (Wing), based at Galatina
airbase near Lecce, in south eastern Italy. The AM has sched-
uled a requirement for around 45 M345HET aircraft (with
the Italian military designation T-345A) to progressively
replace its fleet of 137 Aermacchi MB339s that have been in
service since 1982. It will also become the new aircraft for the
Italian aerobatic demonstration team Frecce Tricolori (Pat-
tuglia Acrobatica Nazionale - PAN) based at Rivolto in north-
ern Italy. With ten aircraft, nine in formation and one solo
display aircraft, the Frecce Tricolori is the world’s largest
demonstration team, making the team (and its aircraft) the
perfect ambassador for Italy. The M345HET already gener-
ated interest among many air forces worldwide.

On 18 June 2019, during the International Paris Air Show, the
Helicopter division of Leonardo announced that the Corpo
Nazionale Vigili del Fuoco ordered another five AW139s
for a total price of USD 75 million. In April 2019, we already
reported on the first three AW139s that were ordered on 14
December 2018. The five additional AW139s will start being
delivered from June 2020. The new helicopters are part of a
replacement programme for the ageing AB412s. However,
to replace the entire fleet of AB412s another seven AW139s
need to be added to the eight already ordered.

The Czech Air Force uses the Enstrom 480B-G for helicopter training. Four Enstroms were delivered in June and September 2018. 0459 was seen

during a visit at Pardubice. (27 May 2019, Manolito Jaarsma)
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The second new Bombardier Q400-MR (c/n 4597) for the French Department de la Direction de la Securite Civile (DDSC) made its first post pro-
duction test flight on 18 May 2019 from the Bombardier / de Havilland plant at Downsview in Toronto using Canadian test registration C-GFKW.
It wears a brand new Securite Civile livery featuring red and yellow sweeping lines. It was handed over to Conair for mission conversion and
delivered to Flying Colours in St. Louis on 31 May 2019. (Toronto Downsview, 21 May 2019, Andrew Cline)

The helicopters are equipped with a wide range of mission
equipment, including an external rescue hoist, cargo hook
with bambi bucket provision, weather radar, multi-band
and satellite communication systems, Forward Looking
Infra-Red/Low Light TV (FLIR/LLTV), Trakka searchlight,
emergency flotation system and external life rafts, external
loudspeaker, medical rack and bubble windows. The AW139
also features an advanced four-axis autopilot that is perfectly
suited for Search and Rescue (SAR) operations, including
operations over water.

Armasuisse (the Swiss Defence Procurement Agency) for-
mally recommended Saab AB not to participate with the Saab
JAS39E Gripen in the upcoming flight tests in Switzerland.
For the Gripen these tests were planned for week 26 (24 June
2019 to 28 June 2019). The reason given to Saab AB is that
the flight tests have been designed to only evaluate aircraft
that are operationally ready in 2019. The JAS39E Gripen will
enter into operational service years before Switzerland has
scheduled deliveries and will meet all its defined capabilities.
However, the Gripen E development plan does not match
the Swiss requirement to perform flight tests with aircraft
that are operationally ready in 2019. Therefore, Saab AB has
decided not to attend the Swiss flight tests in Payerne 24-28
June and it follows the recommendation from Armasuisse.

The competitors have to showcase capabilities on existing
platforms, which can be different or are different to the ver-
sions offered for delivery. Saab AB presented solutions to
perform the flight tests in 2019. An offer to complement the
Gripen E test aircraft with an operational Gripen C aircraft for
these tests was not accepted by Armasuisse. It is yet unknown
if the JAS39E Gripen will be off the table, especially as the
JAS39E was originally offered (2013) as a joint procurement
with Sweden and the time plan was aligned with the Swiss
requirement of I0C in 2021.

Lielvarde (Latvia)

100 Years Latvian Air Force 8June 2019
Latvia is the middle of the three Baltic states (Lithuania,
Latvia and Estonia), both in geography and in area. The
independence of Latvia ended abruptly when the Soviets
invaded in 1940 with the outbreak of the Second World War.
The Germans captured the country one year later but were
defeated again by the Soviets in 1944 and this time the Soviets
stayed in Latvia until Latvia finally declared indepence on 21
August 1991. This declaration was recognized immidiately by
the west and followed by the Soviet Union on 6 September
1991. On 2 April 2004 Latvia entered NATO along with the
other Baltic States.

The Latvijas Gaisa Spéki (Latvian Air Force) was first founded
long before the Soviet occupation. At 7 june 1919 an Air Group
was founded with three aircraft. In the years to follow a lot of
aircraft were added to the inventory and the Air Group was
renamed to Aviation Regiment. The Soviet invasion ended
the activities of the Air Force. At that time there were almost
130 aircraft on strength.

The Air Force was re-established on 24 February 1992. Opera-
tions started at Riga-Spilve. In 1994 the Latvians took charge
of the former Soviet air base Lielvarde, where MiG-27 Floggers
were based. In the future the Air Force might move to Riga-
Skulte international airport in order to save costs. The Min-
istery of Defence bought more than twenty An-2s of which
twelve were passed to the National Guard and another ten
were sold abrought to raise funds. Eight Mi-2s were bought

on the civilian market and were used for search and rescue
(SAR) and pilot training. At this time only one is active for
the Air Force. In 1993 two ex East - German AF Let-410UVPs
transport aircraft were donated by the German government
to help Latvia build up their Air Force. Unfortenately one
crashed on 7 June 1995 and the other one is stored at this
moment. In the beginning of the new century two new Mi-
8MTVs were bought followed by another two in 2004. The
Mi-8s are fitted with SAR equipment and are also used for
troop transportation.

