December started with a horse charter operated by ASL Air-
lines Spain. Enter Air transported the Rotterdam Philhar-
monic Orchestra to Hamburg. Iberia operated charters for 
Basic Fit on the 2nd and 3rd. The CityJet on the 2nd arrived 
for maintenance with SAMCO. The Air X Boeing on the 4th 
was mentioned in last months edition as it had departed on 
18 november, operating a charter for Air Cruise collection.

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Airbus
Airbus delivered 718 new commercial aircraft in 2017, which 
is a new annual record for Airbus. The majority of these 
new deliveries were off course the narrow body types of the 
Airbus A320 family. 558 new A319/A320/A321s were deliv-
ered in 2017, with 181 of them of the new NEO-generation. 
Besides the A320 family, Airbus delivered 67 A330s, 78 A350s 
and fifteen A380s. 
On the order intake front, Airbus received 1,109 net orders 
for new commercial aircraft. 1,054 of these orders were for 
A320 family aircraft, while the other 55 were for the wide-
body types (A330/A350/A380) in the Airbus product portfo-
lio. With these new orders, Airbus has an order backlog of 
7,265 aircraft, which is also a new Airbus record.  

ATR
ATR42/72
On 22 January 2018 ATR announced their first sale of the 
-600 version to the United States. Through Nordic Air 
Capital twenty airplanes have been ordered, destined for 
Silver Airways. The deal comprises sixteen ATR42-600 and 
four ATR72-600 turboprops, with the first delivery already 
expected in March 2018 and they will continue until 2020. 
With Silver Airways the ATRs will replace their aged Saab 340 
fleet. For ATR the deal means their sales logbook rising to 
1,700 sold airplanes in total with already 1,300 delivered so 
far, with 2017 adding 113 sales, being an outstanding year and 
the good spirit continued in the first weeks of the New Year.

Boeing
Records were also broken in Seattle (WA), where Boeing had 
a very successful 2017 as well. It set a new industry record by 
delivering 763 new built aircraft. 529 of these new delivered 
aircraft were 737 family aircraft, while the other 234 were 
widebodies of the 747/767/777/787 families. At the start of 
2017 Boeing set a delivery target for 760 to 765 airplanes, so 
with 763 aircraft it landed precisely in the middle of that.
On the order side, Boeing noted 912 net orders for commercial 

aircraft. 745 of these orders were for the 737 family, while 167 
orders were received for the widebody types.  The seventh 
largest yearly order book in Boeing’s 100-year history. With 
these new orders, the total order backlog for Boeing is 5,864 
aircraft. 
B787
After completing about 900 test hours, Boeing received FAA 
certification for the newest and largest member of the 787 
family, the 787-10, on 22 January. This means that the first 
787-10 can be delivered to its first operator Singapore Air-
lines and enter commercial service. Boeing targeted the first 
half of 2018 as “entry-into-service”, but now the approval 
of the type certificate has already been granted early in the 
year, the first delivery could take place before the end of the 
first quarter. 
After various earlier efforts to launch a longer variant of the 
787, Boeing introduced the final version of the 787-10 at the 
Paris Air Show 2013. The 787-10 is marketed with seating 
for about 330 passengers in a two class layout and a range of 
about 11,900km. The 787-10 is nearly identical to the 787-9. 
It has the same wingspan and engines as the 787-9, but is 5m 
(16.4ft) longer than the 787-9. To accommodate the longer 
fuselage on take-off, Boeing installs a 777-300ER style semi-
levered main landing gear on the 787-10.
The 787-10 made its first flight on 31 March 2017. The first 
flight took place at Charleston (SC), making it the first time 
a new Boeing commercial aircraft design made its first flight 
outside the Seattle (WA) area. The 787-10 will be assembled 
exclusively in Charleston. Boeing has orders for 171 787-10s. 
Singapore Airlines is the largest customer with 49 787-10s on 
order.

Bombardier
CS100/300
As reported in Scramble 464, the LoI of Egypt Air for the 
CS300 has been exercised and became a solid order for twelve 
CS300s.

Last December LOT recieved its first two Boeing 737-8 aircraft. SP-LVA was the first one and was ferried from Seattle (WA) to Warsaw on 1 
December. Sister ship SP-LVB followed two and half weeks later. Four more 737-8s will follow in the coming two years This picture of SP-LVA 
taking off from a sunny London-Heathrow, clearly shows the new tail cone design, the new ATP-winglet and the serrated engine cowlings, which 
distinguish a 737-8 from a 737-800 from the outside.

Following the Airbus joint venture in the CS100/300 pro-
gramme and the outstanding order of 75 CSeries for Delta, 
AeroMéxico also expressed interest in the CSeries. Due to the 
49% ownership of AeroMéxico by Delta Air Lines this may not 
come as a surprise however another large order would cer-
tainly boost the perspective. In order to replace the Embraer 
170 fleet at AeroMéxico the Embraer 175E-2 and MRJ-90 are 
also evaluated with a range of 15-60 airplanes. Given the cus-
tomer request to receive the first ordered airplanes in early 
2019 the chances for the MRJ-90 (first delivery to ANA in 
2020) and the Embraer E2-jet (expected 2021) are in favour 
of the CSeries. 
At the same time the CS300 order book holds a European 
airline order of thirty CS300s without a specification on the 
customer. 
CRJ900
In December 2017 Bombardier announced a nearing sale of 
twelve CRJ900’s to an unknown customer. In the weeks fol-
lowing it became clear that Iranian airline Qeshm Airlines had 
placed the order and will operate the regional liners under 
their Fly Qeshm low cost brand, soon to be revealed. At the 
same time Qeshm has expressed the intention to expand the 
order to a possible 25, however they are searching for funds 

and Bombardier has silenced all channels. To be continued. 

Gulfstream
Gulfstream Aerospace has delivered the final G450 on 19 
January 2018, signifying the end of an era. Msn 4365 was 
delivered to Dominion Energy as N607D and will join of a fleet 
of two G280s and another G450. After delivering G-IVs and its 
derivatives for thirty years, Gulfstream announced in 2016 
that it would cease producing the G450. All in all, 901 aircraft 
of the family have been produced in the following variants: 
G-IV, G-IV-SP, G300, G350 G400 and G450. This means that the 
Gulfstream IV family has seen a production run that is longer 
and larger than any other large-cabin business jet.
The successor of the G450 is confusingly the G500, as Gulf-
stream has re-used this designation for its next generation of 
business jets. The G500 was revealed in a surprise announce-
ment on 14 October 2014, where it immediately taxied under 
its own power. So far 21 G500s have been registered, although 
none of them have been delivered to a customer yet. First 
delivery of the G500 is expected to be early this year. Note 
that the aircraft preceding the final delivery, msn 4364, has 
not been delivered yet. It is still registered to Gulfstream as 
N964GA and will likely be delivered fairly soon.

Airliner News

Europe
The Netherlands
Air France-KLM is planning to issue a RFC before the end of 
March in which it seeks proposals for new narrowbody air-
planes. The airline group is seeking offers to renew its fleets 
of Air France, Hop!, KLM and Transavia. It is said that Air 
France-KLM is planning to order up to 330 aircraft. The RFP 
will go out to Airbus, Boeing, Bombardier and Embraer and a 
final decision is expected at the end of this year.
Austria
Austrian Airlines has ended all Fokker-operations on 31 
December of last year. The last Fokker-flight, operated by a 
Fokker 100, was between Pristina and Vienna. The airline has 
sold its Fokkers to Australian-operator Alliance Air.
In Scramble 464 we gave an update on Niki. Since then a 
lot has happened. At the end of last year IAG won the take-
over of the airline and announced that Niki would form one 
company with Vueling, but retain the Niki-brand. However, 
early January a passenger rights group based in Austria sued 
the administrators of the former Air Berlin-subsidiary and 

argued that the bankruptcy proceedings should take place in 
Austria, instead of Germany and separately from the rest of 
Air Berlin. A judge ruled in favour of the group, meaning the 
proceedings moved to Austria and all decisions taken by the 
German administrators of the airline were not legal anymore, 
including the bid of IAG. On 19 January IAG resubmitted its bid 
for the airline, but on 23 January it received word that their 
bid was not successful. When writing this issue of Scramble 
the latest news was that a consortium led by Niki Lauda was 
to become the new owner of Niki.
On 29 December, Welcome Air, known for their yellow and 
purple Do328s ceased all operations. Its last Do328 was trans-
ferred to subsidiary Tyrolean Air Ambulance, which contin-
ues to operate as normal.
Denmark
According to a statement on the SAS-intranet, the airline has 
entered final negotiations with Airbus for an order for new 
A320neo-family planes. Earlier it was already known that SAS 
is planning to order 40-50 planes, which will replace the air-
line’s B737s and oldest A320-family planes. SAS hopes to have 
the deal finalized by spring.

Welcome Air operated its last commercial service with its one remaining Dornier 328 aircraft on 26 December 2017. Walter van Brempt pictured 
OE-LIR on that day at Antwerp, which was probably the last flight for the company. Welcome Air’s Air Ambulance flights will be taken over by 
Tyrol air Ambulance.
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Germany
Azur Air Germany is set to expand its fleet with two B737-
900ERs. The planes will also be based at Dusseldorf.
Germania has announced that it plans to start the phasing-
out of its B737s is to start in the first quarter of next year.
Close to the appearance of this Scramble, Lufthansa will have 
unveiled its new livery. The first plane to be painted into the 
new colours is a B747-8. Second and third are an A321 and an 
A350. Lufthansa has been flying in the current livery since 
1988.
Small Planet Germany is expanding the fleet with two A321s. 
Both are former AtlasGlobal-planes and will be delivered 
before the start of the summer season in March.
Iceland
When introducing its new livery, Bluebird Cargo has been 
renamed into Bluebird Nordic.
Italy
During a press conference, the CEO of Blue Panorama Air-
lines announced plans to replace their two B737-300s and 
two B737-400s with more leased B737-800s. The airline is also 
going to add a fourth B767-300ER, which is expected to be 
delivered at the end of March.
Luxembourg
Small news about Luxair this month. The airline has wet-
leased a CRJ700 from Adria and will use the plane between 
Saarbrücken and Berlin-Tegel. Nice is that the aircraft is in 
full Luxair-colours.
Norway
By the time you read this issue of Scramble, FlyViking will 
have ceased flying and shut down. The airline operated three 
DHC-8-100s, but had many technical issues with the three air-
craft, resulting in forced cancellations of flights and losing 
many customers as a result. A fourth plane had also issues 
and was therefore not operational. All these costs resulted in 
the demise of the airline.
Spain
Something to note in your diary; as of June Iberia will start 
operating its first A350-900. The first plane will be used 
from Madrid to New York-JFK, should you want to spot it 
somewhere.

Turkey
Boeing and Turkish Airlines signed an order for another three 
B777Fs for the airline. The new planes are to arrive in Sep-
tember, October and December of this year. When delivered, 
the airline will operate five B777Fs. Turkish Airlines also did 
some shopping Airbus and ordered twenty A350-900s, which 
are to be delivered by 2023. They also took options on another 
five of the type.
United Kingdom
During the press conference of the Emirates A380-order, 
Airbus COO John Leahy said that he fully expects that another 
airline would order more A380s this year. In the meantime it 
is known that this other operator is IAG. Earlier IAG had plans 
to acquire six to seven used A380s, but these plans proved to 
be too costly. Now IAG is in talks with Airbus about an order 
for new A380s which, according to Bloomberg, would be even 
bigger than the six to seven.
Loganair is studying the possibilities to streamline its fleet, 
which currently consists of 27 planes. Type-wise the airline 
flies with DHC-6-300s, -400s, Do328s, Saab 340s, Saab 2000s 
and Islanders. The reduction of overhead costs is necessary 
as the airline expects to be loss-making over the financial 
year 2017/2018.

Africa
Algeria
The government has announced that it will kick-off fleet 
renewal at Air Algerie with the start of the phasing out of the 
airline’s three B767-300ERs. The airline is set to acquire up to 
35 planes between 2018 and 2025. Fifteen of those planes are 
for expansion, the other twenty for replacement of current 
aircraft in the fleet. Within the twenty planes to leave the 
fleet are the airline’s eight ATR72-500s. As a replacement Air 
Algerie is looking at planes from Bombardier (C-Series), ATR 
(ATR72-600) and Embraer (ERJ). Air Algerie will also be con-
verting one of its B737-800s into a freighter.
Congo
The government of Congo has ordered two ARJ21-700s at 
COMAC, which are to be used by government owned Air 
Congo. Both are to be delivered this year. A third ARJ21-700 
was also ordered, but this one would be a VIP-variant for the 
use by the government. This plane is expected in 2023.

Turkish Airlines took delivery of its first Boeing 777 Freighter TC-LJL on 30 November 2017. The second one was delivered three weeks later on 
22 December 2017. Both these aircraft were ordered in the summer of 2013. Probably Turkish Airlines was so happy and impressed with with the 
performance of these freighters that after their entry into service, they immdediately ordered  three more 777 Freighters on 30 December 2017. 
These three 777 Freighters will be delivered in the summer of 2018. (Maastricht-Aachen, 29 December 2017, Björn van der Velpen)
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Egypt
Signing a deal with an unknown lessor, AlMasria Univer-
sal Airlines is set to expand its fleet with a former EVA Air 
A330-200.
Ethiopia
GECAS and Ethiopian Airlines signed a lease agreement for 
two B737-800(SF)s. The first plane is expected in June, the 
second in January next year.
Ghana
More expansion plans at Africa World Airlines as the company 
is planning to add three B767-300ERs. All three planes are 
former Hainan Airlines-aircraft, which seems logical as the 
HNA Group is a major shareholder in the airline. The new air-
craft will be used for flights from Accra to Istanbul, London, 
New York and Sao Paulo.
Kenya
DAC East Africa, an operator flying humanitarian flights for 
the European Union and the UN, signed an agreement for 
four Airbus C295s with Stellwagen Group. All four aircraft 
should be delivered this year.
Jetways Airlines, which operates four Fokker 50s, has 
taken over a former KLM cityhopper Fokker 70. The plane 
was delivered to Kenya late January and will be used on 
ACMI-operations.
Morocco
According to a local newssite in Morocco, Royal Air Maroc has 
ordered four B737MAX8s. The planes will be delivered from 
December this year. It is currently unknown if the airline has 
ordered the planes directly at Boeing, or via a lessor.
Seychelles
To return to profitability Air Seychelles has decided to stop 
operating longhaul-flights and phase out its two A330-200s. 
Both planes will be returned to lessor AerCap at the end of 
April 2018.
South Africa
Golden Wings has put up its sole Fokker 70 for sale. The 
airline will continue to operate two DHC-8-300s, which are 
based in Sudan.