The Latvijas Zemessardze (National Guard) was formed on 23
August 1991, immediately after the Soviet occupation. The
National Guard used twelve An-2s, five PZL-104s and about
38 gliders. Two Mi-2 helicopters were also aquired but have
never been taken on charge and remained stored in bad
condition at Riga-Spilve. Six different airfields all over the
country were used by the National Guard. Since the begin-
ning of 2000 the National Guard was integrated within the Air
Force. All gliders have been given to civil flying clubs as well
as a pair of An-2s.

The Latvijas Valsts Robezsarde (Border Guard) was founded
on 13 December 1991 to patrol the 276 km long border with
the Russian federation, 173 km long border with Belarus
and 498 km long seaborder. The Border Guard bought three
AB-206s from Finland of which two are still operational and
two AW-109Es. They should have ordered three AW-119
Koala’s to replace the AB-206s. The helicopters are based at
Ludza in the east of Latvia and could have a deployment on
Lielvarde Air Base.

To celebrate this memorable moment an event was organised
at Lielvarde Air Base on Saturday the 8th of June. This event
wasn’t brought out to the public and little info was known,
only thing known was that the Finnish Air Force should par-
ticipate with a flying display of a single Hawk. The guards
at the main entrance had a list with 6.000 people on it and
unfortenately something went wrong and we weren’t on the
list and access to enter the base was denied! We’ve tried on
different ways to settle it but failed! First we were very disap-
pointed but found a spot next to the runway from where we
could oversee the base and take pictures of the flying display.
On base you're facing the sun and now we had the sun in our
back which was much better for taking pictures.

Around noon the flying display started with paratroopers
which jumped out of the only operational An-2 within the

air force and after landing of these paratroopers the dem-
onstration of two Air Force Mi-8s of which one with a big
Latvian flag underneath it, two Borderguard AW-109s and
one Borderguard AB-206 started. After the fly-by the helicop-
ters flew away from the base and were followed by a flyby
from Air Baltic Airbus A-220 in the special Latvian 100 years
of independence livery flanked by two Spanish EF-18 Hornets
and two Hungarian JAS-39 Gripens. The Spanish Hornets and
Hungarian Gripens are temporarily based on Siauliai, Lithu-
ania for Air Policing missions above the Baltics. After this
flyby the An-2 landed. Again it was time for the Mi-8s and
borderguard helicopters to give a small demonstration and
after this the borderguard helicopters landed and the Mi-8s
again flew away from the base to install a bambi bucket. After
one waterdrop the bambibucket was lowered again and both
the Mi-8s came by for the last time and landed on base. After
this it was time for the Baltic Bees for their demonstration
followed by the Finnish Hawk and the Polish Team Orlik was
the final demonstration. We didn’t know what to expect in
advance but it was a bigger event than we expected it to be.

Last year I was lucky to fly two scheduled services with the
oldest operational jet airliner in the world at that time, a
DC-9-14 from Fly-SAX with registration 5Y-SAZ built in 1966,
from Nairobi to Entebbe and Juba. In addition, as the very
last airline in the world, Fly-SAX flew scheduled services
with a Fokker F-28 (5Y-EEE) between Nairobi and Mogadishu.
For me the first and probably last change to fly the Dutch
twin jet. This was a fantastic experience and thanks to the
help of Fly-SAX (Victoria) I was allowed to sit in both aircraft
on the jump seat in the cockpit during the flight, take pic-
tures on the ramp and inside the airplane and possible prob-
lems with visa in Mogadishu and Juba were also prevented.
Unfortunately, after my visit in March 2018, Fly-SAX soon
ran into trouble due to very bad news. A Cessna 208B Grand
Caravan, operating on Fly-SAX flight 102 (5 June 2018) from
Kitale to Nairobi, Kenya, impacted on a mountainside, killing
all occupants. The DC-9 and Fokker F-28 were then quickly
grounded, the latter being the result because the crew left
and an operational flight simulator is probably not avail-
able anymore. Fortunately I kept in touch with Victoria and
thanks to her a number of contacts were made to turn my
next visit to Kenya in March this year into another fantastic
trip. Although nothing could be confirmed yet the follow-
ing wishes were on my list: African Express DC-9-31 5Y-AXP,
African Express MD-82 5Y-AXL, AirKenya DHC-7 5Y-BMP but
my ultimate goal was a Fokker F-27, especially as a Dutchman
because I had never flown in a Friendship before.

It is a strange idea to board the very last DC-9 in the world
that flies passenger on schedule services, but that was the
reality this Tuesday morning (flight XU-557). In fact it was
one of the most boring airplanes I saw at Schiphol in my
youth but nowadays I can only appreciate them. The DC-9-31
in question today was not even that “old” since it came into
service with USair as N925V] in December 1981. Years later
US Airways changed its name to US Airways and in August
2001, N925V] flew the very last DC-9 commercial service with
this airline. Thereafter it flew as XA-TVB almost four years
for Aerocaribe and after having collaborated with a number
of smaller airlines the DC-9 transferred to African Express
Airways in March 2017 as 5Y-AXP. More than one hour before
the flight I was allowed on the ramp for pictures and even in
the empty cabin they did not care what I was doing. Needless
to say it was a fantastic flight and I was also invited into the
cockpit during the last 30 minutes including touchdown at
Mogadishu airport. Visa on arrival was easy because I was
part of the crew including my African Express Airways jacket
and after I was allowed through customs the airline opera-
tional manager collected the correct stamps for a special