Asia
Afghanistan
Kam Air has partially suspended operations after a recent 
terrorist strike on a Kabul hotel left nine crew members 

dead and many more staff injured and traumatized. To make 
airline operations more complicated, the director of Ukrai-
nian Wings wants to bring back its remaining staff, as many 
Kam Air crew members are actually wet-leased Ukrainian 
Wings crew members, stationed in Afghanistan.
China
Chongqing Airlines will lease seven A320neos through BOC 
with deliveries this year.
Indonesia
Garuda Indonesia has ordered fourteen A330neos, which 
replaces an existing order for seven A330-300s. The first air-
craft is expected to be delivered in 2019. Garuda also post-
poned outstanding deliveries of 49 B737 MAX8s, meaning 
that the airline will resume deliveries of the MAX in 2020. 
South Korea
Korean Air intends to withdraw its last passenger B747-400s 
this year. The three remaining jumbos are currently used on 
intra-Asia routes only.
Thailand
Thai AirAsia will install ten A321neos in its fleet from 2019. 
These A321s are part of the existing order for 100 A321neos 
of the AirAsia group.

Latin America
Argentina
As Fly Bondi secured its Air Operator Certificate; chances are 
great that, by the time you read this, the airline has just com-
menced domestic operations with two B737-800s.

Middle East
Iran
On 30 December an UFO order was booked by Bombardier 
for a firm order for six CRJ900s. It is said that these planes 
were ordered by Fly Qeshm. The airline also took options on 
another six of the type.
Israel

The Be-200ChS variant, or Be-200ES (Emergency Situations), 
is the Multirole model fitted to the requirements of the Russian Ministry of Emergency Situations. The aircraft on the photo made its first flight 
on 27 August 2002 as RA-21512. It was logged as RF-21512 while operated by SoREM (Società Ricerche Esperienze Meteorologiche) in Italy in 
August 2004. Two years later the aircraft was being operated by TANTK (Taganrogskiy aviatsionnyy nauchno-tekhnicheskiy kompleks) for 
Portuguese Serviço Nacional de Bombeiros. In 2008 the Beriev was modernised to production standard. At the recent held “Dubai Airshow 2017”

During a hunt for wrecks and relics in November last year, Frank Kramer visited Elefsis in Greece as well. There, in the Heritage Park collection, 
Convair F-102A 56-1059 can be seen, painted O-61059. In this, O stands for obsolete, what the type surely was when it was withdrawn from use 
(6 November 2017) 
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Australia
Great progress has been made on the restoration work of 
two Supermarine Mk.IX Spitfires, MH415 and MH603, which 
is being carried out by Vintage Fighter Restorations, part of 
Pays Air Services at Scone NSW. The former, an HF Mk.IXb 
(CBAF.IX533), has interesting historic ties with the Low Coun-
tries. It flew as H-108, later H-65 in the R.Neth AF and as SM-40 
in the Belgian AF. After that, it became a target tug as OO-ARD 
and was a movie star in the UK as G-AVDJ. MH415 originates 
from the famous Connie Edwards acquired the aircraft for 
his collection, after the filming of the Battle of Britain movie 
had ended in 1968. It was kept away since then. This makes 
this specific aircraft one of the most complete and original 
Spitfires to be restored to flight anywhere in the world. On 
top of that, the aircraft has a distinguished operational WWII 
and post war service record. The fighter arrived as N415MH 
from the USA in early 2016. Thanks to the construction of two 
sets of wing jigs, Vintage Fighter Restorations have been able 
to restore the wings of both Spitfires simultaneously. In the 
past three months both of MH415’s wings were structurally 
rebuilt and near to being reskinned. Given the provenance 
of this Spitfire it is also important that as much of the origi-
nal material was preserved and reused.  As the condition of 
the aircraft was exceptional on arrival, this has been possi-
ble with the exception of the main spars which have been 
replaced for practical as well as safety reasons. Considerable 
progress has also been made on the aircraft’s fuselage which 
is now structurally complete with electrical, hydraulic and 
fuel systems being installed. The cockpit frame and canopy 
and the aircraft’s engine mounts were also installed. The 
latter, Spitfire Mk.IX MH603 (CBAF.5589) is even closer to its 
first flight. it Given the advanced state of the work on this air-
craft it should not be very long before the wings are refitted 
for the last time. Then the empennage, all of the control sur-
faces as well as the completed engine mount and the Merlin 
itself will follow. The fuselage, wings and empennage have all 
been given their final coats of paint. The fighter is finished 
in its historic colours of RAF (Norwegian) 331 Squadron with 
code ‘FN-B’.  The detailed stencilling will be applied once the 
aircraft is reassembled. The Norwegian Spitfire Foundation is 
aiming to acquire this historic machine (see below) which is 
currently registered as VH-IXF.

Belgium
Sold by Courtesy Fighter Sales Lockheed 12A NC14999 Electra 
Junior has recently been acquired by mr. Luc Hellings. He 
plans to fly his new plane from the USA to Genk-Zwartberg 
in April of this year. Hellings owns two other planes as well, 

North American T-28B Trojan N1328B and a TB-20 Trini-
dad, which are already based at Genk-Zwartberg. NC14999 
is not an unfamiliar sight in Europe, as it was flown during 
the Flying Legends airshow in Duxford by its former owner 
Pat Donovan in July 2016. The aircraft will be the second of 
its type on our continent, next to Frenchman Bernard Chab-
bert’s F-AZLL.
North American T-28B N128TD is sold to a new Belgian cus-
tomer, through Platinum Fighter Sales. The trainer is the 
former US Navy BuNo 138313 with c/n 200-384, which latest 
assignment was with VT-27. It was withdrawn from use in 
October 1983 and stored at MASDC, Davis-Monthan AFB (AZ)
It received its US civil registration on the name of Lan-Dale 
Corp of Reno (NV) in December 1985. They had the Trojan 
restored to its current condition in the original nice and 
shiny US Navy livery, making the first post restoration flight 
on 17 October 1986. N128TD was cancelled from the US regis-
try on 4 January 2018.

Canada
Shortly before Christmas Hawker Hunter F58 G-PSST (HABL-
003115) left the United Kingdom for a new home in Canada. 
G-PSST was, by far, the most exotic painted Hunter in the 
world, known to everybody under her nickname ‘Miss 
Demeanour’. The ‘Miss’ was once part of the Swiss Air Force 
and flown as J-4104.
Travelling the other way is Vickers Supermarine Spitfire 
Mk.XVI C-GVZB SL721 (CBAF.4494) This low-back Spitfire 
used to be part of the Vintage Wings of Canada collection. 
Acquired after museum display in the UK, the Spit was sold 
to the USA in 1965. It was then restored to flying condition 
in 1967 and flown as N8R. SL721 returned to the UK in 1973 
where it was flown as G-BAUP by Warbirds of Great Britain 
at Blackbushe. Four years later the fighter went back to the 
USA, where it became N8WK and ultimately N721WK in 1982. 
It was repaired after an undercarriage collapse in 2001, and 
then sold to Michael Potter/VWoC in 2002. At that time it 
received the current colours with RAF code ‘AU-J’ Now the 
aircraft is once again on the move: its destination is a Euro-
pean one, be it Belgium, or the UK, we do not know yet.
It seems that Vought F4U-7 Corsair BuNo133714 C-GWFU will 
be heading for the USA, where it will be based in the Chicago 
area. The fighter, named ‘Alberta Blue’, is currently being 
‘converted’ into a U.S. Marine Corps Vought AU-1 Corsair 
(with fake BuNo 129378) as based at MCAS Quantico. For this, 
C-GWFU is painted at Flying Colors Aviation in Benton Harbor 
(MI). BuNo133714 was originally delivered to the US Navy, but

Warbirds
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was later passed on to the French Aeronavale, which flew this 
Corsair as 714. After its withdrawal from military service, it 
arrived at the USMC Museum in Quantico (VA) in 1969. It was 
registered as N33714. From 1971 to 1983 the Corsair had two 
private owners, Dean J. Ortner of Wakeman (OH) and John 
Schafthausen of Hayden Lake (WA). The aircraft was flown as 
US Navy ‘69’/ ‘F’ and starred in the TV series ‘Baa Baa Black 
Sheep’. It was later repainted in Aeronavale colours as ‘965’. 
Since 1983 BuNo133714 is owned as C-GWFU by Blain Fowler 
of Camrose, Alberta, hence its nickname ‘Alberta Blue’.

Denmark
OY-NAH is a new reservation in the Danish register for a 1943 
built Noorduyn AT-16 Harvard IIB (14A-1420) It was built as 
USAAF 43-13121 but exported to the UK as FT380. Within 
three years the trainer was withdrawn by the RAF and deliv-
ered to Royal Danish AF as 31-324 in January 1947. After its 
retirement, 31-324 became part of the Egeskov Veteranmu-
seum collection in Kvaerndrup Reservation of OY-NAH was 
made to mr. Jan Johansen.

Egypt
In 2012 a crashed RAF Curtiss P-40 Kittyhawk Mk.IA was 
discovered in ‘time capsule’ condition in the middle of the 
Sahara where it had lain untouched for 70 years. The fighter 
was ET574 ‘HS-B’, flown by Flt.Sgt. Dennis Copping, who must 
have survived the crash but has disappeared in the Sahara, 
and whose body was, to date, never found. In the follow-
ing years the whereabouts of the P-40 were unknown but it 
has now emerged at the El Alamein museum. Unfortunately 
the World War Two fighter plane has been given a ‘hideous’ 
makeover. The work has seen the vintage aircraft sprayed in 
garish yellow and brown colours and a set of sharks teeth 
painted on the front. British aviation historians have now 
spoken of their disgust after it was given this ‘truly awful and 
unsympathetic’ restoration by the Egyptian government. 
The exhibit has been described as looking like a badly-made 
Airfix model!

Germany
There is considerable dispute over the identity of both FIAT 
G.59s at Meier Motors in Bremgarten. Meier claims that their, 
now airworthy, D-FIAT is the former MM53278 with c/n 179 
and this aircraft used to be registered in Australia as VH-LIZ. 
Various other sources (including our own Scramble data-
base) state that FIAT G.59B c/n 179 was flown by the Italian 
Air Force as MM53772 RS-25, before it became NX59B, and 
then VH-LIX. The real MM53278 was built as c/n 77. So, is 
the livery of D-FIAT mispaint? The second G.59B in Bremgar-
ten should be MM53778, which was flown as RM-41 and has 
c/n 185. This aircraft was acquired by The Fighter Collection 
of Duxford in 2005 then sold to Jerry Yagen in the USA as 
N5955F one year later. This aircraft is still under restoration 
at Bremgarten, being converted to FIAT G.55 configuration.

Norway
As can be read above at the Australia caption, Spitfire MH603 
VH-IXF is under restoration there, and for sale when finished. 
As the aircraft is one of only two Spitfires with Norwegian 
war history in their logs, the Norwegian Spitfire Foundation 
has a keen eye on the machine. MH603 ‘FN-B’ served with 
the RAF (Norwegian) 331 Squadron in 1944, operating from 
North Weald. The Norwegian Spitfire Foundation is actively 
trying to raise money to obtain the aircraft through sponsors 
and crowdfunding. Let us hope they succeed to raise the 2, 
5-3 million Euro they need to buy MH603.

Turkey
After almost four decades, North American P-51D 44-73149 

G-BTCD ‘Ferocious Frankie’ has left for Turkey. The well-
known ‘yellow nosed’ Mustang arrived in the UK already in 
1981. It was initially owned by the Fighter Collection and later 
sold to the, also Duxford based, Old Flying Machine Company. 
Painted as P-51D 44-13704 with code ‘B7-H’ the Mustang was 
part of the Breitling Fighters. Flown by pilot Lee Proudfoot, 
‘Ferocious Frankie’ left for its new owner, the MSO Air & 
Space Museum, Sivrihisai Air Park, Eskisehir on 17 January.

United Kingdom
Peter Teichman, owner of the Hangar 11 collection based 
at North Weald, has managed to sell his Hawker Hurricane 
‘BE505’’XP-L’. The aircraft, G-HHII, is usually referred to as the 
‘Hurribomber’. The new owner of the fully restored machine 
is, surprisingly enough, Hawker Restorations. G-HHII was 
flown to Elmsett airfield on 19 January. Hawker Restorations 
have already announced that she will emerge looking very 
different to her familiar ‘Hurribomber’ configuration
A reservation for a new entry in the British register was taken 
by Thomas W Gilbert of Burnham, Slough, on 13 January. His 
‘new’ Stearman is G-FRDM (75-2610) The 1941 built Boeing 
A75 is ex N63441, an aircraft that was registered in the 
restricted category for use in agriculture and pest control.
Another new British biplane is DeHavilland DH82A G-ANJI 
(85099) which is the former C-GIZA. It was flown by the RAF 
as T6380, and then became G-ANJI and later F-BHIQ, before 
being shipped to Canada. But now it is back in its country of 
origin.
Last year, the Biggin Hill Heritage Hangar has been awarded 
a six-year maintenance contract for the aircraft of the Battle 
of Britain Memorial Flight. Not yet reported here was that 
Spitfire Mk.IX MK356 left on 8 November in a new tropical 
colourscheme with code ‘QJ-3’. This colourscheme repre-
sents 92 Squadron’s EN152/’QJ-3’ which operated in Tunisia 
during April and May 1943. One of the pilots who flew her 
was Flt Lt Neville Duke (later Sqn Ldr Duke DSO OBE DFC** 
AFC). A famous fighter pilot and later test pilot, Duke was 
the highest-scoring Allied fighter ace of the Mediterranean 
theatre, with 27 confirmed victories. Spitfire Mk.II P7350, a 
veteran of the BoB, is the next in line to receive maintenance.
Much to everybody’s regret, as it was rarely seen flying in 
the past two years, Supermarine Spitfire Mk.Vb EP122 code 
‘GL-B’ will leave the UK. The fighter, registered as G-CISV, 
was ferried from Biggin Hill to Duxford on 22 January. There, 
hangared with TFC, EP122 is prepared for delivery to the USA. 
EP122 served with 249 and 185 Squadrons before perform-
ing a forced landing at Gozo, Malta on 27 March, 1943. The 
aircraft was pushed off a cliff into Dwejra Bay, where scuba 
divers recovered parts, including the engine and forward 
fuselage, in the 1970s. The fuselage was reportedly rebuilt 
by Airframe Assemblies in Sandown before being transferred 
to the Biggin Hill Heritage Hangar for completion. On 4 May 
2016 Spitfire EP122 performed its first flight from London 
Biggin Hill Airport. 
This EP122 is one of SIX Spitfires owned by Dan Friedkin of the 
Comanche Fighters: two Mk.I’s (AR213 & X4650), two Mk.V’s 
(EP122 & JG891), a Mk.IX (ML417) and a Mk.XIV (SM832) - 
three of which have been based in the US and three based 
in the UK. He also owns eight Mustangs, two of which, and 
‘Berlin Express’, were flying in Europe in the summer of 2017, 
and an air force of many other warbird types. P-51 NL357FG 
‘Frenesi’ with code ‘C5-N’ was dissembled at Duxford on 10 
January for shipment back to the USA.