ramp tour. I was on the platform for about one hour and the
DC-9, MD-82, CRJ100 and Embraer Brasilia could easily be
photographed and my lens often went in a different direction
without my knowledge. Among the many Antonov, Dash and
Fokker propeller aircraft at the airport, I also noticed one of
the Aerospace Consortium Fokker F27s, 5Y-GMD. Later in the
afternoon I was brought to my hotel within the green zone
of the airport. The API hotel is separated from the adjacent
city by a variety of concrete walls and security, which made
me feel very safe. One of the pilots took me to the roof of our
apartment block. From here you can take beautiful pictures
of departing planes, especially later in the afternoon when
there is practically no backlight. Who could have thought
that photographing aircraft along the runway of Mogadishu
would be possible? During dinner this evening I was lucky
once again because I was introduced to the Fokker F27’s
pilots who apparently stayed in the same hotel. The answer
to my question whether I could fly with the F27 was answered
briefly and concisely, no problem but we need confirmation
from the operational manager in Nairobi. I knew what I had
to do for tomorrow afternoon after returning to Nairobi
airport and hopefully I would meet this manager in the Aero-
space Consortium office. Finally my evening ended at the bar
with ice cold beer, a perfect day to remember. The Jetways
Fokker 50 was in Miniliner coours.

Wednesday morning before departure I spent some time on
the roof again. All aircraft turn towards the sea as quickly as
possible to prevent possible terrorist attacks from the ground.
If you ever go spotting here from this hotel make sure you
have more than enough sunscreen and water with you, oth-

erwise it is impossible to do. In addition, it is not very busy at
this airport but very interesting in terms of quality although
the Somali Civil Aviation Authority (SCAA) banned all An-12,
An-24, An-26 and An-32 aircraft to operate in Somali airspace
after 15 March citing safety reasons. According to officials,
there have been no accidents involving the Antonov aircraft
but there have been ‘near misses’. Anyway, the Honesty Air
Cargo An-26 was still flying! After arriving with the DC-9
(flight XU-558) at Nairobi airport it took a while before I
could visit the office of Aerospace consortium, the president
of Kenya left with his Fokker 70 from Terminal 2 with tight
security measures. Again ‘the operational manager was not
present in the Aerospace Consortium office but a friendly
director of maintenance could appreciate my request. He told
me that 5Y-GMC was currently being serviced at NBO airport
and as I had seen, 5Y-GMD was stationed at MGQ. If I wanted
to fly the Fokker F-27 I had to go back to Mogadishu where I
got the assurance that a morning flight was on the schedule
on Monday 25 March. There were also flights on other days,
but these flights could not be confirmed with certainty. All I
needed was confirmation from the operational manager, Mr.
George Mumbo. My second visit to Safari Express Cargo was
also more promising than the first time. However, the only
possibility for a flight on Saturday 23 March could not yet be
promised. Despite my enthusiasm, I nevertheless felt that the
manager of this club was more reserved than Aerospace Con-
sortium, most likely due to a crash a few years ago. He would
do his best for me with the advice to call him back again on
friday afternoon to confirm the possible flight one day later.
Also with Safari Express Cargo one Fokker F27 was in opera-
tion at the moment , 5Y-SEC because 5Y-SEP was undergoing
maintenance at Lanseria in South Africa.

Thursday morning I had the idea to book a Fokker 50 with
Silverstone Air Services from Wilson airport to Mombassa
and return early in the afternoon with Skyward Express (5Y-
SMK). The afternoon I would go hunting for registrations at
Wilson airport but also try to get ramp access from different
airliners to be able to take some pictures of the Fokker 50’s
that can be found everywhere in Kenya and Somalia. Unfor-
tunately Silverstone flew with a Dash aircraft (5Y-ELX) which
was already to be expected since 1 had already seen their
Fokker 50s flying from Mogadishu airport with cargo. Before
the flight I took some pictures on the ramp near our crowded
terminal in the middle of the airport where almost all pas-
senger flights depart from. At Mombassa airport near the
departure hall I was interrogated by the police because I took
a photo of a Mombassa airport statue, apparently I should
have asked this before I took the photo. I was a bit shocked
by this, so maybe I had to operate a little more reluctantly
although airside your camera is never a problem in Kenya as
I had experienced in previous years. Back at Wilson I went
to the Aero Club garden for lunch and to my great surprise
the waiter told me that it was no longer prohibited to take a
few pictures through the holes in the fence, the “forbidden
to photograph” sign was therefore nowhere to be seen. One
hour later I walked alongside the entire perimeter road and
through the various gaps between the hangars, buildings and
fences you will read a lot. Just like I was able to experience
last year, it was very easy to get ramp access again at Skyward
Express/Jetways Airlines using Scramble magazine and some
of my pictures on the Fokker airnieuws website which I took
during my visit at Wilson airport one year ago. The owner
and the security guy recognized me immediately and with a
skyward express jacket I was airside. Unfortunately it is very
difficult to take pictures on the ramp because all airplanes are
too close together for reasonable pictures but that can’t spoil
the fun. Jetways Airlines former KLM Cityhopper PH-KVK was
all white in the hangar waiting for a new livery. Before a taxi
brought me back to my hotel near Nairobi airport I visited
AirKenya asking for the Dash-7 schedule this week and they
confirmed a flight on Saturday morning to Amboseli. I was
assured that there were enough seats available so that I did
not have to buy a ticket in advance. I just had to wait and see
if Safari Express Cargo would come up with a surprise?