Military/Eurofighter Typhoon and Dassault, still hoping so 
sell their Rafale, as shrinking faster and faster. 
Early January 2018 the Belgian Ministry of Defence also con-
firmed that the 15w/21sq VIP fleet has been put up for sale. 
In pursuit of the stand down of the Falcon 20E-5 fleet on 22 
December 2016, the sole Falcon 900 CD01 and the Embraers 
ERJ135LR CE01 & CE02 and ERJ145LR CE03 & CE04 entered 
the digital showroom for a new owner.  In the meantime 
the Belgian VIP delegations can use the A321 CS-TRJ and 
private charters from Luxaviation Belgium will step into the 
gap created by the withdrawn of the 21sq. Given the charter 
status of the A321 (from HiFly) it remains unclear if the 21sq 
will completely lose its metal flying wings.
Mid January the Belgian NH90-NFH fleet also made the news 
headlines, not in the best perspective although, as a 12-18 
month grounding per helicopter is pending. This affects all 
four NFH from the 40sq and has serious impact on the 2018 
deployment readiness. Root cause is the sea scan radar, obso-
lete parts that affect airworthiness need to be replaced and 
the solution has not been validated yet. This means the entire 
certification and validation program has be completed prior 
to installation into the affected helicopters. From the fleet 
of four, three helicopters are affected immediately while a 
single one will join from base maintenance. In the meantime 
the SAR duties of the 40sq will be covered by the trusted Sea 
Kings however with an estimated withdrawn of three Sea 
Kings in 2019 the problems of the NH90 bring some chal-
lenges to the stage as service life extension of the Sea King 
will affect expensive overhaul of the engines gearbox.      
On 15 January 2018 the BeNeLux QRA task was performed 
by the 2nd Wing at Florennes, just started a few days earlier 
and the Scramble call came faster than all could expect. 

The B-52H Stratofortress, 61-0013/LA, assigned to the 69th Expeditionary Bomb Squadron, normally asigned to the 20th BS based at Barksdale 
AFB (LA), operating out of Al Udeid Air Base (Qatar) became the first B-52 in the U.S. Air Force to employ the conventional rotary launcher 
upgrade in combat operations on 18 November 2017. The upgrade enables a bomber to carry eight additional smart munitions inside its bomb 
bay, in addition to those that are carried on the wings as visible on the photo made by Taff Evans on 26 July 2017 at Al Udeid.

The new HX Fighter Programme (HX stands 
for Hornet replacement with candidate X aircraft) will take 
about 10-15 years to complete. Requests for information were 
sent out during the government term 2015-2019. 
The multi-role fighter aircraft on which responses were 
received were Boeing F/A-18 Super Hornet, Dassault Rafale, 
Eurofighter Typhoon, Lockheed-Martin F-35 Lightning II and 
Saab 39 Gripen NG. The responses were analysed and the 
preparation of a more detailed call for tenders will be sent 
to the manufacturers representing the five fighter types in 
the spring of 2018. Responses to the call for tenders will be 
received in early 2019.
In December 2017, four ex Finnish Air Force L-90TP Redigo 
training aircraft were transported to the USA. The aircraft 
were bought by Blue Air Training LLC in Las Vegas (NV). In 
2016, Blue Air Training was awarded a multi-year Firm Fixed 

Price (FFP) contract to support Air Force Special Opera-
tions Command (AFSOC) Joint Terminal Attack Controllers 
(JTAC). The aircraft involved were all last noted at Skå Edeby 
(Sweden) in August 2016. A fifth aircraft has not been regis-
tered yet in the USA.

On 2 January 2018, Leonardo has signed a contract for two 
AW119Kx single engine helicopters plus option for an addi-
tional one for the State Border Guard of Latvia. Delivery will 
take place in 2019. The contract also includes customised 
configuration and aircrew/maintenance technician train-
ing services. The six-seat AW119 will be delivered from the 
Leonardo facility in Philadelphia (PA) and will perform a wide 
range of missions including search and rescue (SAR), trans-
port, firefighting and disaster relief and the will replace two 
ageing AB206B Jet Rangers that were taken over from Fin-
land’s Border Guard. The AW119Kx was chosen following a 
thorough assessment of competing types within the frame-
work of the Ministry of the Interior’s helicopter fleet mod-
ernisation programme. The combination of AW109 Power 
and AW119Kx helicopters will help State Border Guard’s 
mission for round-the-clock day/night operations.

Macedonia FYR
Policija Republika Makedonija (GV)
Now experts from the Serbian ARZ together with Russian 
repair companies and under the supervision of Russian spe-

cialists work on the recovery of two Mi-171Sh of the Macedo-
nian Police (MAP-7710 and MAP-7711). Serbia has long-term 
plans to establish a regional center for the maintenance 
of helicopters of Mi-8/17-basis at the repair plant (ARZ) of 
«Moma Stanoylovich» (Batajnica airbase). The Macedo-
nian government has openly expressed its wish to become 
a member of NATO, and now complies with the require-
ments. Macedonia is also a traditional client of the Ukrain-
ian aircraft repair plant «Aviacon» in Konotop (considering 
that most of the Macedonian Mi-8/24 were purchased in 
Ukraine), and continues to restore its helicopters Mi-8/17 
in Ukraine . Macedonia, however, made an exception. Why? 
Two Mi-171Sh helicopters were purchased in 2009 for the 
Macedonian Police. As in Croatia, the legal rights and techni-
cal documentation for the repair of the Mi-171Sh are in the 
hands of Russian companies. Given the current political situ-
ation, cooperation with Russia would not be so obvious, but 
now all the work will be lawfully carried out. This scheme can 
be used by other countries using the same type of helicopter 
equipment, and due to political conditions and pressure from 
the West they can not work directly with Russia.

Norway
Norske Luftforsvaret (AF)
Norway’s first NH90-ASW, serial 352, was delivered on 
Monday 22 January 2018 to Kjeller. On its delivery flight the 
helicopter passed through De Kooy (NL), but due to harsh 
weather conditions it took some more days to reach Norway.
This is the first ASW variant to be delivered. After the 
planned acceptance tests the helicopter will be stationed at 
Haakonsvern near Bergen with 334 skv. This helicopter base 
is located on the grounds of the naval facility. In September 
2001, Norway signed the contract for the delivery of fourteen 
NH90 helicopters of which eight are model NH90-NFH (CG) 
and six NH90-ASW.
It is almost twelve years since the first frigate in the Fridtjof 
Nansen class was delivered. The five frigates in this class will 
only achieve full operational capability when the NH90-ASW 
helicopters is available for duty on board.

Russia
Voyenno Vozdushnyye Sily (AF)
In 2017, the Russian aviation industry continued to maintain 
a very high rate of supply of new aircraft to the Armed Forces 
of Russia. At the same time, the total number of combat air-
craft and combat training planes transferred under the State 
Defense Order to the Russian Air Force and the Russian Navy 
decreased, which is primarily due to the completion in 2016 
of contracts for the supply of MiG-29SMT and MiG-29KR / 
KUBR, Su-30M2, as well as with a decrease in the supply of 
Yak-130 combat training aircraft. At the same time, the deliv-
eries of the main modern combat aircraft Su-30SM, Su-34 
and Su-35S were maintained at the already standard level. In 
total, according to known data, in 2017, the Armed Forces of 
Russia received 43 new production combat aircraft (seven-
teen Su-30SM, sixteen Su-34 and ten Su-35S) and six Yak-130 
combat training planes. 
In 2017, the Irkutsk Aviation Plant PJSC «Irkut Corporation» 
supplied the Armed Forces of Russia with seventeen multi-
functional two-seat Su-30SM fighters, twelve of which were 
built under the contracts of 2012, became part of the Russian 
Air Force, and five more were delivered in separate con-
tracts of the Naval Aviation of the Russian Navy. All twelve 

Su-30SM fighter planes delivered in 2017 entered the 14th 
Guards Fighter Aviation Regiment of the 105 Mixed Air Divi-
sion of the 6th Leningrad Red Banner Army Air Force and 
Air Defense of the Western Military District at the airfield 
Khalino (Kursk) during the 2017. The delivery of these twelve 
Su-30SM allowed rearming with one squadron of the 14 IAP 
from the MiG-29SMT to Su-30SM. The first two Su-30SM 
fighters (10MK5 1412/71 red and 10MK5 1413/72 red) arrived 
in Khalino on 3 June 2017, the next two (10MK5 1414/73 red 
and 10MK5 1415/74 red) arrived on 27 July, the next two 
(10MK5 1416/75 red and 10MK5 1417/76 red) arrived on 28 
August. On 3 October, one more (10MK5 1501/77 red) arrived 
in Khalino, while on 28 October, two Su-30SM fighters arrived 
(10MK5 1503/79 red and 10MK5 1504/80 red), and finally, 
on 11 December, three Su-30SM fighters arrived with red 
codes «78», «81» and «82» (10MK5 1506 - the 100th Su-30SM 
delivered).
Five Su-30SM aircraft, which were transferred in 2017 to the 
Naval Aviation of the Russian Navy, entered the 72nd Avia-
tion Base of the Baltic Fleet aviation at the Chernyakhovsk 
airfield (Kaliningrad Region). The first two Su-30SM fight-
ers (10MK5 1410/71 blue and 10MK5 1411/72 blue) arrived 
in Chernyakhovsk at the end of May 2017, and three more 
(10MK5 1418/73 blue, 10MK5 1419/74 blue and 10MK5 1420/75 
blue) were received there in August. Taking into account one 
Su-30SM aircraft (10MK4 1406/70 blue) was delivered at the 
end of 2016, the total number of this type in Chernyakhovsk 
airbase reached six. In total, since 2012, 116 Su-30SM aircraft 
have been contracted for the Ministry of Defense of Russia, of 
which 88 are intended for the Russian Air Force, and another 
28 for the Russian Navy Aviation. According to the results of 
2017, the Russian Air Force reached eighty Su-30SM fighters 
(twelve of them in 2016 and twelve new ones in Khalino in 
2017), and Marine Aviation - twenty (seven of them in 2016 
and five new in Chernyakhovsk in 2017). 
In 2017 the Novosibirsk Aviation Plant named after V.P. 
Chkalov (NAZ) PJSC «Company» Sukhoi “ delivered to the 
Russia sixteen front-line bombers Su-34. Ten of them entered 
the 277th Bomber Aviation Regiment of the 303rd Mixed Air 
Division of the 11th Krasnoznamennaya Army Air Force and 
Air Defense of the Eastern Military District at Khurba airfield 
(near Komsomolsk-on-Amur, Khabarovsk region), allowing

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the completion of its complete rearmament from Su-24M 
to Su-34. Previously sixteen Su-34 aircraft were received by 
the regiment in 2016. Four Su-34 bombers arrived in Khurbu 
on 22 May 2017 («24», «25», «27» and «29» red), four more 
arrived on 16 October («30», «31», «32» and «33»  red) and two 
on 18 November (presumably «35» and «36» red). Another 
six Su-34 aircraft, transferred to the Air Force at the end of 
2017, are intended to begin re-equipping the Su-34 to the 2nd 
Guards Bomber Aviation Regiment of the 21st Mixed Air Divi-
sion of  the 14th Smolensk Red Banner Army Air Force and 
Air Defense of the Central Military District stationed at the 
air base Shagol (Chelyabinsk).  The regiment was equipped 
with the Su-24M bomber. These Su-34s («01» to «06» red), 
were transferred in pairs on 24 November, 22 December and, 
presumably, in the last days of December 2017, and were 
temporarily transferred to the 4th State Center for Training 
Aviation Personnel and Military Trials in Lipetsk for retrain-
ing the flight crew of the 2nd Bomber Regiment. In February 
2018, upon completion of the retraining, these six aircraft 
must arrive with the crews from Lipetsk to Shagol. In 2017 
all sixteen Su-34 were manufactured under the contract with 
the Russian Defense Ministry from February 2012 for 92 such 
aircraft. With the delivery of sixteen new Su-34s in 2017, the 
total number of aircraft of this type reached 70 units. The 
first two Su-34s under this contract were transferred to 
Novosibirsk by the Russian Air Force on 24 December 2013, 
the next eighteen aircraft - in 2014, eighteen more aircraft 
in 2015, sixteen in 2016, and now sixteen in 2017. At the end 
of 2017, the total number of Su-34 built for all contracts, 
including seven pre-production and pre-production models, 
reached 114 units. 
In 2017, the Komsomolsk-on-Amur aviation plant named after 
Yu.A. Gagarin (KnAAZ) of the Sukhoi Company transferred 
ten Su-35S fighters to the Russian Defense Ministry, which 
were built in the framework of the five-year contract for the 
delivery of fifty Su-35S fighters, concluded in December 2015. 
The first ten Su-35S («50» to «59» red) under this contract 
were built by KnAAZ in 2016 and re-equiped the 159th Guards 
Fighter Aviation Regiment of the 105th Mixed Aviation 
Division of the 6th Leningrad Red Banner Army Air Force 
and Air Defense of the Western Military District, stationed 
at the Besovets airfield in Karelia, from the Su-27/Su-27SM 
fighter. Ten Su-35S aircraft delivered by KnAAZ in 2017 also 
went to Besovets. The first six aircraft («61» to «64», «67» and 
«68» red) arrived in Besovets on 31 October 2017. Another 
four Su-35S ( «21» to «24» red) arrived there on 29 November 
. Earlier, the company «Sukhoi» successfully implemented 
the first contract in 2009 to supply the Ministry of Defense of 
Russia with 48 Su-35S fighters. All 48 aircraft built by KnAAZ 
were delivered from the end of 2012 to the beginning of 2016. 
Thus, the total number of Su-35S received by the Russian 
Ministry of Defense by 2017 amounted 68 aircraft. 
The Irkutsk Aircraft Plant PJSC «Irkut Corporation» trans-
ferred only six Yak-130 combat training planes to the MoD 
in 2017. These were built by the IAZ according to the con-
tract to the supply by the end of 2018 thirty Yak-130 aircraft, 
signed by the Russian Defense Ministry in April 2016. The 
first ten Yak-130 aircraft for this contract («40» to «49» red 
- line numbers from 1308 to 1317) were transferred to the 
military in October-December 2016 and entered the 200th 
Training Base in Armavir (Krasnodar region), Krasnodar 
Higher Military Aviation School (KVVAUL) “AK Serov”. Six 
Yak-130 aircraft of the 2017 program were also transferred 
to Armavir. The first three aircraft («01», «50» and «100» 
red - line numbers 1318, 1319 and 1320) arrived in Armavir 
at the end of May 2017, and three more Yak-130 («02» «03» 
and «04» red - line numbers 1401, 1402 and 1403) arrived at 
the end of July. However, the further transfer of the Yak-130 
to Russia has stalled. Although from June to November 2017, 