Due to
insurance technicalities, according to the airline, no more
than 5 people were allowed on board. We would never know
if this was the real truth but luckily I was able to switch to
plan B for the next morning, AirKenya with the Dash 7 from
Wilson airport and I still had good hope for positive news
from Aerospace Consortium.,

Sunday morning African Express Airways surprised me again,
they offered me another free ticket, only the airport tax was
charged. This flight, XU-527, with the MD-82 5Y-AXL (origi-
nal Alitalia I-DAWL built in 1985) was delayed due to a thor-
ough investigation inside the passengers’ suitcases because
of Somalia’s ban on Kenyan flights carrying the herbal
stimulant khat that has come into force. Khat is popular in
Somalia but it is grown in Ethiopia and Kenya. After a nice but
uneventful flight in my business-class seat with this former
Alitalia MD-82 built in 1985 as -DAWL, I was once again at
Mogadishu Airport. After arrival I had some problems with
customs (i did not have the necessary invitation letter for the
visa on arrival) but a phone call to the API hotel was the solu-
tion, a letter was immediately brought to the airport by the
hotel taxi who picked me up. Until sunset I enjoyed myself
again on the roof of the hotel. In short interesting aircraft
but don’t expect a lot of flight movements, in the end often
the same registrations and sometimes a nice surprise. Astral
Aviation Boeing 727 (5Y-MWM) came twice this afternoon
and The Cargo Airlines Boeing 747 (4L-GEO) was the unex-
pected guest. This cargo aircraft was far too big for the over-
crowded ramp near the terminal and thus continued to the
American section at the end of the Runway where the cargo
was unloaded. The departure was spectacular as the four
jet engines blew away enormous clouds of sand and debris
along the coastline of the airport. The Maandeeq Fokker was
in Silverstone colours.

To keep things exciting, I only met the operational manager of
Aerospace Consortium in the hotel lobby on Monday morning.
Apparently it was the son of George Mumbo because at Moga-
dishu airport I now had to deal with Oliver Mumbo. I immedi-
ately had the feeling that everything would be fine today and
together with the pilots we went to the heavily guarded part
of the airport where the WFP-World Food Program and UN-
United Nations airplanes and helicopters are stationed. After
various safety checks, we walked across the platform to our
all-white Fokker F-27, which was provided with a small WFP
sticker on the nose. The production plate in the cockpit con-
firmed that the aircraft was built in 1968, the same year that
I was born. It started its career with Air France as F-BPUF and
immediately operated as a cargo plane for the French postal
service. Via the Italian company MiniLiner (I-MLTT) the air-
craft eventually ended up at Aerospace Consortium in Sep-
tember 2016 and is flying in a pristine condition. In addition
to two seats for the extra pilot and mechanic, the entire cargo
hold was loaded with bags of food and medicines from the
World Food Program, for me the only remaining place was
available, the jump seat. Destination was Garbaharey airport
near the capital city of the Gedo region in Somalia. During
the spectacular landing we had to dodge a hill which made
the landing a rather messy event on the 1050 meters long
raw airstrip. Two flat tyres were the result but in the back
of the cargo hold there were enough tires and a jack, appar-
ently this was a recurring phenomenon? Next to the runway
are the remains of a Safari Express Airways Fokker F-27 that
experienced a fatal landing incident during a WFP flight on 3
June 2017. The fuselage of the aircraft is currently being used
as a home and a line was stretched to the wing to allow the
laundry to dry. After the cargo was unloaded in a truck we
flew back to Mogadishu and just before touchdown I saw the

fuselage of a derelict airplane, probably EMB120 5Y-CEI but
[ am not sure about that. Monday afternoon there was only
one flight to Nairobi operated by Kenya Airways KQ-363, the
all white ERJ145 (5Y-SIM) that was on the schedule and leased
from ALS - Aircraft Leasing Services. During approach I had
a good view of the aircraft that were on the cargo ramp of
Nairobi airport including the Air Djibouti/Government B727.
This beautiful VIP threeholer is a bit lost in a corner of this
part of the airport, probably stored?

Introduction

In the Pentecost weekend, 9 and 10 June, the Oostwold
Airshow, one of the most famous air events in the Nether-
lands, was held. This year it was the 10th edition with special
attention for the large group of Warbird fighters. Slogan
for this Airshow: “Time flies on Dutch Duxford”. The first
airshow was held in 1999. The character was different then:
demonstration of the pick-up of an advertisement banner,
mass jump of para’s, spraying demonstration with an Ayres
S2R Turbo-Trush etc. Up to 1.000 people visited this first
show. The airshow was considered a success which resulted
in several Oostwold Airshows in the years that followed.
During the Airshow of 2009 (fifth edition) there was also a
Boeing Stearman meeting on the airfield, which was seen by
15.000 people. The tenth Airshow was an even bigger success,
with more than 25.000 people visiting the airshow on one of
the two days.

The 2019 edition

The first day, 9 June, a somewhat shorter version of the
Airshow was presented. Visiting aircraft were allowed to land
up to 12:00 hours local time. After a break of one hour the
airshow started and continued to about 17:00 hours. On the
second day, the visiting aircraft were only allowed to land
before 11:00 hours. After the last visiting aircraft had landed
the airshow started and continued again to 17:00 hours.