eight more Yak-130s were built by IAZ (serial numbers from 
1404 to 1411), but none of them was delivered and at the end 
of the year all these boards remained in Irkutsk. Perhaps this 
is due to the next revision of this type of aircraft after two 
accidents with Yak-130s occurred on the same day on 21 June 
2017. With the transfer of six Yak-130 aircraft to the Russian 
military aviation in 2017, the total number of this type deliv-
ered to the Russian Ministry of Defense reached 95 units - of 
which the twelve first two series were built by OAO Nizhny 
Novgorod Aviation Plant Sokol, and another 83 by the Irkutsk 
Aviation Plant. 
As for deliveries of non-combat aircraft to the Russian Armed 
Forces in 2017, only two new An-148-100E aircraft and three 
light DA42T training aircraft were delivered. Unlike the 
supply of combat aircraft, disruption of delivery plans 
(Il-76MD-90A, An-148-100E, An-140-100). 
JSC «Voronezh Joint-Stock Aircraft Building Society» 
(VASO) transferred in 2017 two cargo-passenger planes An-
148-100E to the Russian Air Force (43-08/RA-61731 and 43-09/
RA-61732). The first made its first flight on 13 September 
2017 and arrived in the 33rd Separate Mixed Transport Avia-
tion Regiment of the 6th Air Force and Air Defense Forces 
in Levashovo, Leningrad region on 13 December. The second 
was first flown on 6 November, and was included in the 30th 
Separate Transport Mixed Aviation Regiment 4 Red Banner 
Air Force and Air Defense Forces of the Southern Military 
District in Rostov-on-Don on 22 December. They became 
the 11th and 12th An-148-100E built under the contract for 
the supply of fifteen An-148-100 aircraft, signed by VASO 
(without UAC participation) with the Russian Defense Min-
istry in May 2013.
It is most significant that in two years (2016-2017) Aviastar-
SP (Ulyanovsk) has not delivered any new military transport 
aircraft Il-76MD-90A. In fact, the implementation of this con-
tract by the enterprise with the Ministry of Defense of Russia 
in October 2012 for the production of 39 Il-76MD-90A aircraft 
stalled after the delivery of the first board under this con-
tract (line number 0108, RF-78654), built in 2015 and enrolled 
in the 610th Center for the Combat Use and Retraining of the 
Flight Structure of the Military Transport Aviation named 
after Marshal of Aircraft N. S. Skripko in Ivanovo. Earlier in 
2014-2015, the Ministry of Defense received from Aviastar-
SP three Il-76MD-90A aircraft of the initial lot (line numbers 
0103, 0104 and 0105). 
19 January 2018 saw the first flight of the Il-78M-90A (line-
number 02-01/78741) from Ulyanovsk-Vostochny. The flight 
lasted thirty minutes and is the start of the flight test pro-
gramme. After the roll-out on 29 November 2017, the flight 
test programme got underway and is expected to be com-
pleted by late 2018, early 2019. These flight tests continue 
parallel with Il-76MD-90A, as those aircraft compliment each 
other. The Il-78M-90A will receive three hose-and-drogue 
refuelling systems. Two of them on the outboard wings and 
one in the rear body on the right side. The tanker is capable to 
refuel simultaneously two front line fighters. The tail unit is 
designed to refuel long-range and special aircraft. The power 
plant is updated with four PS-90A-76 engines, which replace 
the D-30KP-2. Also the flight control, navigation, radio com-
munications and other equipment are updated, more con-
ducive to the crew operation, and it will therefore be more 
convenient to use.
Samara Aviakor Aviation Plant did not pass any new turbo-
prop An-140-100 passenger aircraft to the Russian Defense 
Ministry in 2017, and, apparently, no further deliveries of 
these aircraft will be made, despite the nominally retained 
order for five units for the Russian air force. The total number 
of An-140-100 received by the Ministry of Defense of Russia in 
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2009-2016 reached nine units (five in the Air Force and four 
in the Naval Aviation).
JSC Ural Civil Aviation Plant (UZGA, Yekaterinburg) in 2017 
delivered to the Ministry of Defense of Russia the first three 
light twin-engine training aircraft Diamond DA42T (presumed 
codes 051 to 053) assembled from machine kits from the Aus-
trian company Diamond Aircraft Industries. The aircraft are 
intended to be used as training aircraft for the training of 
cadets of military transport aviation of the Russian Military 
Space Station and are the first to be delivered under the con-
tract of the Russian Ministry of Defense for 35 vehicles.
It should also be noted that in 2017 at the Kazan Aviation Plant 
named after S.P. Gorbunova (a subsidiary of PJSC Tupolev) 
built two Tu-214PU-SBUS control center for the Ministry of 
Defense of Russia, the under the 2015 contract for two units. 
The aircraft (line numbers 529/RA-64529, the first flight in 
Kazan on 14 October 2017 and 530/RA-64530, first flight on 1 
December) are in the testing phase.
Irkutsk Aviation Plant PJSC «Corporation» Irkut « in 2017 pro-
duced the second flying prototype training aircraft Yak-152 
(serial number 0002, code «02 « grey). The first prototype 
(201/”01” white) was lifted into the air in 2016.
It should also be noted that in 2017, three final flying pro-
totypes of the Su-57 were for the fifth generation (T-50) 
fighter under the PAK FA program (aircraft T-50-9 “509” blue, 
first flight on 24 April  2017, T-50-11 “511” blue on 6 August 
(believed to be Testing version of the airframe intended for 
serial production) and T-50-10 on 23 December). Earlier from 
2010 to 2016, seven T-50 flight prototypes were tested. On 
5 December 2017, the first flight of the second Su-57 proto-
type (“052”) fitted with the izdeliye-30 engine took place at 
the Gromov Flight Research Institute. During the seventeen 
minute test flight the izdeliye-30 engine was installed on the 
port-side engine position while the NPO Saturn izdeliye-117 
(or AL-41F1) engine remained on the starboard side. The 
izdeliye-30 features a new serrated nozzle that›s slightly 
shorter but has larger diameter than the izdeliye-30 nozzle. 
The initial batch of Su-57 Frazor will start to be delivered as 
early as 2018. The pilot batch for the RF VKS would consist 
out of twelve aircraft. During last year, the official designa-
tion Su-57 was revealed. NATO will use codename “Frazor” 
for the Su-57 (while a source on our Facebook claimed the 
right codename is Flatfish).
Russia’s first upgraded Tupolev Tu-160M2 long-range super-
sonic strategic bomber purportedly began flight trials in the 
third week of January 2018. The upgraded Tupolev Tu-160M2 
(#0804) was rolled out competly in primer at the S.P. Grobunov 
aviation plant in Kazan on November 16. While the Russian 
Aerospace Force has repeatedly stated that the new bomber, 
aside from the airframe, will be a completely new aircraft, the 
Russian defense industry source says that the T-160M2 cur-
rently conducting flights is not an full upgraded prototype. 
The plane underwent only a small-scale upgrade while its air-
frame and the engines have remained the same. This implies 
that the Russian military aircraft industry still is having 
trouble with the bomber’s new engine. Avionics, sensors, 
displays, communications systems, and operating software 
will purportedly largely be similar to the Tu-160M variant, 
the Tu-160M2’s predecessor. The Tu-160M2 is expected to 
be fitted with the new Kuznetsov NK-32-2 turbofan engine, 
providing increased maneuverability and up to 1000km extra 
range. Russian President Vladimir Putin ordered the upgrade 
of Russia’s Tu-160 force due to delays in the next-generation 
strategic stealth bomber project, dubbed PAK DA in 2015. The 
Russian Aerospace Force plans to induct at least fifty new Tu-
160M2s at a rate of three aircraft per year beginning in 2023.
The Russian Aerospace Forces (VKS) announced that they 

will receive the new MiG-41 long-range fighter-interceptor 
not before 2025. It is said that the new MiG-41 will become 
the fastest fighter in the world, it will be able to deal with 
hypersonic missiles. The MiG-41 is currently under devel-
opment and will replace the MiG-31 which has an expected 
service life up to 2028. Research and development work con-
cerning the MiG-41 is carried out within the framework of 
the PAK DP project and a prototype will be build during 2018.
The Russian State orders for the production of MiG-35s with 
a start in early 2018, Interfax reports. Serial delivery of the 
MiG-35 to the Russian Federation - Aerospace Forces (RF 
VKS) is included in the state armaments program for the 
years 2018-2027. Production work of the MiG-35 will be done 
by the enterprise RAC MiG in Lukhovitsy Machine Building 
Plant (LMZ) that is an integral part of Federal State Unitary 
Enterprise-Military Industrial Group «MAPO» (FSUE MIG 
«MAPO») near Moscow. The Lukhovitsy Aircraft Production 
and Test Complex includes the Tretyakovo airfield facility 
established to perform test flights and acceptance flights of 
all aircraft produced by the RAC MiG. A significant part of 
the initial assembly will take place at Nizhny Novgorod Air-
craft Building Plant «Sokol» (NAZ «Sokol» JSC). Russia sees 
the MiG-35 as a 4++ generation aircraft and a successor of the 
aging MiG-29s within the RF VKS, but also for many export 
countries.
On 28 December 2017, two modernized Su-27SM fighters were 
were reported at Tolmachevo Airport (Novosibirsk). The two 
Flankers made an intermediate landing at Komsomolsk-on-
Amur. They are probably destined for 3rd Guards Fighter 
Aviation Regiment (3 GvIAP) at Krymsk. The Su-27SMs («68» 
and «69» red) became the first Su-27 fighters that were mod-
ernized in accordance with the Su-27SM variant at the Kom-
somolsk-on-Amur aircraft plant named after Yu.A. Gagarin 
(KnAAZ, branch of PJSC «Company Sukhoi») under an agree-
ment of 2015 with the Ministry of Defense of Russia.
On 17 December 2017, Krasnaya Zvezda reported that an 
improved version of the Mi-28 was ordered by the Russian 
Ministry of Defense. A state contract mentioned a batch of 
Mi-28NM Night Hunter attack helicopters. Two will be deli-
vered by late 2018. The Mi-28NM is a modernized version of 
the Mi-28N Night Hunter attack helicopter.
The Russian Federation started with a permanent presence 
at two military bases in Syria. Last week, the Russian com-
mander-in-chief approved the military structure of both 
bases, Tartus and Khmeimim Air Base (Latakia). Earlier this 
month, a considerable part of the Russian forces returned 
home, but Russian military, tactical bombers, jet fighters 
and some support aircraft will stay as a permanent forward 
deployed unit at Hmeimim. Tartus is an important base for 
Russia, this creats a permanent gateway and homebase to 
the Mediterranean for Russian navy ships. The base will be 
extended so it can house at least ten ships. Last January 2017, 
Syria already approved these plans when an agreement was 
signed between Russia and Syria where they reserved the 
rights for 49 years Russian presence in Syria.
The three MiG-29SMTs, temporarily based at Khmeimin 
Air Base, Syria returned home. Putin is decraesing his pres-
ence in Syria. The MiGs, assigned to 116th Fighter Aviation 
Combat Employment Centre were welcomed at homebase 
Astrakhan-Ashchuluk.
Russia’s Tu-22M3 bombers returned from operational 
(combat) tasks to their homebases. Many of the Tu-22M3 
were used on rotating basis from Olenogorsk, Shaykovka, 
Ryazan and Belaya. They completed their mission in support 
of operations over Syria against ISIS. At least twelve Tu-22M3 
operated at any time with eight Su-30M2 and eight Su-34 from 
Mozdok airbase in North Ossetia. They operated among other

aircraft like A-50s airborne warning and control systems and 
Il-78 tankers.
On 31 December 2017, at nightfall, the Hmeymim airfield came 
under a sudden mortar fire from a mobile militant subversive 
group. Two military servicemen were killed in the shelling, 
the Ministry of Defense said. They also stated that reports 
on seven aircraft destroyed by militants at the Hmeymim 
airbase are not true. «A report in the Kommersant newspa-
per on the alleged destruction of seven Russian warplanes at 
the Hmeymim airbase is fake. Russia’s air group in Syria is 
combat ready and continues to accomplish all its missions in 
full,» the ministry said. It was reported in many media that 
militants from one of terror groups shelled the Hmeymim 
airbase with mortars destroying four Sukhoi Su-24 bombers, 
two Sukhoi Su-35S fighter jets, one Antonov An-72 transport 
plane and an ammunition depot. According to the paper, 
more than ten military servicemen could be injured. Other 
sources report several aircraft were damaged, like six Su-24, 
one Su-35S, one An-72 and one An-30. Slightly damaged Mi-8, 
two Su-24s and a Su-35S were already put (back) into opera-
tion. At least some pictures of damaged Su-24s were pub-
lished, but onb the other hand no rebel group claimed the 
attack so far which is very unusual.
Russian military technologies published the following: Over-
night on 6 January 2018, militants in Syria launched a massive 
attack against Russian military facilities, including the Tartus 
Naval base and Hmeimin airbase, with the use of unmanned 
aerial vehicles. The Russian military has taken control of six 
drones that were sent by militants, another seven were shot 
down by the Pantsir-S1 anti-aircraft missile and gun system, 
the Russian Defense Ministry reported. A technical analysis 
of the captured drones revealed that the terrorists are able to 
carry out attacks from a range of about 100km, the statement 
added. The Defense Ministry pointed out that the attempted 
attack marks the first time the terrorists have used modern 
guidance technologies on satellite GPS. The Russian security 
services are carrying out a probe to find out who supplied 
the drones to terrorists. The ministry stressed that the pos-
session of such technology by the terrorists means that they 
are capable of launching similar attacks in any country in the 
world. Further tests will help indicate where the drones were 
launched from, according to the statement. The engineers 