Warbirds

During both days, four Mustangs, two Spitfires, a Sea Fury
and a Thunderbolt were present at the show and gave several
displays. The P-51 Mustang PH-PSI “Damned Yankee” is
owned by Tom Karst van der Meulen, the owner of Oostwold
airport and the initiator of the airshow. During the summer
this aircraft is normally based at Oostwold, while it spends
its winters at Lelystad. But there are currently plans for a
larger hangar at Oostwold to house all of van der Meulen’s
classic aircraft. His Mustang has the colours of 359th Fighter
Squadron/356th Fighter Group, which was flown by Lt.Col.
Donald A. Baccus, who was based on Martlesham Heath,
near Woordbridge, Suffolk, England. The second Mustang
, “Trusty Rusty” is another Dutch machine. Registered as
PH-JAT, it is owned by the Early Bird Foundation and based
at Lelystad airport. This aircraft was often active in the air
space over the Netherlands during WW2. During that time
the aircraft was assigned to 364th Fighter Squadron / 357th
Fighter Group and flown by Captain Robert P. Wink. The third
Mustang present was G-SHWN, which is owned by the Nor-

wegian Spitfire Foundation. It is painted in the colours of RAF
112 Squadron which was active in Sicily and Southern Italy
at the end of WW2. Given its colourscheme, it not surprising
that this aircraft is nicknamed ‘The Shark’. The Fourth P-51
at Oostwold was G-TFSI, named “Contrary Mary”. Painted in
USAAT 84th Fighter Squadron / 78th Fighter Group colours as
the time Lt.Col. Roy B. Caviness flew the aircraft. The squad-
ron was based at Duxford, UK.

The Spitfire MH434 (G-ASJV) is painted in RAF 222 Squad-
ron colours as it was used by the South African Flt. Lt. Henry
Lardner-Burke. The name “Mylcraine” was Lardner-Burke’s
wife. The second Spitfire EE602 (G-IBSY) is painted in RAF
129 Squadron colours with code ‘DV-V. The ‘fighter is named
“Central Railways Uruguayan Staff” which was painted on,
on 31 May 1943.

Like Mustang G-SHWN, the Sea Fury present, G-INVN ‘Invin-
cible’ is operated by the Norwegian Spitfire Foundation and
flown from Duxford. Unlike the other warbirds, the Sea Fury
is built after WW2. After assembly the aircraft was placed
in storage. In 1957 bought by the German MoD for Target
Towing operations, it was registered as D-CACU. In 1976 the
Royal Navy bought the aircraft and brought it to the RNHF at
NAS Yeovilton. On 14 July 1990 the aircraft suffered an engine
failure shortly after take-off and made a wheels-up landing.
The fuselage broke into three sections after colliding with a
tree. The remains were sold to New Zealand and ended-up in
USA where it was restored to flying condition and registered
N20MD. In 2008 the aircraft was sold to The Fighter Collec-
tion, based at Duxford, UK. After continuous problems with
its Centaurus engine this powerplant was replaced by a P&W
R2800. Last year this beautiful beast was sold to its present
owner but still resides at Duxford. Another ‘round engine
fighter present was Republic P-47D Thunderbolt G-THUN.
This aircraft, named ‘Nellie B’, was built in 1945 and did not
see action in the European Theatre of War. The aircraft is
painted in the colours of the 492th Fighter Squadron / 48th
Fighter Group. The 492 Fighter Squadron flew their first
combat missions in this type in April 1944.

More show

But there was more than only warbird on the menu. Other
interesting displays were performed by a mixture of several
civilian formations and solo aircraft. After the opening by
Mustang “Dawn Yankee” the former World Champion Aero-
batic glider Johan Gustafsson opened the Airshow with his
demonstration of aerobatics in a glider (SE-UVJ).
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Not often seen in the Netherlands (if ever) was the British
‘Team Raven’, displaying their home-build RV-8s. This suc-
cessful private demoteam was formed in May 2014. The
Ravens display even at faraway places like Austria and Slo-
venia. Their 180 hp engine gives these aircraft enough power
to perform a very nice-looking show. With a lot of noise,
the Dutch Thunder Yaks started their show. The formation
of three YAK-52s and one Su-29 performed tight formations
with all aircraft or the three YAKs only. The Su-29 give a nice
solo. After a long time on the engine run-up area, the two
Boeing Stearmans of the Aero Super Balics started take-off in
formation, the girls on the wings and smoke from the engines.
On Stearman #2 the wing walker was Gemma, college Kirsten
was working on the wing of Stearman #5. The formations
were nice to see, and the wing walkers did their moves syn-
chronically. The famous Fokker Four has ever been present
since the first edition of the Oostwold Airshow (1999). The
Fokker Four pilots show the difficulty of flying tight forma-
tions in an under-powered aircraft type like the S-11.

Finale

On both days, the last act was the fly-by of Hawker Hunter
G-KAXF, as RNLAF ‘N-294’. This ‘second generation jet’ is one
of a pair that is owned the Dutch Hawker Hunter Founda-
tion. The other Hunter in their possession is a two seat T-8C
trainer, G-BWGL (‘N-321’). Both aircraft are based at Leeu-
warden airbase, but in the weekend the airbase is closed, and
the Hunter was flown to Eelde and operated from there.

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Daks over Normandy 2019

On the morning of 5 June 2019, six Dakotas landed at Cherbourg-Maupertus. Four of these, N473DC, N74589, N475] and N45366 were parked
close to each other, ready to pick up the first groups of paratroopers, who would soon jump over Carentan. (all photos by the authors, unless

stated otherwise)

For the ease of reading we use the terms “Dakota” and
“Dak” in this article, for all those magnificent Douglas flying
machines. Of course, we at Scramble are fully aware that not
every Dakota is a DC-3, and not every military variant is a
C-47 Skytrain. In the overview at the bottom of this article
the exact types of the participating aircraft can be found.