are also inspecting the components of the explosive devices 
that were mounted on the drones.
TASS reports that the two Tu-95MS bombers that landed 
at Frans Kaisiepo airport (Indonesia) on 7 December 2017 
returned back to their base in the Amur region 9 December 
2017. The return trip was ten hours-long and the bombers 
were refuelled in mid-air over the Sea of Okhotsk by Il-78 
tankers.
Aviatsiya Voyenno-Morskoyo Flota (NY)
See above for some information about the Su-30SM deliveries 
to the Naval Aviation in 2017.
The Russian Navy Baltic Fleet upgraded Chkalovsk Air Base. 
The navy base near Kaliningrad received a new 3.5 km 
runway so the aircraft of the 72nd Guards Novgorod-Klai-
peda Red Banner Marshall I.I. Borzov Naval Aviation Air Base 
(Mi-8, Mi-24, Su-27/27P/SM3, Su-27UB/UP and Su-30M2) can 
continue operations from this location. The helicopters are 
now based at Donskoye, while the fighters were deployed 
to Chernyakhovsk. On 27 December an An-26 and Su-30SM 
tested the new runway. The base will be fully operational 
during the first or second quarter of 2018.
The Russian Pacific Fleet’s naval bases in Primorye and 
Kamchatka have accepted the upgraded Ka-29 and Ka-27M 
helicopters, late January 2018. Two Ka-29 helicopters and 
one Ka-27M helicopter were scheduled for medium-sized 
repairs and upgrades to Kamov Kumertau Aviation Produc-
tion Enterprise. They were delivered by Il-76 to both bases. 
Through 2018, more modernized helicopters are expected 
for the Pacific Fleet. The Russian Federation - Naval Avia-
tion (AVMF-RF) recently took delivery of the first upgraded 
Ka-27M helicopters. The Ka-27M is a modernized version of 
the basic Ka-27 anti-submarine helicopter. The Ka-27M is 
now provided with new command systems and an increased 
forceful tactical system for real-time information sharing 
with ground, sea and air forces. All Ka-27PL/PS will eventu-
ally be modified to M-model and dispersed to the Anti-Sub-
marine Helicopter Squadron and regiments.
In 2018, The Russian Naval Aviation and Air Defense Forces of 
the Pacific Fleet will reorganize and see a new headquarters 
in Kamchatka. The basis of the new grouping will be the 317 
mixed aviation regiment stationed in Petropavlovsk-Kam-

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chatskiy/Yelizovo. As part of the air regiment (up to now we 
know this regiment as 7060 Order of Labour Red Banner Naval 
Aviation Air Base or short 7060 AvB MA) are anti-submarine 
aircraft with upgraded Il-38N Novella and MiG-31 high alti-
tude interceptors . At the massive base are also An-12, An-26, 
Be-12, Il-22, Il-38(N), Ka-27, Mi-8, Mi-8AMTSh, UAV Forpost 
and UAV Orlan-10 based. The military department does not 
exclude that some air forces will be replenished with new 
equipment in the future and will receive regimental status.

Serbia
Ratno Vazduhoplovstvo i Protivvazdusna Odbrana (DF)
On 19 January 2018, the Serbian Government approved the 
acquisition of six Mi-17V-5’s. A few day’s earlier, on the 13th, 
the chief of the General Staff of Serbian Armed Forces, Ljubisa 
Dikovic, already informed Serbian media about the upcoming 
purchase. The new Hip transport helicopters will strengthen 
the current fleet of Mi-8T, Mi-17s and Mi-17-V5s. The Scram-
ble database reports sixteen Hip helicopters in the current 
fleet, but is is believed that only ten are operational. 890.mhe 
at Batajnica airbase operates already two Mi-17V-5’s (12491, 
12492) and a Mi-17 (12550). Serbia also has long term plans 
to establish a regional repair center for Mi-17 helicopters. It 
will be part of the “Moma Stanoylovich” aircraft repair plant 
at Batajnica. Now “Moma” is carrying out an overhaul on 
two Mi-171Sh from Macedonia under supervision of Russian 
experts. (see Macedonia)
Besides the Mi-17s, the Serbian Air Force is awaiting the 
acquisition of armed Airbus Helicopter H145Ms. The Repub-
lic of Serbia has ordered nine H145M helicopters for the Air 
Force and Police, including four attack helicopters equipped 
with the HForce weapons system.
The Republic of Serbia Air Force and Air Defence recently 
grounded its last operational MiG-29 fighters due to a bird 
ingestion incident, it was revealed during a session of the 
security and internal affairs committee of Serbia’s National 
Assembly on 12 September. The nation’s quick reaction alert 
mission was then transferred to a pair of obsolete MiG-21UM 
Mongol-B jet trainers modified to carry R-60 short-range 
infrared homing air-to-air missiles. Member of Parliament 
Miroslav Lazanski told the committee that the Serb QRA 
mission would be ineffective as the MiG-21UM has no guns 
and that Serbia urgently required the six MiG-29s announced 
in 2016 that Russia would donate.

Russia has donated six MiG-29 fighters to Serbia, a pair of 
two-seaters and four single-seaters. The Balkan country 
received MiG-29s in the late 1980s, but recently had only one 
two-seater and two single-seaters in airworthy condition. 
The six aircraft were handed over on October 20 at the Bata-
jnica Air Force Base north of Belgrade. Russian Defense Min-
ister Sergei Shoigu and Serbian president Alexander Vuchich 
attended the ceremony. Shoigu said the two countries have 
“a long-term program for military and military-technical 
cooperation”. The hand-over ceremony was followed by an 
aerial performance by the Russian Air & Space Force Strizhy 
(“Swifts”) MiG-29 aerobatic display team. The donated MiGs 
were taken from stocks of 31 Fighter Regiment at the Mil-
lerovo air force base near Rostov-upon-Don. The supply 
package also includes parts and spares for three to five years 
of normal flight operations. The fighters were delivered dis-
assembled aboard An-124-100 Ruslan heavy lifters, but were 
handed over in airworthy condition, according to Vuchich. 
They had undergone only vital repairs necessary in Russia. 
Two of the disassembled warplanes were transported on a 
An-124 cargo plane that landed at a military airport near 
Belgrade on 2 October. Within the next few months, these 
aircraft will be modernized at the Aeronautical Plant “Moma 
Stanojlovic” in Batajnica. Various sources give different esti-
mates for the cost of this work from US$50 million to US$270 
million. Apparently, the Serbian side is yet to decide which 
upgrade package to choose. According to Vuchich, the MiGs 
will get their onboard systems renewed under what is called 
“a complete modernization program”. Upon its completion, 
they will be inducted into the Serbian air force, which is 
expected sometime next year. The Serbian military has yet to 
pick which radar sets and other equipment to be installed on 
their aircraft, Vuchich added. In addition to the jet fighters, 
Moscow has donated around thirty T-72S main battle tanks, 
thirty BRDM-2 recce vehicles, and 14.5mm machine guns to 
Serbia. The final decision to supply the MiG-29s was made 
by President Putin last spring. The donation will boost the 
Serbian air force inventory to seven single- and three two-
seaters of the type.
The Serbian Ministry of Defense is planning to purchase S-300 
long-range surface-to-air missile systems and seven Mikoyan 
MiG-29 fighter jets from Belarus. The deals were to be signed 
in November 2017 during an official visit by Serbian Presi-
dent Aleksandar Vucic to Minsk, where he would meet with 

On Monday the 15th of January 2018 the the first PC-21 for QinetiQ made its first flight. For this it used test flight registration HB-HYX but will

Ukraine
Povitryani Sili (AF)
According to a source in the Ukraine, six MiG-29, four Su-27s 
(including one Su-27UB), one Su-24M, three Su-25s (includ-
ing one Su-25UB) and one L-39 were brought back to opera-
tional service within the Ukraine Air Force (VVS Ukraine) 
after an overhaul during 2017. The VVS Ukraine also took 
three An-26s back on strength via the state enterprise „410 
TsA Plant“. 
The source also reported that at the end of 2017, at least two 
An-26s, one Il-76MD, one Su-24MR, one Su-25, four MiG-29s 
and four Su-27s were in the process of overhauls.
Sukhoputni Viys’ka (AR)
Some helicopters returned to operational service as well. 
Vinnytsia Aviation Plant managed to return at least three 
Mi-2s to the Air Force Training Air Brigade of the Ukraine 
Army Aviation (AA). Regarding the Mi-8 and Mi-24, unfortu-
nately there is no detailed information available, but it was 
noted that Aviakon will put at least seven repaired Mi-8s back 
to service by the end of 2017.
Viys’kovo Mors’ki Sili (NY)
Another helicopter that returned to operational service was 
one Mi-14 for the Navy.
The Ukraine Marine Aviation Brigade expects to receive 
Kamov Ka-226 multirole helicopter. The Ka-226 in question 
did not fly for nearly nine years and was kept in storage in a 
hangar of the Lviv Aircraft Repair Plant. It is expected to enter 
service late December 2017, or somwhere early 2018. The 
Kamov Ka-226.50 (c/n 0302, code “41“ yellow) was ordered by 
the government several years ago but was impounded when 
he arrived in Ukraine due to importation regularities. 
In 2007, the Ka-226 was destined for the Ministry of Emer-
gency Situations of Ukraine (since 2012 this department 
was renamed into the State Emergency Service of Ukraine). 
But due to bankruptcy and incorrect handling, the helo was 
stored. Somehere after 2014, an initiative group attemp-
ted to return the Ka-226 back to service and it was offered 
to the Ukrainian Naval Aviation, which is currently based 
at Mykolaiv-Kulbakino with the Marine Aviation Squadron 
(operating the An-2, An-26 and Be-12PL/PS) and the Marine 
Helicopter Squadron (operating the Mi-8, Mi-14PL/PLM, 
Ka-27PL, Ka-29). The Mi-8 and Ka-29 are withdrawn from use, 
so the Ka-226 is a welcome addition to the fleet.
Natsyonalna Gvardiya Ukraiyiny (GV)
On 18 August 2017, the State Enterprise <<Plant 410 CA>> in 
Ukraine transferred An-26 (07 blue) to the National Guard of 
Ukraine after carrying out and overhaul. The An-26 entered 
the plant for execution of works on 1 June 2017.
In addition, at the end of 2017, Motor Sich returned a Mi-2 
to the aviation section of the National Guard of Ukraine. The 
Mi-2 will be used for transporting passengers or cargo, as 
well as for performing combat missions.

For a long time it was expected that the Lynx AH9A helicop-
ters in use by 657 squadron (RAF Odiham) were to be replaced 
by Wildcat helicopters. Due to lack of funds this however did 
not materialize and four Lynx AH9A helicopters performed 
a farewell flight over Great Britain on 16 January 2018. The 
squadron will be disbanded shortly afterwards. This closes 
the book on UK military Lynx helicopter operations since this 
squadron was the last user of this helicopter.
With the demise of 657 squadron, the Army Air Corps (AAC) 
no longer has a dedicated Special Forces Support squadron. 
That is of course not counting 658 squadron, which supports 
the activities of the 22nd Special Air Service (SAS) Regiment. 
The AAC did announce to maintain a cadre of aircrew trained 
to support special forces. They will be assigned to the Special 
Forces Wildcat Flight, which will draw two to four helicopters 
from the regular Wildcat AH1 fleet based on requirements. It 
will not be an independent unit.
The four Lynx AH9A helicopters involved in the farewell 
flight were ZF537, ZF538, ZG917 (special colour scheme) and 
ZG918. They were accompanied by Chinook HC5 ZH900 (27 
sqn) which acted as camera-ship. The helicopters departed 
from 657 squadron home base RAF Odiham and overflew the 
center of London while enroute to Wattisham. From there 
they flew via Duxford, Oakington and Tilton on the Hill to 
RAF Shawbury. From there the formation turned south again 
towards Lecminster, MoD St.Athan, Bristol and RNAS Yeovil-
ton. The most southern point of the flight was the next des-
tination: Wareham, after which the last leg took them via 
Upavon and Middle Wallop back to RAF Odiham.

On 17 January 2018, a new alignment between the United 
States, Saudi-Arabia and possibly Israel or Canada is made 
public in Morocco by the website Intelligence online. Saudi 
Arabia is funding a Moroccan air surveillance programme 
that will be provided by the USA with Israeli technology! 
A little complex, but a great patnership! Morocco is plan-
ning to purchasing four G550 Intelligence Surveillance and 
Reconnaissance aircraft from manufacturer Gulfstream. The 
installed electronic equipment is designed by the Israeli 
company ELTA, but the Canadians are in the race too with a 
design from Bombardier with Raytheon equipment. The four 
G550s will strengthen the Royal Moroccan Air Force (RMAF) 
and add or replace the sole ISR C-130H (CN-AOP) and maybe 
the sole Falcon 20ECM, the CNA-NN which was last noted in 
March 2006.
Intelligence Online stated: Morocco has for several years 
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maintained extensive relations with Saudi-Arabia, which has 
provided substantial financial assistance for the purchase 
of military equipment. Ditto for Israel who helped Morocco 
in securing its wall of sand between Algeria and Morocco 
(through Belgian companies) and modernizing the Moroccan 
F5 Tiger 3 format.
In return the Moroccan Army was of all the military cam-
paigns initiated by Saudi-Arabia and even lost a F-16 in 
Yemen as part of the decisive storm operation. It also housed 
the CIA’s Black Sites after 11 September 2001 and hosts many 
US forces exercises each year, which makes it easier to adapt 
to the North African configuration. The gain for the Moroc-
can Air Force is undeniable even if it is not decisive in the 
case of conflicts with its neighbors whose communication 
and surveillance networks are very dense. It remains to be 
seen to what extent these acquisitions mortgage the sover-
eignty of the kingdom.