Introduction

In 2014 the first edition of an event, known as Daks over Nor-
mandy was organised to commemorate the D-Day invasion
by bringing a number of Dakotas to the airport of Cherbourg-
Maupertus. This 2014 version, although modest in its dimen-
sions, was considered a success. So more than three years
ago a group of people led by Peter Braun, set up an organisa-
tion known as “Daks over Normandy 2019”. They started to
contact various owners of Dakotas around Europe but also
in the USA and Russia, to find out whether or not they were
willing and able to attend such a big scale event. Soon well-
known European Dakota owning organisations from the UK,
France, Hungary, the Netherlands and Scandinavia confirmed
their cooperation. In the USA, Dakota owning organisations
teamed up and formed the “D-Day Squadron” which is part
of the Tunison Foundation, a non-profit charitable organiza-
tion. This move made it much easier to gather funding for the
costly operation.

Blue Spruce Route

The D-Day Squadron, made up of the entire American fleet of
C-47s participating the in Daks over Normandy flyover, gath-
ered at the airport of Oxford, Connecticut and, where pos-
sible, travelled together on what’s known as the Blue Spruce
Route. This was the flight plan as it was used by US aircraft
for crossings of the North Atlantic during WW 11. Nowadays
the route not only allowed for fuel stops but also for guid-
ance from ground-based navigational aids on the landmasses
located along the way. Each site was selected because of its
history as an active airfield during World War II that would
have been a stopping point for these historic aircraft. Taking
off from Oxford (CO) most aircraft stopped to refuel at Goose
Bay Airport in Newfoundland, Canada, and then again refu-
elled at Narsarsuaq Airport (BGBW) in southern Greenland.
The next stopover was the petrol station at Reykjavik Airport
(BIRK) in Iceland, and from there most aircraft continued
their flight to Prestwick Airport (EPIK) on the Western coast
of Scotland.

And from day-to-day, starting on 22 May:

As the first of the D-Day squadron N33611 Clipper Tabitha
May arrived at Duxford on that day.

23 May

While others were still on their way the crew of N8336C
“Spirit of Benovia” were so happy to see solid ground after
their crossing of the North Atlantic that they decided to land
at Weston in Ireland and stay there before they headed for
Duxford.

24 May
On that day “D-Day Doll”, “Legend Airways”, HFF’s “Pan

Am”, “Placid Lassie”, “Miss Virginia”, “Flabob Express”, “Vir-
ginia Ann” and “Betsy’s Biscuit Bomber” had all made it to
Prestwick, Scotland. They would stay there to take part in
the “Daks over Prestwick” that took place on 25 May. “That’s
All Brother” went to Coventry for the weekend, visiting the
fellow D-Day veteran C-47 “Night Fright”, which is under
restoration to fly. During this visit “That’s All Brother” got
its required 100-hr inspection done there. On the same day,
“Miss Montana” completed the second leg of its journey
across, flying north from Goose Bay to Iqaluit, Canada.

25 May

It was not before 25 May that Dak N150D “101st Airborne
Tribute” (code ‘9X’) went on its way, leaving Oshkosh
and heading to New York. The owner of the aircraft had it
restored by Basler over a two-year period (close to 40.000
man hours) in order to have it ready for the D-Day 75th
anniversary/”Daks Over Normandy” (completely rebuilt
wings, restored/repaired fuselage and centre wing section,
overhauled landing gear and fuel tanks, new wiring and
plumbing, avionics, etc.). It was just completed back in March.
Its departure brought the total of DC-3’s/C-41"s/C-47’s/C-53
from the US on their way to the UK, or already arrived, at that
moment to 14. The last, and 15th, N341A “Hap-Penstance”,
appeared to be near starting its journey.

26 May

The Daks N18121 and N150D (#13 and 14 for the crossing)
were both at Presque Isle (MN). N24320 “Miss Montana” (#12
for the crossing) had arrived at Kangerlussuaqg, Greenland.
One day later she made it into Prestwick. N341A (#15 for the
crossing) started its journey from California that morning.

271 May

At the same time, the Dak N150D “101st Airborne Tribute”
flew non-stop from Goose Bay, Canada to Reykjavik, Iceland.
This is the machine that just came out of restoration in March.
Even though it is registered in the USA, it appears the owner
is based in Switzerland (it is registered to one of the names/
trustee groups that allows for the aircraft to be registered in
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the US but be based in another country). The DC-3 N18121
(#14) made it to Narsarsuag, Greenland.

28 May

N8336C “The Spirit of Benovia” and N24320 “Miss Montana”
both arrived at Duxford, making a total of twelve Dakotas.
On that same day N18121 “The Great Silver Fleet” was still
at Narsarsuaq and N150D “101st Airborne Tribute” was still
en-route from Goose Bay to Reykjavik. The last one, N341A
“Golden Age Air Tours” was still in Rapid City (SD), USA. But,
fortunately, it would arrive in time. N150D “101st Airborne
Tribute” arrived at Duxford two days later.

1June

Seven of the D-Day squadron Dakotas made an excursion from
Duxford to nearby Old Warden Aerodrome. They departed
again the next day during the airshow there.

2June

Following the assorted US Dakotas, it was then time for Euro-
pean Daks to show up. F-AZOX, HA-LIX, LN-WND, OH-LCH
and OY-BPB arrived in the afternoon of 2 June, to attend the
Daks over Duxford event, which was scheduled for 3 to 5 June.