According to a report by the US Department of Defence 
Inspector General, the Afghan Air Force must start maintain-
ing its own aircraft and stop relying on contractors hired 
by coalition forces. According to the report, the Contrac-
tor Logistic Support (CLS) contracts were responsible for 80 
percent of the maintenance work conducted, while Afghan 
mechanics only conducted the remaining twenty percent. 
These contracts also “limit the progressive transfer of main-
tenance responsibilities to Afghan Air Force maintainers” 
and do not contain plans or timelines to transition mainte-
nance operations to the Afghans. In general, when moving 
ahead in the coming years with new equipment being deliv-
ered, real changed have to be made to these type of contracts.
A US Armed Forces contract dated 27 December 2017 
revealed that seven armed Cessna AC-208 Combat Caravans 
will most probably be delivered to the Special Mission Wing. 
The innocent looking Caravan equipped with a target des-
ignator, ISR-sensors, data links and self-protection, named 
“Eliminator” can be armed with AGM-114 Hellfire missiles 
and 70mm guided rockets. The Special Mission Wing already 
operates the unarmed version of the Ce208 as a cargo and 
utility transport.

Azerbaijan has inked contracts with Pakistan, finalizing a 
deal to purchase ten Super Mushshak trainers from Pakistan 
Aeronautical Complex (PAC).

During the meeting, Pakistan’s Foreign Minister Khawaja 
Muhammad Asif called for greater joint defense produc-
tion between the three countries, something his counter-
parts were amenable to. Azerbaijan and Pakistan, being the 
smaller defence industry players of the three countries, will 
likely look to limit their hard currency outflows and increase 
support for their respective defence suppliers by linking to 
the supply channels supporting the Turkish Armed Forces. 
This could potentially be by Islamabad and Baku partnering 
with Ankara in the latter’s development programs. Pakistan 
is also looking to sell its JF-17 Thunder multi-role fighter to 
Azerbaijan, and manufacturer PAC is configuring Turkish 
firm Aselsan’s ‘Aselpod’ targeting pod to the JF-17. This, 
along with potentially other Turkish subsystems and air-to-
surface weapons, could make their way to Azerbaijan should 
Baku select the JF-17.

A picture at the CFTE premises at Yanliang had this bomber in 
the background in grey camouflage.

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India
Bharatiya Vayu Sena (AF)
Next to the withdrawal of the Mi-8 transport helicopter (see 
Scramble 464 – Page 85), December 2017 saw the withdrawal 
of two more operational type of aircraft from the active 
Indian Air Force inventory. Both types were withdrawn from 
active duty on 28 December 2017. 
On this date the MiG-27ML Bahadur from 22sq Swifts flew its 
final mission from Hashimara AFS in the state West Bengal. 
Though the last MiG-27ML aircraft have now been retired, 
they are not the last swing wing aircraft in service as few of 
them got a midlife upgrade and continue to fly at Jodhpur 
AFS in the state Rajasthan. The disbandment of 22sq created a 
gap in operational assets in this part of India. Therefore, India 
decided to deploy at least four Su-30MKI-3 fighter aircraft to 
the Air Force Station. 
Hashimara AFS will become the home base for one of the 
squadrons flying the Dassault Rafale. Unfortunately, the first 
batch of Rafale aircraft is not expected to arrive until 2019. 
Until that moment, the Su-30MKI-3 rotations will likely to 
continue. These aircraft most probably come from neigh-
bouring Tezpur AFS in the state of Assam, which is the home 
base of 11 Wing, consisting of 2sq Winged Arrows and 106sq 
Lynx flying the Su-30MKI-3. It seems that already Su-30MKI-3 
aircraft were seen in October 2017, but may have arrived 
even earlier.
Another swan song for a venerable type of aircraft, the 
MiG-21 type 96 (also known as the MiG-21MF). The Chief of 
Air Staff, Air Chief Marshall Birender Singh Dhanoa, who was 
on a three day visit (28 to 30 December 2017) to Nal/Bikaner 
AFS in the state Rajasthan flew the last sortie of the type with 
108sq Hawkeyes.
In a bid to maintain force levels and enhance firepower, the 
Indian Air Force is pushing its plans to upgrade the capabili-
ties of the Jaguar deep penetration strike aircraft by equip-
ping them with new engines under a deal worth over USD 
750 million, which has been stuck for more than six years 
now. The Indian Air Force will re-engine around 100 of its 
Jaguar fighter aircraft deployed in Jamnagar, Gorakhpur and 
Ambala with Honeywell power plants. The aircraft are cur-
rently powered by Rolls-Royce Adour 804/811 engines which 
are to be replaced with Honeywell’s F-125N engine. The new 
engines are supposed to provide almost 1.5 times the power 
the existing engines provide to the aircraft.

The Indian Navy has officially opened vendor discussions 
with Boeing Defence and Dassault Aviation under its most 
ambitious current aviation thrust, a quest for 57 multirole 
fighters to operate off its future aircraft carriers. Livefist can 
confirm that while the navy did receive four responses in 
response to its call for information last year, only two are 
being regarded as serious contenders. A top Indian Navy avi-
ation and procurement officer confirmed proceedings on the 
Multirole Carrier Borne Fighter (MRCBF) project to Livefist. 
The contest is progressing as a direct face-off between Boe-
ing’s F/A-18 Block III Super Hornet and a modified version of 
Dassault’s Rafale M F3R standard. 
A Request for Proposal (RfP) process for the 57 naval fighter 
aircraft, to be executed under the Strategic Partnership (SP) 

model, could begin later this year. The navy is in the process 
of fine-tuning operational staff requirements before freezing 
naval air staff requirements (NASR). While the navy hasn’t 
stipulated engine numbers and launch configuration in its 
RFI sent out last year, planners are steeply inclined towards 
catapult launch (CATOBAR) operations, all but confirming 
that India’s future aircraft carriers (IAC-2 onwards) will be 
flat-top vessels, rather than the ski-jump fitted aircraft carri-
ers it has operated thus far (barring the original INS Vikrant 
in its early configuration). India’s first aircraft carrier, the 
new Vikrant-class, will be a ski-jump fitted ship like the INS 
Vikramaditya and INS Viraat before it.
Both Boeing and Dassault have invested energies in attempt-
ing to persuade the Indian Navy that the Super Hornet and 
Rafale, respectively, are capable of operations of a ski-jump 
fitted carrier, even if they are design-built for launches off 
a catapult system. It is understood that the Indian Navy has 
officially requested data on simulations conducted by both 
companies in this regard.
The Indian Navy is moving ahead with a big-ticket proposal 
for acquiring its third aircraft carrier which is expected to 
cost around US$10-15 billion along with the additional com-
ponent of 57 fighter aircraft. The Navy has one operational 
aircraft carrier in the INS Vikramaditya while another one, 
INS Vikrant, is under construction at the Cochin Shipyard 
Limited (CSL) and is expected to join service in the next few 
years.
The LCA Navy Mk2 Tejas, seen earlier as the last hope for 
the home-grown fighter for carrier operations, is officially 
off the table. Documents viewed by Livefist show that on 18 
October 2016 at a meeting between then Defence Minister 
Manohar Parrikar, an Indian Navy team and representatives 
of the DRDO, it was officially decided that the file on the LCA 
Mk1 and Mk2 Tejas fighter aircraft would be closed from a 
procurement perspective, though funding would continue. 
Noting that the proposed Mk2 also did not meet require-
ments and would be available too late, Defence Minister Par-
rikar signed off on a decision to de-link the LCA programme 
from the navy’s quest for further fighters.

Saudi Arabian National Guard (AR)
The first of three new aviation brigades for the Saudi Arabian 
National Guard (SANG) is now fully operational at Khashm 
Al-Ain airfield, the new purpose build base south east of 
Riyadh, Saudi Arabia. The SANG as an aviation force didn’t 
exist up to a few years ago. Twelve MD Helicopters MD530F 
helicopters were delivered in 2013 to start training. By now 
the 1st Aviation Brigade at Khashm Al-Aan has at least two 
fully equipped battalions with 24 Sikorsky UH-60M Black 
Hawk and twelve Boeing AH-64E Apache Guardian helicop-
ters. A third battalion is in the process of receiving, or has by 
now all initial twelve Boeing AH-6is armed scout helicopters. 
12 more are to follow to fully equip the 1st Aviation Brigade. 
After some delays the first AH-6i helicopters were airlifted 
as cargo to Riyadh by June 2017. In October 2017 the first 
MD530F students graduated from the AH-6i course.
The development of the SANG’s aviation capabilities has been 
in progress since the concept was first created in 2008. The 
2nd Aviation Brigade will follow at Hofuf, on the east coast, in 
2019, and the 3rd Aviation Brigade near Jeddah in 2021 with 
more AH-64E, AH-6i and UH-60M helicopters on order. 4th 
Aviation Brigade is being stood up at Dirab, south-southwest 
of Riyadh and will most likely receive the MD 530F training 
helicopters.

This will be most likely the future of military aircraft spotters, UAV’s. The IAI Eitan “Steadfast”, also known as Heron TP, is an unmanned 
reconnaissance aircraft developed in Israel by the Malat division of Israel Aerospace Industries.The aircraft is a newer version of the IAI Heron.

United States Air Force (AF)
It seems that the USAF is shifting its interests to the eastern 
part of Europe. After approximately a quarter of a century, 
after ceasing a big part of the United States Air Forces in 
Europe’s flying operations at Air Bases like Soesterberg, Tor-
rejon, Hahn, Sembach, Zweibrucken, RAF Alconbury, RAF 
Upper Heyford and twin-base RAF Bentwaters-Woodbridge, 
the USAF has set its mind on expanding their premises and 
land in Eastern European countries. During mid-December 
2017 it was announced that the United States is planning to 
spend more than $200 million to repair and build U.S. military 
structures and installations on Air Bases that are mainly situ-
ated in Eastern Europe. Signed into law on 12 December 2017 
by President Trump, the fiscal 2018 annual defense legisla-
tion authorizes the Air Force secretary to purchase land and 
build installations outside the United States. Because of the 
ongoing initiative to deter Russian aggression with multiple 
USAF deployments, it is expected that Air Bases like Ämari 
in Estonia, Kecskemet in Hungary, Graf Ignatievo in Bulgaria 
and Mihail Kogălniceanu in Romania will benefit from the 
USAF’s intentions in the foreseeable future.
2018 will be the last operational year for the General Atomics 
MQ-1B Predator Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UAV) in USAF 
service. Last year, during July 2017, after the final mission 
within U.S. Central Command’s area of responsibility, the 
361st Expeditionary Attack Squadron already held a cere-
mony to mark the end of combat operations with the MQ-1B. 

An impressive contribution this month has come from Al Udeid Air Base in Qatar. Although these photos were taken earlier, they have become 
relevant to our times. The fact is that the United States are considering to move their forward base away from Qatar as this country is allegedly 
too friendly with US enemy Iran. RC-135W Rivet Joint 62-4138 nicely turns in for the approach of Al Udeid on 18 April 2016. (Taff Evans)
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The USAF has been flying the Predator for more than two 
decades. The first batch, designated as the RQ-1, became fully 
integrated in the USAF system in 1996. Later the designation 
was changed to MQ-1, denoting multimission capability, 
when it was armed with the Hellfire missile in 2002. Most of 
the units have already transitioned or begun transitioning 
from the MQ-1B to the larger MQ-9B Reaper UAV. Although 
the last period of operating with the Predator is sketchy, it 
is believed that the operational USAF units, whom are still 
involved flying the Remotely Piloted Aircraft (RPA) with its 
characteristic reversed V-shaped tail, are: 
3rd Special Operations Squadron, part of the 27th Special 
Operations Group, based at Cannon AFB (NM). 15th Attack 
squadron, part of the 432nd Wing, based at Creech AFB (NV). 
111th Reconnaissance Squadron, part of the 147th Recon-
naissance Wing, based at Ellington Field Joint Reserve Base 
(TX). 162nd Reconnaissance Squadron, part of the 178th 
Wing, based at Springfield-Beckley Municipal Airport (OH). 
178th Reconnaissance Squadron, part of the 119th Wing and 
based at Fargo Air National Guard Base (ND). 

Regarding last month’s KC-46A Pegasus news. More infor-
mation emerged about the current status and delays of the 
Pegasus project. At the end of 2017, Boeing was still working 
to fix three deficiencies related to the refueling process of 
the KC-46A and those have to be resolved before the tanker 
can enter USAF service. The first and biggest issue is, that 
the boom of the tanker has an inflexible body, potentially 
damaging the surface of receiving aircraft. This is of par-
ticular concern for Stealth aircraft, whom rely much on 
low-observable stealth coatings, like the F-35A Lightning-II, 
F-22A Raptor and B-2A Spirit. The second serious issue, is 
that the boom sometimes abruptly extends when it is discon-
necting from a receiving aircraft. The third problem, a minor 
issue, is that the camera for remote air refueling, which was 
selected in 2012, has not the latest technology. Boeing and 
USAF are currently trying to resolve the mentioned issues. 
To be continued.
Although wearing the livery of Wyoming Air National Guard’s 
187th Airlift Squadron/153rd Airlift Wing, legacy C-130H 
Hercules with serial number 92-1536, has been used as a 
testbed aircraft for nearly ten years. On 6 January 2018, the 
C-130H arrived at the unit’s home at Cheyenne Air National 

Guard Base (WY) to receive minor repairs before heading to 
Eglin AFB (FL) for another two years of tests. Surprisingly, 
92-1536 was used for some major engine tests. At one time 
it was fitted with eight-bladed Hamilton Sundstrand NP2000 
propellers to each of the four turboprop engines. These are 
already standard on the U.S. Navy’s E-2 Hawkeye Airborne 
Early Warning (AEW) and C-2 Greyhound Carrier On-board 
Delivery (COD) aircraft. Apparently, this is not what the USAF 
bargained for. At this moment, the Hercules is fitted with the 
Rolls Royce T56 Series 3.5 engines. Eventually, all remaining 
USAF C-130H will gain those upgraded engines. According to 
the Total Aircraft Inventory (TAI) list, a total of 175 C-130Hs 
are still operated by the USAF’s Air National Guard and Air 
Force Reserve Command units during 2018.
The beginning of January 2018 saw an USAF Bomber Assur-
ance And Deterrence  (BAAD) operation starting at RAF Fair-
ford in the United Kingdom. The B-52 global strike capability 
deployment started at the beginning of January with the 
arrival of three Stratofortressses from the 69th Bomb Squad-
ron/ 5th Bomb Wing, based at Minot AFB (ND). On 9 January, 
two B-52Hs landed in bad weather at Fairford as “Mighty-
51/52”. Because of the bad weather, “Mighty-53”, with serial 
number 60-0012, diverted to RAF Mildenhall. Eventually, 
to give the deployment the full complement of aircraft, a 
fourth, “Mighty-54”, and a fifth, “Mighty-91”, arrived some 
days later. The following MT coded B-52Hs were noted during 
the deployment: 
60-0005,  60-0009,  60-0012,  61-0005,  61-0018. 
60-0005 is marked as 5BW multi coloured flagship aircraft. 
60-0009 is marked as 69BS commander’s aircraft. 61-0018 has 
no markings. 