4 June

The weather was an obstructing factor during Daks over
Duxford. Because of the strong winds para drops were can-
celled, as was demonstration flying by RAF Battle of Britain
Memorial Flight’s ZA947. Its place was taken by Pete Kynsey
who flew a demo in Aces High’ Dak N147DC ‘Mayfly’. This
aircraft has recently been repainted in a D-Day type paint
scheme with code ‘S6’, and tail code ‘A’ (for Aces High) It now
carries bogus ace of spades card nose art, also referring to its
owner Aces High. It was planned that a number of Dakotas
would cross the Channel in the afternoon of 4 June. Initially
the crossing was delayed and later on cancelled because of
the foul weather in the area.

5June

Fortunately the weather had considerably improved the next
day and so a formation of six Dakotas took off from British soil
and headed for Cherbourg where they arrived at 09:00 hours.
These Daks were N47S] “Betsy’s Biscuit Bomber”, N47TB
“That’s all Brother”, N473DC “Drag-em-Oot”, N24320 “Miss
Montana”, N45366 “D-Day Doll” and N74589 “Placid Lassie”.
Several groups of paras were already waiting at the airport,
amongst them members of the RCPT, the Round Canopy Par-
achute Team. Already within one hour after arrival the first
Dakotas took off again, led by “Drag-em-Oot”, for a parachute
drop inthe area of Carentan, near St. Mére Eglise. In the after-

noon paradrops were performed in the fields at Sannerville, a
municipality east of Caen. Dakota paradrops were alternated
with drops by RAF C-130s and a French C-160 and CN235. Free
fall parachute jumps were made from Beech 99 N899AG and
Cessna Caravan N208AX. In the days that followed “Drag-em-
Oot” continued to fly from Cherbourg, as its owner was not
“on speaking terms” with the Daks over Normandy organisa-
tion. In the early evening about all Dakota’s arrived at Caen-
Carpiquet with a delay due to security restrictions in the UK
over the Trump visit.

6 June

There was limited flying on the date of D-Day itself, and only
for the official commemoration. A group of 13 Daks overflew
the American Cemetery at Coleville during the ceremony
where U.S president Donald Trump and his French colleague
Emmanuel Macron together with several European leaders
and high ranking military were present.

7June

The public event at Caen-Carpiquet was supposed to have
been the aviation event of the decade; at least it had been
advertised as such. The number of Dakotas present was con-
siderably smaller than expected. While some 34 had been
announced, finally 22 were present. This in itself was a for-
midable success for the organisation. Unfortunately the
weather condition was something out of their control. There
were heavy clouds with some occasional rain and a strong
crosswind over the runway halted the announced forma-
tion flying. Norwegian Dak LN-WND, on the program to do
its well-known demo flying had remained in the UK, for a
technical reason.

Warbirds

Fortunately, next to the Dakotas, some warbirds had been
flown in to add to the D-Day atmosphere, like North Ameri-
can P-51D Mustang G-SHWN “The Shark” and G-BIXL “Miss
Helen”. The three Harvards, HB-RTA (an AT-6A as USAF
76556/ TA556), HB-RCN (a T-6G dressed up as US Navy SNJ-7
”8231) and Harvard 4 G-BJST as RAF “AJ841” “Wacky Wabbit”
should have served as photo planes, but did not leave the
Caen’ grass. However Beech 18 G-BKGL (as USAAC “1164”)
took off for a short flight. Next to disappointment over
the lack of flying, there were complaints about the chaotic
parking in the area, the lack of public transport and the
fact that spectators were held too far away from the parked
Dakotas. Two lines of fences, one of these consisting of the
ever present red and white plastic ribbon obstructed some of
the photography.

This aircraft rolled of Douglas Aircraft’s production line in Oklahoma City (OK) during the tail end of February 1944, being delivered to the US
military on 6 March. In the late hours of 5 June 1944 “That’s All, Brother” (nicknamed by the crew) took off as the lead ship in Serial #7, carrying
members of the 2nd Battalion, 502nd PIR, 101st Airborne Division towards Drop Zone A near Ste-Mére-Eglise, releasing them at around 00:48
hours on 6 June. Douglas C-47A, now registered as N47TB and wearing serial 42-92847/3X-W of the Commemorative Air Force, was seen during
the celebrations by Jeroen Vogelaar at Aéroport de Cherbourg - Maupertus on 9 June 2019.
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The “Virginia Ann” was built at Douglas Aircraft’s factory in Long Beach (CA), and was delivered to the US Army Air Force on 21 September
1943. She was involved in resupply and injured evacuation operations in the days following the 6 June invasion. The aircraft went on to par-
ticipate in Operations Market Garden and Varsity. C-47A 43-30647/X5-] (with civil markings N62CC) is seen at Caen-Carpiquet on 5 June 2019

So no formation flying and the Finish Dak OH-LCH was one of
the few to actually fly. French Chalair Dak F-AZOX took off,
but it never returned, as it went to homebase La Ferté Alais
for the airshow overthere. Only the Dutch Dakota Association
was a constant factor that day, making a number of flights
with paying passengers. DDA is currently the only organisa-
tion that is allowed to fly passengers under their own AOC
(Airline Operating Certificate). Given the weather circum-
stances making scenic flights was not an easy task, resulting
in rather long delays. A group of Dutch aviation enthusiasts
allegedly had to wait two hours before they could take off.