Already being deployed since the end of August 2017 as 
the 493rd Expeditionary Fighter Squadron (EFS), the 493rd 
Fighter Squadron, part of the 48th Fighter Wing, handed over 
the transfer of authority for NATO’s Baltic Air Policing (BAP) 
mission to a Danish F-16 unit at Siauliai Air Base in Lithu-
ania on 8 January 2018. Having lead the 45th rotation of the 
BAP mission, the 493rd EFS was scrambled in the Baltics for 
almost sixty times. The Lakenheath squadron specifically, 
conducted approximately thirty real intercepts over the 
course of the deployment. The four LN coded F-15Cs dedi-
cated to the BAP mission completed a total of roughly 3,000 

Another aircraft that can be handy on a forward air base is flying command post Boeing E-8 JSTARS or Joint Surveillance Target Attack Radar 
System. And although originating from fiscal year 1995 it is still powered by real environment unfriendly Pratt & Whitney TF33 PW-102 turbo-
fans 95-0122 was photographed at Al Udeid by Taff Evans on 5 November 2016. 
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alert hours, over 170 sorties and 300 flying hours.
On 8 January 2018, three B-2A Spirit bombers and approxi-
mately 200 Airmen arrived at Andersen AFB on Guam. The 
three B-2As from the 509th Bomb Wing, normally based at 
Whiteman AFB (MO), deployed to Andersen AFB in support 
of U.S. Pacific Command’s (PACOM) Bomber Assurance and 
Deterrence mission. U.S. Strategic Command bombers regu-
larly rotate through the Indo-Pacific region to conduct U.S. 
PACOM-led air operations, providing leaders with deterrent 
options to maintain regional stability. The following WM 
coded B-2As were identified: 
82-1068, 90-0040 +1 

On 10 January 2018, a Lockheed C-130J Super Hercules, with 
serial number 08-5692, touched down at the runway of Yokota 
Air Base in Japan. Already adorned with the YJ code and a red 
tail stripe, this was the tenth, out of fourteen C-130Js, that 
will be delivered to Yokota’s 36th Airlift Squadron/ 374th 
Airlift Wing. 
The beginning of 2018 started with a special moment at Fair-
child AFB (WA). On 11 January 2018, an USAF Bell UH-1N Twin 
Huey from the 36th Rescue Squadron, part of the 58th Opera-
tions Group, resorting under the 58th Special Operations 
Wing achieved more than 18,000 flight hours. It was stated 
that the Twin Huey with serial number 69-6648, already 
arrived at Fairchild in April 1971, and has flown all of its mis-
sions from here ever since. Of the 62 UH-1Ns still remain-
ing in the USAF inventory, four UH-1Ns are flying with the 
36th RQS at Fairchild AFB. The USAF announced in 2017, that 
there would be a decision in 2018 about a new helicopter that 
should replace the Twin Huey. Having a history for nearly 48 
years, it is expected that most of the remaining Twin Hueys 
will see at least half a century of operations within the USAF.
Twelve F-16C Fighting Falcon aircraft from Ohio Air National 
Guard’s 112th Fighter Squadron/ 180th Fighter Wing arrived 
on Sunday 14 January 2018 at Ämari Air Base in Estonia. The 
unit is normally based at Toledo Air National Guard Base, 
adjoining Express Airport (OH). It was said that the F-16 
Theater Security Package (TSP) would last some three weeks 
and elements would be deployed forward to multiple Euro-
pean locations for training. Less than a year ago, The Toledo 
Stingers of the 112th FS/ 180th FW participated with six F-16s 
in the two-week exercise Load Diffuser 17 at Kecskemet Air 
Base in Hungary.

Ten A-10C Thunderbolt-II aircraft from the Air Force Reserve 
Command’s 303rd Fighter Squadron/ 442nd Fighter Wing 
arrived on 14 January 2018 at Lajes Air Base on the Azores. 
Normally the transiting KC coded A-10s from Whiteman AFB 
(MO) would have replaced the twelve FT coded A-10s from 
Moody AFB (GA) that were deployed at Incirlik Air Base in 
Turkey. At Incirlik the USAF maintains the 447th Air Expe-
ditionary Group in support of Operation Inherent Resolve 
(OIR). Instead, the 303rd Fighter Squadron became the 303rd 
Expeditionary Fighter Squadron, part of the 451st Air Expe-
ditionary Group at Kandahar Air Base in Southern Afghani-
stan. It is stated that the deployment comes as U.S. Central 
Command (USCENTCOM) realigns its aircraft, crews and 
other assets in the region, as the anti-ISIS campaign in Iraq 
and Syria winds down and as demand for precision strikes 
and close air support ramps up in Afghanistan under Presi-
dent Donald Trump’s South Asia strategy. As such, Thunder-
bolt-IIs of the deployed 303rd EFS, in support of Operation 
Freedom’s Sentinel (OFS) flew already missions as part of a 
U.S. and Afghan air campaign targeting Taliban drug facili-
ties in Southern Afghanistan. The following KC coded A-10s

On 16 January 2018, six B-52H Stratofortress bombers and 
approximately 300 Airmen from the 2nd Bomb Wing, sta-
tioned at Barksdale AFB (LA), arrived at Andersen AFB on 
Guam, in support of U.S. Pacific Command’s (USPACOM) Con-
tinuous Bomber Presence (CBP) mission. It was stated that 
the B-52Hs will assume responsibility for USPACOM’s CBP 
operations near the end of January 2018 from the 37th Expe-
ditionary Bomb Squadron B-1B Lancers, which are deployed 
from Ellsworth AFB (SD). The employment of CBP missions in 
the USPACOM area of responsibility already started in March 
2004.
Four legacy Lockheed C-130H Hercules aircraft from the 
758th Airlift Squadron/911th Airlift Wing based at Pittsburgh 
International Airport, Air Reserve Station (PA) returned 
home on 19 January 2018 after a four-month deployment to 
Al Udeid Air Base in Qatar. The homecoming marked the final 
Hercules deployment of the Pennsylvania Air Force Reserve 
Command (AFRC) squadron as it starts its transition to the 
C-17A Globemaster-III during 2018. Since the beginning of 
November 2017, construction was set to prepare Pittsburgh 
Air Reserve Station to receive the C-17A as a replacement for 
the current eight C-130Hs, which are the primary aircraft 
of the 758th AS/911th AW since 1978. The first C-17s are 
expected at Pittsburgh by October 2018.
United States Army (AR)
On 26 September 2017, a so-called color casing ceremony 
took place at Fort Drum (NY) by 6-6th CAV. The unit deployed 
to South Korea where it relieved 1-6th CAV. The twenty-four 
AH-64D Apaches already deployed to this Asian country 
remained there and were transferred to 6-6th CAV. Back in 
the United States some of the former mounts of this unit 
were transferred to 1-17th CAV.
The United States Army is re-organizing the Operational 
Support Airlift Command (OSACOM). This actually already 
started well over one year ago. The units involved are the 
various Army National Guard (ARNG) detachments which 
usually have a single C-12 Huron on strength. Also the eleven 
C-26E aircraft assigned to the United States Army are used by 
this organization. In the new structure the OSACOM units are 
being reflagged to companies and detachments reporting to 
three Theater Aviation Battalions. Details are only now start-
ing to emerge, and we do not yet have the complete picture. 
As soon as things are clear we will report them in this maga-
zine and of course also update our on-line Order of Battle. 
Until then, if anyone has any information we would gladly 
hear so!
The decision to remove all AH-64D Apache helicopters 
from the Army National Guard inventory has been partially 
reversed. Army Secretary Mark Esper announced that the 
battalions in Utah, North Carolina, South Carolina and the 
one split between Mississippi and Texas will remain active.

United States Navy (NY)
The US Navy will begin taking steps to introduce the CMV-22B 
Osprey carrier onboard delivery (COD) tiltrotor in 2018 and is 
considering whether to locate the Fleet Replacement Squad-
ron (FRS) that will train all Navy Osprey pilots in Virginia or 
California. The US Navy currently operates the C-2A as a COD 
aircraft on both the East and West coasts. Two Fleet Logistic 
Support Squadron (VRC) squadrons, VRC-30 Providers (‘RW-
xx’) at NAS North Island (CA) and VRC-40 Rawhides (‘(JK)-xx’) 
at NS Norfolk (VA), operate overseas detachments when car-
riers are deployed. In January 2015, the US Navy announced 
in it would replace the aging C-2As by the CMV-22B which 
would be modelled after the USMC version but would include 
a larger fuel tank for greater range, additional communica-
tions gear and a public address system in the rear section 
of the plane for passengers. The US Navy will conduct the 
CMV-22B operations out of the same two bases, but has to 
decide where the FRS will be based. The Navy previously 
operated a C-2A FRS on each coast but in 1994 consolidated, 
with Carrier Airborne Early Warning Squadron (VAW) 120 in 
Norfolk serving as the sole C-2A training location since then.  
The Navy will replace its 27 C2As with 38 V-22s – an increase 
required as the current inventory of C-2As is not sufficient 
to meet the mission requirements. The transition to the new 
aircraft will begin in 2020, with initial operational capabil-
ity (IOC) in September 2020, full operational capability (FOC) 
in 2024. Greyhound to Osprey transition should end by 2026. 
Full fielding of the tiltrotor is expected in 2028.  
In support of reaching IOC and FOC ahead of the training 
squadron being established, Navy V-22 pilots and aircrew 
will train at the Marine Medium Tiltrotor Training Squadron 
(VMMT) 204 Raptors (‘GX-xx’) at MCAS New River (NC). 
Two SH-60F Seahawks were recently reported as involved 
in the Black Hawk Exchange and Sales Transaction (BEST) 
programme. This programme is carried out by the Science 
& Engineering Services (SES) facility at Huntsville (AL). The 
SES is also responsible for lots of other defense and Foreign 
Military Sales (FMS) contracts (like UH-60s to Egypt, Slova-
kia and Jordan, AH-64s dismantling, UH-72s maintenance, 
AH-1 projects, and so on) is. Up until now, only former US 
Army Blackhawks were prepared at this location for trans-

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fer to US government departments, allied nations or to the 
civil market. On 21 November 2017, the two former US Navy 
Seahawks (164082 and 164802) within BEST attracted our 
attention. Both helicopters left AMARG earlier that month, 
as well as six other SH-60Fs (163284, 164081, 164446, 164453, 
164455 and 164609). Strikingly, a FMS programme announce-
ment was made on 5 July 2016, that eight SH-60Fs are sold to 
the State of Israel for the estimated cost of USD 300 million. 
These eight are for use at the four newly purchased frigats 
for the Israeli Navy, specially bought to secure the Leviathan 
Natural Gas Field. Most probably, the aforementioned eight 
are part of this Israeli contract, delivery to Israel could be 
this year.

Carrier Air Wing 2, USS Carl Vinson (CVN-70), NE
On 5 January 2018, the USS Carl Vinson Strike Group departed 
homeport NS San Diego (CA) for a scheduled deployment to 
the Western Pacific. The deployment will be the second time 
the Carl Vinson Strike Group has operated in the Indo-Pacific 
region under US Third Fleet command and control. Tradition-
ally, warships deploying from the Third Fleet to the Western 
Pacific shifted to the Seventh Fleet after crossing the interna-
tional dateline. Under a new initiative, known as Third Fleet 
Forward, control of Third Fleet control of ships and aircraft 
extends across the Western Pacific and beyond the interna-
tional dateline to India. This means the two fleets can operate 
together on different maritime missions in region.

While still in 
the initial phase of its transit, the Wasp diverted to the Carib-
bean on 4 September 2017, to assist the US Virgin Islands and 
Dominica in the wake of Hurricane Irma and then provided 
assistance to Puerto Rico following Hurricane Maria. Once 
detached from relief efforts in late October, Wasp resumed its 
transit to 7th Fleet, briefly stopping in Rio de Janeiro and then 
transiting the Strait of Magellan as it crossed from the Atlan-
tic Ocean into the Pacific Ocean. Wasp made a port visit to 
Joint Naval Base Pearl Harbor-Hickam (HI). The ship departed

United States Marine Corps (NY)
The US Marine Corps plans, according to the 2018 Marine 
Corps Aviation Plan, to deactivate two of its fleet replacement 
squadrons (FRS). The types these squadrons fly will decrease 
in numbers in the operational squadrons, so a dedicated 
training squadron is not necessary anymore. The USMC will 
activate two Fleet Replacement Detachments (FRDs) within 
operational squadrons so the (replacement) training will 
continue until the legacy aircraft are retired. Marine Attack 
Training Squadron 203 Hawks (‘FD-xx’) at MCAS Cherry Point 
(NC), flying the AV-8B/B+ and TAV-8B/B+, will be deactivated 
in FY22 (most probably in 1 October 2021). 
In FY22, the USMC will carry on Harrier training with 
Marine Attack Squadron (VMA) 231 Ace of Spades (‘CG-xx’). 
The detachment will be designated as VMA-231 FRD. The 
VMA-231 FRD is planned to train Harrier crews for five years, 
up to FY26.  Marine Fighter Attack Training Squadron 101 
Sharpshooters (‘SH-xx’) at MCAS Miramar (CA) is planned 
for deactivation in FY23. The Sharpshooters are flying the 
F/A-18A/B/C/D. FRS training will be handed over to Marine 
Fighter Attack Squadron (VMFA) 323 as VMFA-323 FRD. The 
FRD is expected to train Hornet crews for six years. The plan 
to phase out training for CH-53E Super Stallion will be more 
complex. The current CH-53E FRS, Marine Heavy Helicopter 
Training Squadron (HMHT) 302 Phoenix (‘UT-xx’) at MCAS 
New River (NC), will begin to shift training in the CH-53K King 
Stallion in 2020 and by 2022 will have divested its CH-53Es. An 
operational CH-53E squadron, HMH-466 Wolfpack (‘YK-xx’) at 
Miramar, will be redesignated HMHT-466 in 2021 and become 
the FRS (so no FRD!) for the remaining CH-53E units. In 2028, 
HMHT-466 will shed its FRS role and return to being HMH-
466, an operational CH-53K squadron. That year, a Reserve 
squadron, HMH-769, will begin to provide refresher train-
ing in the CH-53E through 2029. The fleet transition to the 
CH-53K is scheduled to be completed by 2032.