Photoshoot cancelled

Early in the evening the weather even got worse with gusts of
wind and heavy rain. Of course these were not the conditions
for the announced night photoshoot, but the process of can-
cellation by the organisation was not worth a prize! Only for a
short period, one of the people of the organisation showed up
to announce the cancellation, and then disappeared. Several
photographers who had paid € 95 in advance, arriving a
bit later in the organisation’s hangar, found themselves in

utter uncertainty. The fact that there was nobody present to
discuss either an alternative or a refund caused a high level
of irritation. A group of paratroopers spent hours in said
hangar, as they were not informed on the whereabouts of
their luggage. The next morning one of the members of the
Daks over Normandy organisation placed a message on their
FB page stating that some things had gone wrong and that she
would be present at Caen on 8 June to “shoot at”. The cause of
everything that went wrong in the organisation was said to
have been the sudden illness of overall director Peter Braun.
He allegedly suffered from a heart attack in the morning of 7
June, and soon after leaving the hospital encountered a com-
plete nervous breakdown. Some guys have all the bad luck.

D-Day squadron’ comment

The D-Day squadron, as an independent group taking part
in the Daks over Normandy event, were not happy with the
critics put upon the organisation. They were determined to
emphasize that they had nothing to do with the organisation
of the event. On their Facebook page they stated: “We under-
stand there are a lot of logistical issues regarding parking,
buses, activities, food vendors, etc. And we understand there

At first glance this Dakota looks like an average DC-3 or C-47, but it is surely not. N341A is a very rare pre-war C-41A version, which was used,
together with a second machine of the same type, as VIP transports by American Major General Henry “Hap” Arnold and his staff. So this
accounts for the aircraft’s name: “Hap Penstance” And amazingly, the second C-41A that was built, has also survived and is still airworthy today

as N41HQ. (Caen-Carpiquet, 7 June 2019)
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are questions about today’s content and scenic flights, We are
still looking to Daks over Normandy for final confirmation on
several things. They are the event organizer and in control of
logistics and schedule, so definitely keep an eye on their page
for updates. Currently, the only updates we have been given
are what you see posted on their page. However, we under-
stand your frustrations, and if we get anything concrete in
the way of additional updates from them, we will certainly
share them with you”.

8June

A new kid on the block arrived at Caen-Carpiquet that day in
the form of C-47B G-ANAF. But actually “new” was not the
proper designation as this Dak is a well-known, former Air
Atlantique / Classic Air Force machine. It has been recently
overhauled by its new owner, Heritage Air Services, and
proudly wears its former RAF livery and original serial KP220.

Following the “Daks Over Normandy” events, many of the
DC-3’s/C-47’s, both those of the D-Day squadron and some
of the European ones, went to Germany, from 10-18 June,
participating in flights marking the 70th anniversary of the
Berlin Airlift. The aircraft were the centre pieces of the heavy
crowded commemorations at both Wiesbaden and Schleswig
air bases, and overflew Berlin Schénefeld (as they had not
received permission to land there) At least six of the DC-3’s/
C-47’s continued their trip to Italy from 21-23 June. Then, in
late July, they will gather back as many of them as possible
and return to the USA for the Oshkosh airshow.

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EBACE 2019

The annual EBACE at Geneva was held this year from 21 until 23 May 2019. The 2019 EBACE actually started at Farnborough Airport
on Saturday 18 May 2019 with a conference focused on Sustainable Alternative Jet Fuels. A fleet of 23 aircraft from manufacturers
like Bombardier, Cirrus, Dassault, Embraer, Gulfstream, Piaggio and Textron flew into EBACE powered by sustainable jet fuel.

During the event Bombardier announced that the first Global 6500 aircraft was moved into the Laurent Beaudoin Completion
Centre completion centre in Montreal.The Global 6500 business jet also debuts the Nuage chaise, a unique seating innovation. At
the same time Bombardier confirmed a suite of updates to its Challenger 350 aircraft on track for implementation in 2019. Hong
Kong aircraft management company HK Bellawings Jet Limited has signed a letter of intent for five new Global 7500 business
aircraft. It has also exercised options for two Global 7500 jets, as part of the initial agreement signed in May 2018.

Cirrus Aircraft announced that the issue with the Vision Jet angle of attack sensor that forced its grounding by the US Federal
Aviation Administration in April 2019 is now resolved and the fleet has returned to service.

Dassault Aviation debuted a full-scale mockup of the Falcon 6X cabin. The company has completed the Critical Design Review for
its new Falcon 6X, freezing the detailed design of the new ultra widebody twinjet and begun manufacturing major parts as the
program tracks to assembly of the first aircraft by early 2020.

The new Embraer Praetor business jets were launched in October 2018. Both the new midsize Praetor 500 and the super-midsize
Praetor 600 business jets made their debut at this years EBACE.

Gulfstream Aerospace announced that the Gulfstream G600 is nearing the end of function and reliability (F&R) testing. This is the
final stage of flying required for aircraft type certification by the Federal Aviation Administration. South Africa-based Pegasus
Universal Aerospace debuted a model of its Pegasus One VTOL business aircraft. The company is hoping to secure certification
and begin deliveries of the composite aircraft within five to seven years.

Textron Aviation showcased its first air ambulance configured Citation Latitude at its static display during this years EBACE. The
company also announced new milestones in its Cessna SkyCourier turboprop development program, with assembly underway
for the prototype twin utility aircraft and the additional five flight and ground test craft. It was also announced that Textron is
nearing completion of the Cessna Denali prototype as well as the first two flight and three ground test craft.

The log below has been compiled, using information that was posted in various communities and photo(b)logs. From the 19th,
all aircraft relevant to the event were in the EBACE area. When known, arrival and/or departure is listed (*/*, arr *or dep *). On
other occasions only dates are listed when an aircraft has been logged (*+*, -*). Aircraft logged only at a certain day are marked
with an ‘L. For aircraft that had arrived prior the 18th the departure date is listed as “Dep xx”. In some occasions flight numbers
also have been logged or found via various tracking websites.