The USMC have struggled to keep their aging aircraft ready 
for operations and spent 2017 in reorganisation. The recently 
released updated 2017 aviation plan outlines a transition 
plan where all Marine Expeditionary Unit deployments from 
the West Coast will use only the F-35B for fixed wing opera-
tions by the end of FY19 (period 01oct18 – 30sep19). and an 
idea of a “Lightning Carrier” amphibious assault ship with 20 
F-35Bs embarked , ready for battle if called upon to do so. The 
plan also describes an MV-22 Osprey fleet that not only has 
an aerial refueling upgrade (FY18 period 01oct17 – 30sep18) 
but also an improved KC-130J Harvest Hawk weapons and 
sensors payload to arm the MV-22s. 
A possible speed up procurement of F-35Bs between now and 
FY21 (period 01oct20 – 30sep21) will bring both new technol-
ogy to the fleet but also help save money. With the massive 
readiness problems in the F/A-18A-D Hornet fleet and the 
expense of continuing to operate the old AV-8B Harriers. 
There is a chance of delaying the transition out of the Harrier 
to allow a speed-up of the transition out of the Hornets. In 
the plan it could be very well possible that USMC Reserve 
Hornet operations will be ceased a few years earlier than 
planned, due to the extreme maintenance challenges asso-
ciated with the legacy airplanes. On the rotary wing side of 
USMC aviation, the CH-53K King Stallion heavy-lift helicop-
ter in April passed its Milestone C review at the Pentagon and 
was approved to move into production. The Navy awarded 
Sikorsky a $340-million contract in August for the first two 
helicopters.
As known, the F-35B and F-35C will replace the US Marine 
Corps F/A-18A/B/C/D Hornet, AV-8B Harrier and the EA-6B 
Prowler. The USMC is planning to procure a total of 420 Light-
ning IIs (353 F-35Bs and 67 F-35Cs). The Lightning IIs order of 
battle will look as follows:
Nine squadrons of sixteen F-35B
Five squadrons of ten F-35B
Two reserve squadrons of ten F-35B reserve
Two Fleet Readiness Squadron (FRS) of 25 F-35B
Four squadrons of ten F-35C

The F-35B is currently on track to reach its full programme  
of record operational capability (Block 3F) in calendar year 
2018. The full transition from legacy to F-35 will complete

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with the transition of the second reserve squadron in 2031. 
With a mixture of ten and sixteen F-35B squadrons, the 
current transition plan allows Marine Air Ground Task Force 
(MAGTF) commanders the flexibility to deploy a six-plane 
Marine Expeditionary Unit-detachment all the way up to a 
full sixteen-plane squadron. Likewise some squadron within 
the current Baby Hornets fleet, the  F-35Cs will be able to 
deploy operationally within a Carrier Air Wing from the early 
2020s as well as to deploy in support of MAGTF commanders 
as a ten-plane squadron. 
Marine Fighter Attack Squadron (VMFA) 121 Green Knights 
(‘VK-xx’) will support a MEU detachment early in the new 
year, and VMFA-211 Wake Island Avengers (‘CF-xx’) will 
support a separate MEU detachment in summer 2018. New 
information received our desk, that during  2018, VMFA-
122 The Flying Leathernecks (‘DC-xx’) will execute its safe 
for flight as an F-35B squadron at MCAS Yuma (AZ). In the 
fourth quarter of 2019, the USMC will start to transition its 
first F-35C squadron. VMFA-314 Black Knights (‘VW-xx’), 
currently an F/A-18C/D squadron located at MCAS Miramar 
(CA), will adapt the F-35C and remain based at Miramar. 
The squadron is expected to reach Full Operational Capabil-
ity in FY21, and from that moment it will start deployment 
workups by the end of 2021. 
Marine All Weather Fighter Attack Squadron VMFA(AW)-
225 Vikings (‘CE-xx’) currently flying the F/A-18D and F/A-
18D(ATARS) at Miramar will become a F-35B squadron and 
will be redesignated to VMFA-225 in 2020. US Marine Corps 
Fleet replacement squadron (VMFAT) 502 is currently 
planned to stand up in first quarter FY21 as the second USMC 
F-35B FRS. In order to support transitions to F-35C, the USMC 
has delivered eight F-35Cs to the joint Navy/Marine Corps 
FRSs VFA-101 Grim Reapers (‘NJ-xxx’) at Eglin AFB (FL) and 
VFA-122 Flying Eagles (‘NJ-xxx’) at NAS Lemoore (CA). 
The F-35 Patuxent River Integrated Test Force (ITF) team 
brings the US Marine Corps F-35B one step closer to initial 
operational test and evaluation as they wrap up testing of 
the F-35B STOVL envelope with sloped surface vertical 
landing tests during January and February at Marine Corps 
Auxiliary Landing Field (MCALF) Bogue (NC). In the future 
the F-35B must be capable of operating from any loca-
tion in the world, even to the most austere environments, 
in harsh conditions and from remote locations with primi-
tive (unpaved) runways, roads, landing pads with (AM-2) 
matting and slope/gradients. Bogue has it all for testing the 
Lightning II. Through a series of STOVL maneuvers in simu-
lated expeditionary conditions, the ITFs end goal will ease 
current sloped surface vertical landing requirements for the 
F-35B. The ITF also hopes to relax the landing pad certifica-
tion limits in terms of maximum varying slope/gradients in 
combination with impacts of head and tailwinds. Although 
the USMC declared the F-35B initial operational capability 
in July 2015, the service continues testing as the F-35B must 
become mature in all aspects. The F-35B is capable of con-
ducting close air support, offensive and defensive counter 
air, air interdiction, assault support escort and armed recon-
naissance as part of a Marine Air Ground Task Force, or in 
support of the Joint Force. One of the aircraft involved during 
the slope tests was F-35B BF-02 of Air Test and Evaluation 
Squadron (VX) 23 Salty Dogs.

Just after midnight on Wednesday morning I departed 
Amsterdam with Aeroflot A321 (VP-BOE) with destination 
Moscow-Sheremetyevo. After arrival, I immediately took a 
taxi to Moscow-Vnukovo for my connecting flight to Uly-
anovsk-Vostochny with UTair. I spent some time in the ter-
minal of Vnukovo for spotting and photography. The above 
list of registrations are the ones I didn’t read during my pre-
vious visit in July this year and FSB RA-65979 was misread for 
RA-65973. 
Especially during taxiing to the runway I discovered some 
hidden gems around the area of Vnukovo-3. After take-off 
we flew over Ostafyevo and Zhukovsky airport and it was 
obvious that both airports have a lot of classic Russian air-
planes on the ground, most of them withdrawn from use. 
There are six former Gazpromavia Yak-42s, one Kolavia 
Tu-134 and many An-24/26/72/74 type of aircraft stored 
at Ostafyevo (a militairy and Gazpromavia base airport). 
At Zhukovsky a hodge-podge of more than one hundred 
Il-18/62/76/96, Tu-134/144/154/204/214, Yak-40/42 and 
other aircraft. It would be nice to spent one day with a 
camera on the ramp of this “Zhukovsky museum”!  Around 
11.30 I arrived at Vostochny airport located 28 km from 
Ulyanovsk. Due to poor runway conditions at Ulyanovsk-
Baratayevka Airport all traffic diverts to Vostochny until 
reconstruction of the runway at Barataevka is completed.  
Vostochny airport is mainly a cargo airport and was con-
structed in 1983 as a test site for Aviastar, the manufacturer 
of the Antonov An-124 and Tupolev Tu-204. The company 
also carries out repair, maintenance and modernization of 
aircraft. The runway is one of the longest in the world with 
a length of 5000 metres and a width of 105 meters. Taking 
pictures isn’t allowed and although I could read a few planes 
during taxiing multiple buildings and hangars blocked the 
view to see or read more. The main reason to visit Ulyanovsk 
was the excellent aviation museum near Baratayevka and is 
located nine kilometres southwest of Ulyanovsk. Around two 
o’clock in the afternoon I could finally enter the museum 
and I must admit it is one of the better Russian aerospace 
museums, with over 25 aircraft, many of which are quite rare. 
I had less than three hours at my disposal, but that was more 

than enough to photograph everything until the taxi brought 
me back to Vostochny airport. Unfortunately I didn’t have 
time enough to look around Baratayevka airport. From a dis-
tance a few Tupolev sized aircraft could be seen but as far 
as I know all big aircraft at this airport are stored for many 
years. As expected Vostochny airport is not really set up for 
civil aviation. The building probably intended as a terminal is 
much too small and the whole procedure from check- in until 
boarding is completely improvised. The evening flight with 
a Rusline CRJ100 to Moscow-Domodedovo departed on time 
and after 24 hours since I left Amsterdam I could finally go to 
sleep at the Aerohotel.

Friday I had a flight to Tyumen-Rochino,  which is the base 
for Yamal and Utair and is located at a distance of thir-
teen kilometres west of the city. The airport was opened in 
1969 for the needs of the oil and gas industry of the USSR. I 
decided to book a return flight with Yamal because they are 
flying from Domodedovo with the Superjet to Tyumen. The 
other reason to visit Tyumen was the UTair museum. After 
landing I discovered it was located at the other airport of 
Tyumen, Plekhanovo. Before I entered the museum the Utair 
office reception arranged a guide/translator for the tour. In 
summary, fifty years ago the Aeroflot Tyumen Directorate 
was set up in order to meet the transport requirements of the 
fast-growing oil and gas industry undergoing development in 
Western Siberia. In the wake of the break-up of the Aeroflot 
organization, Tyumenaviatrans Aviation (TAT) was formed 
in 1991 to replace the Aeroflot Tyumen Directorate. TAT 
adopted the name of UTair in early 2003. This was well repre-
sented by airplane models, posters, books, clothing and so on 
and as a gift I got a nice box of UTair chocolates. Plekhanovo 
airport is full of An-2s and  wide variety of Mi-6/8/10/26 heli-
copters. Most of them are in a derelict state. The airport also  
includes a UTair helicopter maintenance facility. Unfortu-

Besides two A330-200s, eight 737-800s, four 767-300ERs, three 777-200ERs and two 777-300ERs, Nordwind Airlines operates seven A321-200s. Five 
of them were acquired on the used market, while in May 2017 they took delivery of two brand-new A321 aircraft.

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Helitech 2017 took place this year at the London ExCeL 
International Exhibition Centre. From 3 till 5 October 
2017 the rotorcraft community was able to attend the 
exhibition and conference. 

Leonardo
This years edition was a succes for Leonardo. The new gen-
eration AW169 helicopter configured for air ambulance 
operations was the centre piece of the Leonardo display. 
The company also announced a further step to expand the 
range of capabilities available to the market with the intro-
duction of the AgustaWestland AW189K helicopter. That 
type will feature the new generation 2,500 shp class Aneto-
1K engine, unveiled by Safran Helicopter Engines at Helitech. 
On 9 March 2017 a dedicated AW189K prototype performed 
its maiden flight at Leonardo’s Cascina Costa plant in Italy. 
Danish company Uni-Fly ordered two AW169s and these will 
enter the UK’s wind farm support market in the first quarter 
of 2018. The Polar Research Institute of China (PRIC) has pur-
chased an AgustaWestland AW169 for delivery in 2019. The 
helicopter will be provided with a dedicated configuration to 
support polar scientific exploration tasks. Two AW139 heli-
copters have been sold to customers in the UK for corporate/
VIP passenger transport. After delivery in 2018 one aircraft 
will be managed and operated by an undisclosed customer 

and the second aircraft by Starspeed. UK based company Spe-
cialist Aviation Services has been selected as the preferred 
bidder by the Cornwall Air Ambulance Trust to provide an 
AgustaWestland AW169 EMS under a ten year contract start-
ing in 2019.

Airbus Helicopters
With the support of Nova Capital Group, Airtelis has signed 
a contract with Airbus Helicopters for the purchase of three 
H215 helicopters including two options. These aircraft will 
complement Airtelis’ existing fleet of two H225s. The first  
H215, a variant of the Super Puma has already been delivered. 
At an official ceremony at He-litech, Airbus Helicopters for-
mally handed over the first H145 for Midlands Air Ambulance 
Charity operated by Babcock Mission Critical Services (MCS).

Waypoint Leasing
Waypoint Leasing showcased a H225 helicopter to the event 
as a demonstrator and display aircraft. The helicopter is being 
operated on lease by German company Global Helicopter 
Service. At the expo, Waypoint also announced that its fleet 
has surpassed 150 helicopters. Waypoint has been active in 
supporting oil and gas, utility, fire fighting and other indus-
trial-focused helicopter operators since its inception in 2013.

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From 17 to 20 January 2018, the inaugural Kuwait Aviation 
Show was held. Venue for this was Kuwait City International 
airport, the ramp adjacent to the Amiri VVIP flight termi-
nal to be exact. Kuwait is not visited by many tourists, let 
alone aircraft enthusiasts. So frankly, we did not know what 
to expect. It turned out to be rather more laid back than we 
expected. Security was in place, but the whole atmosphere 
was far more relaxed than in Bahrain for example.
Access to the show was possible each day for media and 
traders from 09:00 hours. The general public could only enter 
on Friday and Saturday. Tickets were available online before-
hand, so no worries if you do not have an accreditation as 
media or trader.

The airshow
The planned kick-off for Wednesday was to be a fly-by of a  
Kuwait Airways B777 plus four F/A-18s. However, this did not 
materialize at first. The B777 from the static was towed away 
and took off later on. So maybe the planned airframe went 
unserviceable. Anyway, this meant that the 3-ship AH-64D 

flypast opened the flying display followed by Soloturk’s F-16 
aerobatics. After that, the B777 and Hornets came along and 
the show was concluded with the Saudi Hawks’ display. On 
the other days, none of the Kuwaiti military hardware was 
present in the aerial display, except for a Super Puma that did 
a para-drop on Thursday. Two Extra 330s did some displays 
on these days as well and that was about it.
So, was this fist KAS a success? Well, it was for us! It pro-
vided an excellent opportunity to see some Kuwaiti military 
aircraft. However, there were quite some empty boots and 
it was not that busy with people. Hopefully the attending 
companies managed to secure some deals so we can enjoy 
another KAS, maybe in 2020.
Apart from the airshow, the International airport also houses 
Al Mubarak Air Base. KAF’s transport and VIP helicopters 
are based there and a US Air Base is also part of the military 
area. The southernmost ramp is used by tanker and cargo 
support aircraft. In this case Canadian and Italian tanker-
transports were temporarily based and an occasional USAF 
C-17A dropped in.
