TheFly Dubai Boeing leased to Transavia departed to Shannon
after its lease on the 1st. The next day a Transavia Boeing
departed for Minneapolis-Saint Paul via Keflavik on lease to
Sun Country Airlines. A GOL Boeing departed back home on
the 3rd after its lease to Transavia. The only Corendon Air-
lines Europe Boeing 737 registered in Malta finally paid a visit
on the 4th. Also on that day a one-hour roundtrip by KLM
for the Hoogvliegers foundation. The 4th was also the start
of a Qatari military horse transport invasion.

On the
11th the Boeing 737 of Transavia that was repainted in the
Peter Pan Holiday Club Foundation colours made a sightsee-
ing flight over the Netherlands, with a stop at Eindhoven
airport and Rotterdam airport. Titan Airways operated char-
ters for Volkswagen from the 13th till the 18th. The Spanish
CASA 295 on the 14th stands out as most exotic visitor this
month. A visit of the Orange Jumper F-16BM on the 22nd did
not went exactly as planned, due to a burst tire on landing
the runway was blocked for some time. SmartWings operated
a military charter on the 29th.

Airbus

A321-200NX

This autumn, Airbus completed a new variant of the A321-
200N (NEO), called the A321-200NX. This new version will
have a new door-configuration, called “Airbus Cabin Flex”
(ACF) which permits a higher physical seat count. For this
new door configuration the original “Door 2” will be perma-
nently deleted. This has become possible, because new over-
wing exits are incorporated in the fuselage. These smaller
over-wing exists are made possible by the certification of the
smaller escape slides. The original “’Door 3” is moved four
frames further aft compared to the original A321. Door 4
remains unchanged. Because these door changes are struc-
tural, this new version needed a new aircraft type certificate
and will be designated the A321-200NX. Due to technical dif-
ferences, no retrofit will be available to modify the standard
A321-200N to the A321-200NX

Airbus markets the A321-200NX with a three-class cabin of
108 economy seats, 36 economy plus and 30 lie-flat business
seats; or a two-class cabin with 16 business seats and 190
economy seats or a high density 240 seat all-economy cabin.
The A321-200NX is aimed at the Boeing 757-200 replacement
market, and will have a comparable range, but a slightly
lower seat capacity. Intended markets are North America to
Europe, Europe to Africa, North America to South America
and S.E. Asia to Australia. With newer engines and a more
modern design, the A321-200NX will have 27% lower fuel
burn than the 757-200.

An A321-200NX is the only A321 Version capable of a MTOW
of 97t as it has a reinforced landing gear but, as a basic option
it may also be operated with lower MTOWs. Also the A321-
200NX may be equipped with up to three (instead of two)
additional centre (fuel) tanks (ACT). When equipped with the
optional third fuel tank, the A321-200NX will have a range
of 4050nm, 400nm more than the standard A321-200N. An
A321-200NX in basic specification has no greater range or
higher MTOW than a basic A321-200N. Its ACF door con-
figuration is the only reason it may offer a higher seating
capacity. However with the optional higher MTOW and the

optional additional third fuel tank, the A321-200NX provides
airlines with greater payload and range flexibility.

Initially this long new A321 version was unofficially called
the A321neolR and was officially launched by Airbus in
January 2015. The A321neoLR is now - for aircraft type certi-
fication purposes - officially designated as A321-200NX. This
designation became public in 2017 and the aircraft will be
available from 2019.

Boeing

Boeing E-jet?

As a response to the Airbus-Bombardier CSeries joint-ven-
ture, Boeing and Embraer have confirmed that they are
talking about a possible take-over of the Brazilian manufac-
turer by Boeing.

A deal with Embraer would give Boeing a new presence in
the regional jet market, following Airbus’ plan announced in
October 2017 to acquire a majority stake in the Bombardier
CSeries programme. In the current market duopoly, Boeing
cannot allow to do nothing against Airbus proposed acquisi-
tion of a new family of aircraft in the sub-150 seat market
segment. To develop a new clean-sheet development pro-
gramme in this market segment will take too much of Boeing
engineering resources as they are busy with the new middle
of the market segment aircraft and with a 737 successor
that will enter the market in the second half of the 2020s. So
acquiring Embraer’s strong position in this market segment
with the E-Jet family makes an attractive option.

However as Embraer is one of the crown jewels of the Bra-
zilian economy, any deal between Embraer and a foreign
company is subject to the approval of the Brazilian govern-
ment. The Brazilian air force created Embraer in 1969 as a
state-owned company. The government agreed to privatise
Embraer in 1994, but retained a golden share with veto power
over any proposal that would transfer control of the com-
pany’s share. According to Brazilian press reports, the Brazil-
ian government is open to associations between Embraer and
Boeing but do not support a full take-over.
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Bombardier

CS100/300

Bombardier finished 2017 with a rush to the New Year. On 22
December 2017 the long-awaited delivery of the first CS300
(HL8092, c/n 55018) to Korean Air was completed, marking
the 15th CS100/300 delivery for this year. In Mirabel, Bom-
bardier has two more CS300s ready for delivery to Korean
Air and reaching their delivery goal of 20 deliveries in 2017.

In the meantime Bombardier also signed a Letter of Intent
with EgyptAir for 24 CS300s. This was concluded during the
Dubai Air Show 2017 and comprises twelve purchase rights
and another option for the remaining twelve. Added with
this deal the current status of the C5100/300 holds 360 orders
and continues to rise.

CL-350/CL-650

On 6 December 2017 Bombardier celebrated another mile-
stone for their business jet programmes. The 200th delivery
of the CL-350 was completed, marking over 650 deliveries in
the CL-300/350 segment. At the same time CL-650 delivery
number fifty took place and this latest Challenger model
makes a total of 1,100 deliveries of the entire CL-600 fleet.

COMAC

ARJ21-700

COMAC announced on 22 November 2017 that their 10th
ARJ21-700 made its first flight from Shanghai-Dachang.
This number is specially marked as the first VIP business jet
version of the ARJ21 to be delivered to Shanghai Yan Shang
Group in Q1 2018. Unfortunately the biggest hurdle for the
ARJ21 program remains the certification flight program as all
known Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) need validation
by the CAAC before the required certification certificates are
released.

€919

On 17 December 2017 COMAC celebrated the first flight of their
second C919 prototype. B-001C (c/n 102) departed Shanghai-
Pudong (PVG) around 10.30 for a two hour flight in the area.
In the meantime, the first prototype B-001A (c/n 101) flew
from Shanghai-Pudong to Yanliang on 9 November 2017 for
additional flight testing by AVIC, the first flights could be fol-
lowed on FlightRadar from 23 November onwards. Slowly but
steady the prospectus specifications are proven and certified
however the pace is not comparable to Airbus or Boeing.

Next to the first flight of their second C919 COMAC also
received their largest order so far. ICBC Leasing signed a
contract for 55 more C919s on 5 December 2017, making
their total order reaching 100 C919s. The first 45 C919s were
ordered in 2011 and the lease firm also added 35 ARJ21-700s
to the shopping list back in 2015.

Dassault

Falcon 5X

Dassault Aviation reported on 13 December 2017 cancella-
tion of the project after another set-back on their Falcon 5X
project. The new entry into service is not expected before
2022. Reason for the new delay is the termination of Safrans
Silvercrest as dedicated engine provider. Since the first test
flight of the 5X on 5 July 2017 with a non compliant engine
set this fall Safran encountered issues with the high pres-
sure compressor. This is another setback since the program
launched in 2013 and caused reliability wonders at Dassault.
After evaluation the decision was made to drop Safran as
the previous delay announcement resulted in 12 cancelled
orders in 2016. As part of damage control Dassault reached
out to Pratt and Whitney Canada for a new engine to be fitted
on their improved concept airplane following the Falcon 5X
specifications, a range of 5500 nm and scheduled to enter
service in 2022.

Mitsubishi Aircraft

MRJ90

Late December 2017 Mitsubishi reported that two more MRJ90
frames (c/n 10007 and 10010) are being build to join the flight
test program. With these two additions the total test fleet will
be six by Q3 2018. These last two frames will also incorporate
modifications on the electronic bays and highlight focus on
high-intensity radiated field and electromagnetic interfer-
ence tests, functionality and reliability, passenger comfort
and operational evaluation of the MRJ90. At this moment
1500 hours have been clocked on the total required sum of
2500 hours. With the modifications at this moment additional
500 hours are needed to comply. Launch customer ANA will
receive their first operational MRJ90 Q2 2020.

The government has announced that Air Albania is set for a
launch in 2018 and will first start flying from Tirana to Pris-
tina, Skopje, Zagreb, Podgorica and Sarajevo before adding
destinations in West-Europe. On its Facebook page it shows a
B737-400 in the airline’s livery, but it is unknown which plane
they are really planning to operate. The new start-up is being
supported by Turkish Airlines.

Austria

Austrian Airlines have purchased five former Air Berlin
A320s, which were already operated for them on a wet-lease
basis. The planes have already been re-registered in the Aus-
trian register. By the time you read this issue of Scramble the
airline has also operated its last Fokker 100-flight.

While typing this issue of Scramble, troubles were ahead for
Niki as Lufthansa withdrew its bid to take-over the airline in
order to please the European Commission for the approval
of their take-over of Air Berlin and LGW. As a result Niki was
on the brink of bankruptcy. Two parties were in talks about a
possible take-over, IAG and Niki Lauda.

Belgium

As a follow up on the news of last month, we can now report
that VLM has signed a lease agreement for a single A330-

jet (4) and Adria Airways (12). A remark has to be made that
some wishful thinking might be involved as Angola and Adria
Airways only declare to have asked for an RfP; Request for
Proposal.

Embraer

E175

Embaer and Envoy celebrated the delivery of their 44th
E175 on 6 December 2017. Although painted in American
Eagle colours Envoy operates and welcomed N263NN (c/n
17000703). This E-jet is the 1,400th production delivery on
the E-jets order book of 1,800 orders.

Bosnia

A Saudi Arabian group, the Al Shiddi Group, is working to
start a new national airline in the country, FlyBosnia. The
new airline is already seeking new staff according to ads in
local newspapers. No timeframe or fleet plans have been
outlined.

Cyprus
With the arrival of its first, former KLM Cityhopper, Fokker
70, Tus Airways has phased out all of its Saab 2000s.

Czech Republic

Travel Service Airlines announced that the company has
secured leases for another nine B737MAXs. With these latest
leases, Travel Service now has orders and lease-agreements
for 39 B737MAXs. The first eight are set to be delivered this
year, fifteen in 2019 and the rest around 2023.

Denmark

Danish Air Transport has taken over a single MD-82 from
Meridiana and will use this plane alongside its single MD-83.
Previously the company was seeking to lease an additional
A319/A320 to replace the MD-83, but these planes have now
been shelved. To make things a little more difficult, three
other former Meridiana MD-82s have also been acquired by
a Danish company, Danish Airlease, but this company has no
relation with Danish Air Transport. Danish Airlease hopes to
sell or lease the three MD-82s to operators in North Africa,
Turkey and Ukraine.
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Estonia

Airest is planning to buy four CRJ200Fs, with the first to arrive
in this quarter. The company is already operating eight Saab
340Fs and a single passenger Saab 340.

France

It looks like its finally happening; widebody-aircraft at Aigle
Azur asthe airline has secured leases for two A330-200s, which
are to arrive before the end of May this year. Both planes will
be deployed on flights between Paris-Orly and China.

Groupe Dubreuil has decided to rebrand French Blue into just
French. The move comes as the airline has applied to operate
flights to and from the USA.

IAG has decided to phase out the OpenSkies-brand when
it will start LEVEL-operations out of Paris-Orly. The disap-
pearing of the brand is expected at the end of the upcoming
summer season. LEVEL is planned to start operating out of
Orly from July 2018 using two A330-200s on flights to Mon-
treal, Pointe a Pitre, Fort de France and Newark (NJ).

Germany

A group of former Air Berlin and LTU-employees are in the
process of starting up a new airline out of Dusseldorf. The
new airline is named LTyou and they are planning to operate
“underserved” longhaul destinations. No timeframe or fleet-
plans are known at this moment, but we wish them well!

Russian cargo carrier Volga-Dnepr has decided to start a
German subsidiary and has applied for an AOC. The new unit
will operate out of Leipzig-Halle and will use three An-124s,
which will be transferred to the German airline from the
mother company.

Ireland

The CEO of CityJet has said that the airline will phase out its
RJ85s by the end of 2019 at latest. Currently the company still
flies thirteen planes of the type.

Italy

Meridiana fly has announced that it will phase out its B767s
by the end of the first quarter of 2019. First to go is its B767-
200ER. The planes will be replaced by four A330s, which
will come from parent Qatar Airways. The first of those is
expected in April.

Luxembourg

Cargolux is studying the possibilities to expand the fleet with
several used B747-400Fs or B747-8Fs.

Malta

Air Malta is looking at leasing or buying a 100-seater plane

and has received proposals from Sukhoi and Embraer.

Norway

With the arrival of their first ERJ190-E2 in April, Wideroe
is expanding its operations out of Scandinavia for the first
time. The airline is planning to use the new planes on flights
between Bergen and Hamburg and Munich and from Kris-
tiansand to London-Stansted.

Poland

LOT is going to acquire six ERJ195s to its fleet in the second
quarter of this year. All planes are former Azul Airlines-air-
craft. Two are set for delivery in April, the other four in June.

Russia
KrasAvia is going to buy or lease six I1-114s which will be used
to replace the airline’s single An-24 and five An-26s.

A new start-up in Russia is N8 Airlines, which is planning to
operate several SSJs out of Adler.

Nordavia is expected to take delivery of its first two B737NGs
around June. Both are two former Aeromexico B737-700s.

Switzerland
Darwin Airline, which was purchased from Etihad by Adria
Airways has ceased all operations and went into bankruptcy.

SkyWork Airlines is planning to add two ERJ170s to its fleet,
which it will use as of March between Bern and various sunny
destinations in mainly Spain.

Turkey

AtlasGlobal is planning to place an order for new planes in
the first quarter of 2018. Contenders are the A320neo-family
and the CS300 from Bombardier. The company is also plan-
ning to add widebody-aircraft and is looking at adding either
the A330 or the A350 within the next three years. AtlasGlobal
is also looking to expand with new subsidiaries in Albania,
China, Russia, Saudi Arabia, North Africa, Kazakhstan and
Romania. The last two are the most concrete in the works.
With these new subsidiaries AtlasGlobal wants to establish a
truly AtlasGlobal-alliance with the airlines feeding into each
other networks. Lastly, the airline also thinks about re-intro-
ducing the Atlasjet-brand for the use by a possible low-cost
subsidiary.

Airbus and Pegasus Airlines announced that the Turkish
carrier firmed up options on 25 A321neos into firm orders.
These 25 planes will all be delivered by 2024 and the airline
has secured with Airbus that they can switch to the A320neo
if necessary.

On 1 December Joon, the new Air France-KLM group subsidiary, launched services from Paris Charles de Gaulle base to Barcelona, Berlin-Tegel,
Lisbon and Porto. Initially they will operate six Airbus A320 aircraft which were transferred from Air France. Also a few A340-300 will be trans-
ferred from Air France to Joon in 2018, allowing for Long Haul operations. Joon is not a low-cost daughter, but is postioned as a a simple, modern
and innovative offer to business and leisure customers, with standards of product quality and crew professionalism comparable to those of Air
France. Airbus A320-200 F-GKXT is one of the ex Air France A320s, transferred to the new airline. (Barcelona, 3 December 2017, Joris Witsen)
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EVA Air cargo took delivery of its first Boeing 777 Freighter B-16781 on 8 November 2017. It is the first aircraft out of an order for five triple seven
freighters. All of the 777 Freighters will be delivered to the airline by September 2019. With the deliveries EVA Air will retire its five remaining
747-400 Freighters by the end of 2019. (Bangkok -Suvarnabhumi, 29 November 2017, Marielle Kokmeijer)

United Kingdom

AerCap and Virgin Atlantic has signed a lease agreement for
four former Air Berlin A330-200s. The planes are to arrive
from March and will be used to cover for critical mainte-
nance of the airline’s B787-9s. The planes will be mainly used
out of Manchester and will free up A330-300s and B747-400s
which will move to Heathrow. The airline is also taking back
on of its stored A340-600s to help keep the capacity in order
while the B787-9s are having their downtime.

Africa

Algeria

Air Algerie is thinking about which plane is to replace its
fleet of ATR72-500s. Nothing has been decided, but they are
looking at either new ATR72-600s, or going in another direc-
tion with C-Series from Bombardier or E-Jets from Embraer.
Egypt

Despite EgyptAir signing a Lol with Bombardier for twelve
C-Series, the Egyptian government has re-entered negotia-
tions with Russia about possible orders for the SSJ and MC-21
which would also be for EgyptAir.

ALC and FlyEgypt signed a lease-agreement for two B737-
800s. The first one should already been delivered, whilst the
second one is due to arrive this month.

Ethiopia

Chorus Aviation and Ethiopian Airlines signed a lease-agree-
ment for two DHC-8-400s. Both planes have been newly
ordered by Chorus at Bombardier and been delivered while
you read this Scramble.

Ghana

Africa World Airlines is expanding its fleet with two ERJ190s
later this year. With the arrival of these two new planes the
airline is also still planning to add at least one A319 to its
fleet.

Starbow Airlines has suspended all operations after its recent
delivered ATR72 veered off the runway at Accra on 25 Novem-
ber. The ATR was only delivered three days earlier.

Mauritania

Mauritania Airlines has taken delivery of its first B737MAXS,
making it the first operator in Africa of the type. You don’t
have to travel to Mauritania to spot the plane as the airline
has announced that it will use it on the airline’s flights to
Paris-Charles de Gaulle.

Morocco

Boeing and Royal Air Maroc announced that the airline has
ordered four B787-9s. Two of those were already ordered in
2016, but listed under unidentified. The first new Dreamliner
is expected this year.

Mozambique

As a replacement for the previous three leased DHC-8-400s,
LAM, is seeking to lease two DHC-8-400s. With these two
planes LAM hopes to reduce the capacity shortage its having.
Nigeria

If you still have some change laying around you can think of
investing in Med-View Airlines as the airline is seeking $50
million to secure the acquisition of B777-planes.

South Africa

ASL Aviation Holdings has sold its majority of Safair to
Airlink. ASL will continue to be a minority shareholder in
the Airlink Group. Both carriers will continue to operate its
various brands and franchises.

CemAir has firmed up its order for two DHC-8-400s and
placed an additional order for another two of the type. The
airline announced the orders when taking delivery of its first
leased DHC-8-400.

Zambia

The government has announced that it will restart the
national airline Zambia Airways in time for the 54 celebra-
tion of independence on 24 October. Ethiopian Airlines is sup-
porting the restart of the company and will probably supply
the new airline with DHC-8-400 and B737-aircraft.

Zimbabwe

Air Zimbabwe wants to acquire another three MA-60s which,
once delivered, will take its fleet of the type to six.

Asia
India
Airbus and IndiGo Airlines are in talks about a possible order
for widebody aircraft. The possible order could be for up to

fifty planes and the chance of the order happening is around
50-50.

Kazakhstan

SMBC and Air Astana signed a lease-agreement for four addi-
tional A320neos. The first of those is expected at the end of
2019.
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Qazag Air has purchased two more Dash 8-400s to add to its
fleet of three. Expected deliveries are in 2019.

Malaysia

flyGlobal Charter, which currently operates two B777-200ER
on ACMI-operations, is looking to expand its fleet with
another eight B777-200ERs. It hopes to have the fleet of ten
planes in operation by 2021.

Section-regular Malaysia Airlines decided to put back its
fleet of six A380s into regular service, as no buyer has been
found for these aircraft. Although some are expected to be
reconfigured from its current 496-seat layout to 700 (!) seats,
dedicating all six whales for charter and Islamic pilgrimage
operations is too inefficient. Besides keeping the A380 on
the Heathrow service, expect to see the A380 at Melbourne,
Seoul, Sydney and Tokyo-Narita.

Mongolia

A new airline in the planning in the country is Mongolian
Airways International. The new airline is planning to operate
a mix of Boeing 737s and either DHC-8s or ATRs on domestic
and international operations. Mongolian Airways hopes to
start flying in March.

South Korea

By 2020 Air Busan hopes to have introduced the A321neo in
its fleet. No news from where the new planes will come from
is currently known.

Air Incheon will lease one B767 Freighter from Air Transport
Services Group (ABX Air and ATI), with an option for a second
one. The B767F is expected to be delivered in 2018.

Fleet renewal plans at T'way Airlines as the airline has con-
firmed that its planning to acquire up to eight B737MAX8s
and hopes to have those in operation by 2020. Five years later
the airline wants to have fifty aircraft in its fleet, including
ten widebodies.

Thailand

A new start-up is Khonkaen Airlines, a joint-venture between
the Phongsavanh Group of Laos, the Mekong Group from Sin-
gapore and Khon Kaen chamber of commerce in Thailand.

Latin America

Argentina

Aerolineas Argentinas will issue a RFP with Airbus, Boeing,
Bombardier and Embraer this month in which the airline
seeks a replacement for its fleet of twenty ERJ190s. The whole
selection process is expected to take at least five months. The
airline has also announced that it will phase out two of its
four A340-300s this year and the last two in 2019.

Colombia

Viva Air has upgraded its MoU with Airbus for 35 A320neos
and fifteen A321s into orders. The aircraft will be split
between VivaColombia and VivaPerd. The first deliveries will
be from the second half of 2018.

Middle-East

Kuwait

azeera Airways is in talks with Airbus, Boeing, Bombardier
and Embraer about a possible order. The airline is studying
the possibilities of adding either the A320neo-family, the
B737MAX-family, the C-Series or ERJ-E2. A final decision is
expected shortly. Currently the airline operates seven A320s,
with a further two to be delivered in February. Five to six
A320s are also to arrive until 2022.

Qatar

Airbus and Qatar Airways agreed on the conversion of the
airline’s order for fifty A320neos into fifty A321neos. The
planes are set to arrive from next year.

Saudi Arabia

Airbus and Boeing are both in the running for an order
from flyadeal. A possible order would be for the A321neo or
B737MAX9 and could be for up to fifty planes. The airline
wants to use the new planes to grow with eight to ten planes
ayear.

North America

Mexico
Synergy Aerospace is set to acquire up to 49% of the shares
in Aeromar Airlines and will rename the airline into Avianca

Sundair is a new German start-up airline. The airline was founded in 2016 in the city of Stralsund on the Baltic coast, but its primary base is
Kassel-Calden in central Germany. Besides this airport the airline operates charter flights from various German airports to holiday destina-
tions including Fuerteventura, Gran Canaria, Heraklion, Hurghada, Palma de Mallorca and Tenerifa. The airline is partly owned (50%) by tour
operator Shauinsland-Reisen and currently operates a fleet of two Airbus A320s, which were acquired form TAM Brasil. D-ASEF is one of them

On 21 November 2017 we learned that this Bristol freighter, that used to be hotel room near Wellington
(NZ), was onboard a cargo ship heading for the UK. Its new destination will be the aviation museum at
Bristol Filton Airport, Aerospace Bristol, which opened its doors on 17 October 2017. If all went accord-
ing to schedule the Bristol should have arrived on 27 December.

Rob de Man of Classic Wings took former Aviodrome based South Coastal Airways Dakota G-DAKK to
Weeze Airport in 2015 for a complete restoration to airworthy condition. Unfortunately the project did not
succeed but the airframe is not lost as on 6 December it was transported overnight to the “Oorlogsmu-
seum” in Overloon, the Netherlands. Here during 2018 the airplane will be prepared for static display,
with the help of Aviodrome volunteers.

Confederate Air Force, we reported this airframe was purchased with a very quick fundraising action
in Scramble 434. The airplane has since been receiving a lot of attention by the crews of Basler Turbo
Conversions. By December 2017 it came out for its first engine test run (still piston engine!). This air-
plane was a leader in the D-Day invasion in 1944, named That's all Brother. And now 75 years later will
be taking part in the big D-Day memorial planned for June 2019.

For almost 55 years AVRO Lancaster KB882 has been on display in the open, serving as a landmark in Edmundston, near the border between
Quebec and New Brunswick. In Scramble 331 we announced that the aircraft’s future was finally being secured. City officials of Edmundston
had voted to transfer their aging Lancaster bomber to the National Air Force Museum in Trenton. There the bomber was going to be restored to
static condition. KB882 was one of 430 Lancasters built at Malton (Ont). It flew eleven missions near the end of the war, and was then returned
to Canada to serve with the Royal Canadian Air Force. On this photo taken at Edmunston by Alexander Lutz on 24 August 2017, nothing has
happened yet. Since then KB882 has been dismantled and trucked to Trenton where the various components had arrived by early November.

Netherlands

In Scramble 462 we reported on Vickers Supermarine Spitfire
Mk.XVIe TB885 (CBAF.10917) which is owned by Dutchman
Frits van Eerd. On 5 December it was taken up in the British
registry as G-CKUE. The fighter flew with No.322 (Dutch)
squadron RAF and is already finished in its historic colours
with original squadron code 3W-V. The fuselage was mated
to its port wing in Biggin Hill’s workshop on 21 December.

Australia

Recently Reevers announced that it has acquired a genuine
North American B-25D-20 Mitchell, USAAF 41-30816 (87-
8981). This bomber was assigned to 18 Sqn NEIAF as N5-161,
entering service on 24 September 1943. N5-161 was adorned
with the name ‘Mississippi Dream’ which was painted on the
port side under the cockpit. The name is a likely reference
to the Jackson, Mississippi airfield, where the Royal Neth-
erlands Military had a flying school unit located. From this
base, aircrews were trained to fly the B-25 Mitchell before
being sent to Australia or UK for combat operations. It is
known that ‘Mississippi Dream’ suffered a nose gear collapse
landing at Drysdale Airfield on either 7/8 December 1943.
The aircraft was reported to have suffered extensive damage
but luckily the crew were not injured. It was considered to
be unrepairable and written off. After removal of the cockpit
instruments, engines and other useful airframe components,
the empty hulk was left to rot near the end of the Drysdale
runway. Reevers finally acquired the remains in late 2017
and brought them to South Australia. The aircraft will be
used for patterns and eventually be displayed in a -as found
condition- diorama.

Denmark

A reservation for the registration OY-FUD was made for a
Noorduyn built AT-16 Harvard 1IB (14-486) on 6 December.
The Harvard has an interesting history as it served the RCAF
as FE752 before going to Sweden. The Swedes have their own
designation system and that is why they called it an Sk16A.
It carried the military serial Fv16068, until it was taken up in
the Swedish Air Force Heritage Flight as SE-FUD. Obviously
the Harvard is now destined for Denmark where Mr. Sgren
Andersen of Lunderskov will become the new owner.

France

The airport of La Baule is the base of an organisation called
the Musée Aéronautique Presqu’lle Cote d’Amour, for which
we prefer the abbreviation MAPICA. The volunteers of this
museum have made good progress in the restoration of a
North American NA-64-P2 Yale, N4574Y (64-2214). The trainer
is a former Canadian (RCAF 3450) which restoration was initi-
ated by the Commemorative Air Force in Harlingen/Midland
(TX). CAF owned the aircraft from 1983 to 2008. N4574Y will
be finished in the colours of ‘112’, an original French Yale,
which was assembled in Escoublac in early 1940.

Germany

Meier Motors achieved another milestone on 22 November!
On this day their beautiful Fiat G.59-4B project D-FIAT made
its first flight after a long period of time. Everything worked
fine and the aircraft was landed safely by chief pilot Achim
Meier after a quick round over the Rhine valley. After the
usual sequence of test flights D-FIAT will be handed over to its
new private owner also at Bremgarten. This trainer was built
in 1950 and flown by the Italian Air Force as MM53278 with
code RS-25. After its service life had ended, it was acquired
by Australian Guido Zuccoli who sent the plane to the USA. It
was restored to flying condition as NX59B by Sanders Aero-
nautics and named ‘Ciao Bella’. The Fiat was then shipped
to Australia and flown by the Zuccoli family as VH-LIX until
October 2015. It was then sold to a new, now German, owner.

It is still eighteen months ahead, but nonetheless worth men-
tioning: the Berlin Airlift 70 commemoration in June 2019.
More than 25 owners of historic propliners (mainly Dakotas)
have expressed their intention of being part of this event.
The unique fleet of historic aircraft will be present at fly-
inns at Wiesbaden (10-12 June 2019), Fassberg (12-15 June)
and finally Berlin (15-18 June). Of course the organisers hope
the participation of the world’s only flying C-97 ‘Angel of
Deliverance’.

United Kingdom

On 24 November two-seater Hispano HA-1112-M4L Buchon
G-AWHC (40/2) made its first post-restoration flight from
Sywell. After all the hard work put in by Air Leasing Ltd,
it was the first flight of this aircraft since October 1968. As
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most of you may know, this aircraft was flown with the same
British registration during the filming of the ‘Battle of Britain’
cinema movie as Luftwaffe ‘11 rd’. After the filming ended,
the aircraft was acquired by American Connie Edwards as
payment for his flying activities. Registered as N1109G it
was shipped to the USA in February 1969 and stored ever
since. It returned to Sywell this year and regained its original
British registration 12 June. During the restoration a newly
constructed Bf109 ‘greenhouse’ style canopy was installed
with the primary reason being occupant safety. The original
Hispano ‘blown’ type cockpit has no ability to jettison and
also significantly reduces the roll-over protection for pilot
and passenger. This original installation, therefore, would
not be acceptable for passenger carrying, in the UK, due to
the increased risk involved in its use. It is however stored for
the future.

Classic Wings is a Duxford based company known for pleas-
ure flights with their fleet of Dragon Rapides and Tiger
Moths. They have recently welcomed a new aircraft to their
fleet, Noorduyn built AT-16 Harvard 1B (14-726) G-BDAM.
After its career in the RAF as FE992 ended, the trainer
became G-BDAM for the first time in April 1975. ‘Alpha-Mike’
remained Duxford based until being exported to Canada as
C-GFLR in 2003. Owned by well-known Ed Russell, FE992 was
flown in RCAF livery with code ‘ER-992’. In this, ‘ER’ obviously
refers to its owner. Restored to the UK register as G-BDAM in
January the aircraft had a complete ground-up restoration.
To honour its previous owner it retains the RCAF livery and
code ‘ER-992’.

Vickers Supermarine Spitfire Mk.Vc EE602 (G-IBSY) arrived
at Duxford on 20 November. After more than three years of
restoration by the Biggin Hill Heritage Hangar, the first flight
of this Spitfire took place there on 15 May 2015 with Peter
Monk at the controls. It wears the markings EE602 / DV-V
from 129 (Mysore) Sqn RAF. It carries the authentic inscrip-
tion ‘Central Railways Uruguayan Staff’ on the port side of
the fuselage to replicate the markings it wore as a presenta-
tion aircraft donated by the British Community in Uruguay.
On the starboard side below the cockpit the name ‘Mabel’ is
painted in small lettering. It has recently returned to Biggin
Hill but will become a ‘regular’ at Duxford. The fighter has
been acquired by Anglia Aircraft Restorations, already
owners of Sea Fury SR661 (G-CBEL) and Mustang ‘Miss Velma’
(G-TFsI).

The Montrose Air Station Heritage Centre has acquired an
Avro Anson for their collection. The transport, serialed

TX226, is a Mk. C19 built at Yeadon in 1946. It was part of
the Classic Air Force and is currently stored near Coventry
airport. It should arrive at Montrose early in 2018 where it
will undergo a rebuild by a team of the centre’s volunteer
engineers in their new restoration workshop.

TX226 is the second acquisition of an important WWII aircraft
for the Heritage Centre within one year. In March the Herit-
age centre took delivery of DG590, a Miles M.2H Hawk Major,
one of only two examples of the type in Britain. The Hawk
was acquired from the RAF Museum Reserve Collection.

For many years the Kent Battle of Britain Museum in Hawk-
inge has been searching for a Blenheim/Bollingbroke air-
frame, akey aircraft in the Battle of Britain next to Hurricanes
and Spitfires. Now the staff has finally found one, or actually
four Bolingbroke airframes originating from Canada. This
static restoration project is based on the fuselage of RCAF
Bolingbroke 9893, which will be combined with parts of the
other airframes. The main bulk of the project was delivered
to Hawkinge on the 6 December, having departed Duxford
earlier that morning. The wings in the project are from
the first Blenheim to fly (G-MKI1V) which suffered a forced
landing shortly after returning to flight. The aircraft will be
restored as a Blenheim Mk IV with the long nose. The nose
itself will be arriving from Canada in the next few months.

Destined for the local Gnat Team, Folland Gnat XR537 (FL548)
arrived at North Weald on 12 December. The tiny trainer,
registered G-NATY is in full Red Arrows colours, and came
from Hurn by truck. After assembly of the airframe, the first
engine run was carried out on 21 December.

United States

The Mangic Foundation is a welfare organisation that sup-
ports a.o. injured ex-servicemen and women. They have
recently taken up reservations for three OV-10D Broncos.
Former BuNo 155446 is now N10957 (305-57), BuNo 155483 is
N373SV (305-94) and BuNo 155493 is now N97854 (303-104).
BuNo 155493 was delivered to VAL-4 at NAS North Island on
1 February 1969 and was soon sent to Vietnam. It arrived at
Vung Tau on 6 April 1969 and flew to Binh Thuy two days
later. The last USMC unit to use this Bronco was VMO-1, which
delivered it to AMARG on 24 June 1993. From March 2006 to
March 2009 the aircraft was owned by the US Department of
State and used as source of spare parts. Until January 2015 the
Bronco was registered to the National Viet Nam Museum Inc.

280ct08  G692/UN-477 Mi-17V5 288M03  wlo
Two crew members were slightly injured on this day when a
UNOCI (United Nations Operation in Céte d’Ivoire) Mi-17 hel-
icopter (UN-477, and operated by the Ghana Air Force) from
Bouaké, crashed in Danané. On the approach to the Danané
helipad, the chopper lost tail rotor authority. The aircrew’s
swift decision to execute a forced landing allowed for the
survival of all onboard with only minor injuries, while the
helicopter was written off due to extensive damage. A total
of six people were on the flight when the accident happened.
The injured were initially evacuated to Danané hospital and
UNOCI sent a helicopter from Daloa to Danané to assist with
evacuation of the injured.

09feb16 4172/GCH SA342M1 2172 wlo
Having tried several attempts to land at Madama, Niger, in
the hours of darkness (using NVGs, or Night Vision Goggles)
the pilots of this ALAT Gazelle (with radio call sign F-MGCH)
chose to land somewhere else, without any pyro lights. While
coming in to land they misjudged the height above ground
and made a hard landing. This resulted in the pilots receiving
minor injuries and the Aviation Légére de '’Armée de Terre
SA342 being a write off,

25nov17 9G-SBF ATR72-212A 743 dam
Starbow Airlines flight $9-104, from Accra-Kotoka to Kumasi,
suffered a runway excursion during take-off from Accra. It
commenced the take-off roll from runway 21 during heavy
rainfall and apparently veered off the left side of the runway
until the no.1 engine hit the perimeter fence, located about
140 m to the left of the runway edge. All propeller blades of
the no.1 engine were damaged with some prop tips severed
after impacting barbed wire. One passenger sustained minor
injuries.

The Stal-M Colibri crashed under unknown circumstances
near Shinovka, Kirsanovsky district, Tambov Region, killing
both occupants. The wreckage of the helicopter was found
the following morning. The Russian oligarch and the CEO of
Stal-M, Vladimir Danilchenko, and the pilot both perished.

29novl7 YR-DEX AS350B3 4289 dam

A Russian private Legacy 500 sustained substantial damage
in an accident at Paris-Le Bourget Airport, after having left
Moscow-Domodedovo earlier that morning. It landed on
runway 27, about 06:56 hour’s local time, but touched down
hard, causing the right main landing gear to puncture the
wing. The aircraft came to rest on the edge of the runway.

The pilot of the Dunca Expeditii AS350 had reportedly landed
on the snow covered ground near the base of the Borlova
1 ski run at the Muntele Mic ski resort, near Caransebes,
Romania. The chopper was blown over after having briefly
been left unattended by the pilot, who reportedly went to
retrieve something from his car.

01decl7 Mi-25 w/o

A Tara Air Twin Otter, intending to fly from Simikot to
Surkhet (both in Nepal) was accelerating for take-off from
Simikot’s runway 28 when the aircraft went off the runway
and came to stop on soft ground. The aircraft was substan-
tially damaged, with five occupants receiving serious injuries
and eleven only minor ones. It was carrying thirteen police-
men who had assisted an election, with two flight crew and
a flight attendant.

A Singapore Airlines Boeing 777 was being towed from a
remote parking bay to Terminal 3 at Singapore-Changi Inter-
national Airport when the tow truck caught fire. The fire was
put out by the ARFF (Aircraft Rescue and Fire Fighting) crews,
but the lower forward fuselage of the Boeing was covered
in soot. The technician who was on the flight deck at the
time of the incident evacuated the aircraft. It hasn’t flown
since according to FlightRadar, so we can assume the Boeing
received quite some damage.

29novl7 N700FA G150 278 dam
A Robinson R44-11 (N744WT 11489) lost its tail while trying to
land on a trailer at New Orleans (LA), went out of control and
crashed onto the wing of a parked Gulfstream G150. The R44’s
rotor broke apart, flew all around and missed several people.
Amazingly the pilot of the Robinson was unhurt, but the Jet
Flight Gulfstream was not so lucky and received substantial
damage.

Syrian Mount Hermon rebels reportedly downed a Syrian
Arab Air Force Mi-25, using a 9K38 IGLA System. The Mi was
transporting three passengers at the time, all of whom were
killed, plus the pilot.

04decl7 N500KR Beech C90 LJ-708 dam
While approaching Chicago-Rockford Airport (IL), the pilot
reported fuel pump problems. On final, the private twin
engine aircraft apparently stalled and crashed short of
runway threshold. All four occupants were slightly injured
and the aircraft was damaged beyond repair as it broke in
two.

05decl7? N2996Q AT-6G 168-175 dam
The Protocom Aviation AT-6G Texan (allocated USAAF serial
49-3071 but actually flew as C.6-195 with the Ejército del Aire)
experienced a nose-over upon landing at Hampton Roads
Executive Airport, near Norfolk (VA). The vintage military
airplane sustained substantial damage and the sole pilot
onboard was not injured.

06decl7 HB-ZOI AS350B3 8410 dam
Heli-TV’s Ecureuil sustained a lot of damage after it crashed
during a cargo hook mission near Gordola, Locarno, Ticino,
Switzerland, and ended on its side. Nobody was injured.
06decl? N47536 PA-34-200T 34-7770412 dam
A Piper Seneca of Angel Aviation had its gear collapse during
landing at Glendale (AZ), which resulted in a fuel spill and
substantial damage.

07decl7 N4494A Beech 58 TH-30 wlo
Following a loss of engine power, the private Beech Baron
impacted a field during an attempted return to the point of
departure at Henry E. Rohlsen Airport, near Christiansted
St.Croix, US Virgin Islands. The engine caught fire before it
was able to attempt a landing. The airplane sustained unre-
ported but apparent substantial damage and the pilot and

07decl7? RA-07277 AS350B3 4514  wlo
The pilot of the CHP Holding Ecureuil reported technical
problems and his intention to proceed for an emergency
landing on the frozen surface of Bratsk dam, near Chistiy,
Bratsk district. Search and rescue operations were started
immediately to locate the possible crash site, but was sus-
pended with night fall. On 11 December fragments of the
unlucky chopper were discovered completely frozen in the
Angara River. There were no traces of both occupants and
divers were exploring the crash site underwater.

08decl7? A7-AIB A321-231 4382 wlo
A Qatar Airways Airbus A321 was parked at a remote stand
at Doha-Hamad International Airport for maintenance, con-
cerning the inflight entertainment system and SATCOM
antenna, when at about 06:50 local time a fire broke out in the
cabin. That burned through the roof of the aircraft before the
fire could be extinguished. There were no injuries, the air-
craft sustained substantial damage and possibly needs to be
written off (hence we list it as such for now).

08decl7 N19LW Beech C90 LJ-991 wio
The Beech 90 of L3 Airline Academy impacted the waters
of Lake Harney, south-east of the intended destination of
Orlando-Sanford International Airport (FL). Seminole County
deputies said the plane was reportedly flying low before it
crashed into the water. The airplane was destroyed and the
three occupants onboard were fatally injured.

10dec17 461 Grob G120TP 11101 wilo
A Grob trainer of the Royal Jordanian Air Force, delivered
between November 2016 and March 2017, crashed inverted
in Blila, Jerash, Jordan. The two pilots onboard managed to
bail out before impact.

10decl7 1236 TP-1 Oryx 36 wlo
The SAAF (South African Air Force) lost this locally built Puma
(named TP-1 Oryx) when it crashed after a wire strike near
the N1 highway near Paarl. All eight onboard were injured.
The wires were only recently put up and not marked on any
map.

10decl7 N7529S Aerostar 601 61-0161-082 dam
The private Aerostar 601 crashed about a mile and a half
west of Miami Executive Airport (FL). Shortly after take-off,
while in the initial climb, the twin engine aircraft went out
of control and crashed in a field. The aircraft was destroyed
and the pilot was killed.

11decl7 Beech 200 w/o
A Beech King Air was found burnt by law enforcement offic-
ers at La Higuera Gualaco, Honduras. It had been used for
transporting drugs. Thirteen packages containing cocaine
were confiscated.

13decl7 C-GWEA ATR42-320 240 wlo
A West Wind Aviation ATR42, performing flight WEW280
from Fond-du-Lac (Sask.) to Stony Rapids (Sask.) was in the
initial climb out of Fond-du-Lac at about 18:15 local time
when the aircraft lost height and impacted terrain, about
one kilometre past the runway. All occupants survived, albeit
with serious and minor injuries.

13decl7 FAE-1371 Cheetah w/o
The Fuerza Aérea Ecuatoriana lost an Atlas Cheetah during a
training flight, when it came down near Duran-Biloche, near
Taura airbase. The pilot managed to eject safely. The Atlas
Cheetah is a South African fighter aircraft developed for the
South African Air Force (SAAF), and currently only operated
by the FAE. It was developed as a major upgrade of the Das-

sault Mirage 3 by the Atlas Aircraft Corporation (later Denel
Aviation) in South Africa and is based on the IAI Kfir.

14decl7 OE-FWD Ce510 510-0049 wlo
A Cessna Citation Mustang of Skytaxi Luftfahrt impacted
wooded terrain at Sieberatsreute in Germany, killing all
three onboard. The aircraft was approaching Friedrichshafen
Airport at night and amidst poor weather, and came down
about sixteen kilometres north-east of the airport. The cir-
cumstances why it crashed are not known, but a CFIT (Con-
trolled Flight Into Terrain) sounds like a good fit.

14decl7 C-GOHS AS350B3 3240 wilo
Four people were killed after the Hydro One Networks Ecureuil
crashed north of Tweed (Ont.). HON workers were perform-
ing maintenance on a hydro tower all week, with helicopters
going back and forth, and sometimes landing on a field on the
property or dropping workers off at the tower. An Ornge air
ambulance was dispatched with a second air ambulance soon
after, but both were later called off. The Air Force dispatched
a helicopter and Hercules from CFB Trenton. Exactly what
happened is unclear.

15decl7 SU-BLD Beech 58 w/o
The Beech Baron of Egyptian Aviation Academy crashed
under unknown circumstances north of Qaroun lake, Faiyum,
Egypt. The pilot and two trainees died in the crash. The Min-
istry of Civil Aviation said that an aircraft crashed due to a
sudden malfunction mid-air, which prompted the pilot to
attempt an emergency landing in a desert area, twenty kilo-
metres away from 6th of October Airport.

16decl7 905 AS350B3 4699 wlo
All six onboard this Fuerza Aérea Hondurefia Ecureuil per-
ished when it crashed under unknown circumstances at the
Yerbabuena Mountain. It was enroute to Soto Cano Air Base.
18decl7 67 MiG-29A 2960526367/3814  wlo
A Polish Air Force MiG-29 crashed near its home base of
Minsk Mazowiecki. It was on the approach to the base when
contact was lost. The Polish State Forest Service searched for
two hours in the nearby forests and located the pilot who
luckily survived the ejection. He was taken to a hospital in
Warsaw. Until the cause of the accident has been investigated
all MiG-29 flights are suspended.

19decl7 RA-01460 TVS-2MS 1623151 wio
An Antonov TVS-2MS (which is a turboprop conversion
of the An-2 by the Siberian Aeronautical Research Insti-
tute (SibNIA)) of Naryan-Mar Aviation Enterprise crashed
moments after take-off from Naryan-Mar Airport, Nenets
Region. Four out of the thirteen people onboard (two crew
and eleven passengers) perished, with the others receiv-
ing various injuries.

20decl7? HK-4417 Ce402C 402C0020 dam
During a take-off attempt from Bahia Solano Airport, Colom-
bia, the Aeroejecutivos de Antioquia Cessna 402 failed to lift,
overran the departure runway and ended up in the bushes,
sustaining damage. It appears a landing gear collapse was
to blame for the incident. Suffice to say the nine persons
onboard never reached their intended destination of Quibdé-
El Caraiio Airport.

21decl7 ZS-HLI UH-1D 5272 dam
Former 66-00789 of the US Army, now operating for Work On
Fire in South Africa, crashed during a training exercise near
Bredasdorp, Western Cape, and received substantial damage.
The pilot sustained minor injuries, as well as one person on
the ground.

21decl7 S-70A w/o
IS terrorists destroyed an Egypt Air Force S-70A Desert Hawk
which was on the ground at Al-Arish Military Airport in
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Egypt’s Sinai Peninsula, having used a 9M133 Kornet ATGM
(Anti-Tank Guided Missile) launcher and achieved a direct
hit. It supposedly happened during the Egyptian Interior and
Defense ministers visit to this base.

23decl7 P2-ISM BN-2A 227 wio
A Britten-Norman Islander of North Coast Aviation impacted
steep and heavily timbered terrain, at an elevation of 9,500ft
onaridge on the Yalumet side of the Saidor Gap area, in Papua
New Guinea. The pilot survived the accident and contacted
the operator by radio. The extent of his injuries is not known.
A rescue helicopter located the pilot at the crash scene, but
the weather was not suitable for a safe rescue attempt. The
helicopter was communicating with the pilot by SMS text,
telling him he would be picked up the following day. At least
he made it home for Christmas!

24decl7 DQ-TAM DHC-2 1433 dam
An investigation has been launched by the Civil Aviation
Authority of Fiji (CAAF) to determine how this Turtle Airways
Beaver sank in waters off Nadi while trying to take-off. It sank
after it encountered problems during take-off at Wailoaloa.
All six occupants were safely rescued and given the neces-
sary attention by Turtle Airways management and staff, The
authorities were waiting for high tide and possibly salvage of
the submerged aircraft.

24decl7 N247AT Ce340 3400214  wlo
All five occupants (the pilot (70), his two daughters (24 and
26), the husband of one daughter (27), and a family friend,
(a woman of 32)) of the Aviation Transportation Cessna 340
were killed when it impacted terrain during take-off from
Bartow Municipal Airport’s runway 27R (FL). It was partially
consumed by the post-impact fire. Weather (fog) may have
been a factor to the accident.

25decl7 NH90TTH w/o
The NH90 of the Royal Air Force of Oman impacted the
ground during a training mission for unknown reasons at
Musannah Air Base. The navigator died, two pilots suffered
minor injures. The NH90’s are based at RAFO Musannah, so
it is possible that the helicopter took off from there as well.
27decl? Yak-130 w/o

27decl? Yak-130 w/o
During a night mission in the country’s Cox’s Bazar district,
292 kilometres south-east of the capital Dhaka, the Yak-130s
of the Bangladesh Air Force collided with each other and
burst into flames. Luckily all four pilots ejected safely. They

belonged to 21sq, based at Chittagong/M.A. Hannan Interna-
tion, Zahurul-Haque air base.

26decl7 2139 L-39 wio
A Syrian Arab Air Force L-39 Albatros was shot down by rebels
while conducting a combat mission over Um Haratain village.
Sadly the pilot was killed.

27decl7 N525KT Ce525A 525A0058 dam
The pilot and passenger of the Van E Aviation CJ2 escaped
without injuries after the Citation Jet suffered substantial
damage during a runway excursion after landing on runway
20 at Michigan City Airport (IN). It travelled 75 metres across
the grass after leaving the 1,250 metres long asphalt runway
and crossed a road. It went through a guardrail, ripping off
the left hand wing and its undercarriage, before stopping in
a snow covered field.

27decl7 VP-BZE Falcon 7X 14 dam
This Stork Falcon 7X received quite some damage after
strong winds at Malta-Luqa airport blew it off the chocks
with the Falcon ploughing through a perimeter fence and
onto the road before crashing into a building. No injuries
were reported at the incident in Hal-Farrug. The Dassault was
parked on apron 4, close to the Lufthansa Technik facility,
and is operated on behalf of British politician and business-
man Lord Michael Ashcroft, a former deputy chairman of the
Conservative Party.

27decl7 256 PT-6 wlo
A Nanchang PT-6 of the Sudanese Air Force’s Aeronautics
College impacted desert terrain east of Port-Sudan, follow-
ing a technical failure. It was destroyed and the sole pilot
onboard, a cadet of the college on his training flight, was
fatally injured.

27decl? F-ODLF Beech G58 TH-310 dam
A Beech Baron of Mascafly made a belly landing due to a
malfunction of the landing gear, at Pierrefonds Airport,
Saint-Pierre, Réunion. The pilot and five passengers were
uninjured, while the Beech received quite some damage.

Koninklijke Luchtmacht (AF)

Following increased funding for the years until 2022, the
Dutch MoD has expressed their intention to increase speed
(again) on the MQ-9 Reaper introduction for Leeuwarden and
the resurrection of 306sq. According to the current timeline
four Reapers are to be delivered and ready for use in 2020.
Given the ready to use qualification it is likely that delivery
could be earlier than 2020.

From Eindhoven-based 334sq came confirmation that
Gulfstream IV V-11 will remain in service until 31 December
2018. With the Dutch Government’s decision to purchase a
B737-700 BBJ1 to replace the PH-KBX Fokker 70, funds for a
dedicated replacement of the Gulfstream vanished.

The MoD also confirmed that the retrofit upgrade program
for the six current 298sq and 302sq CH-47F helicopters was
signed with Boeing Helicopters mid-December 2017. From
2021 the retrofitted Fox-Chinooks will be re-delivered to DHC
and find their way back to 298sq and 302sq. Around that time
the twelve CH-47Fs ordered are also expected to have been
delivered.

Two duals made the news section this month. The Orange
Jumper (J-066) because of a landing mishap at Eindhoven
on 22 November 2017.

By useful parts you can
think of the engines, instruments and electronic equipment.

The career of CHO8 started in January 1973 with its delivery
to 15 wing/20 squadron, entering service on 1 February. Its
best known career remark is a landing mishap in Mogadishu
Somalia in November 1992.

Really though mothers are the Su-25s of the Bulgarian Air
Force.

No more than five or six aircraft are operational
at any given time but it seems that the operational fleet is
drawn from a pool of about ten single-seaters and four two-
seaters.

Great news comes from this cash-strapped air force. Four and
ahalfyear after the last two Mi-24Ps were retired from service
the Hungarian MoD has decided to restore part of the Mi-24
fleet. In total twelve helicopters are due to be overhauled in
Russia including six Mi-24Vs and six Mi-24Ps. Eight of them
have already departed for Russia in late November / early
December including the six Mi-24Ps and two Mi-24Vs.

In 1995 the German government donated twelve Mi-24Ds
and the six Mi-24Ps to Hungary, all coming out of the retired
NVA-inventory. All were placed in storage after arriving in
Hungary but in 2003/2004 it was decided to overhaul the
Mi-24Ps at the Danubian Aircraft Company at Tékol. However,
the company went bankrupt after two of the helicopters
were overhauled. It is interesting that the Mi-24Ps were
virtually brand new aircraft as they were delivered to the
NVA in November/December 1989 less than a year before
the collapse of the DDR. Therefore the Mi-24Ps had as little as
50-150 flying hours when the NVA was disbanded. However,
the Mi-24s remained airworthy until September 1994 when
they were finally retired. Having been in outside storage
ever since, the helicopters were showing their previous
NVA-identities when they were transported from Szolnok to
Kecskemet by truck with both their former serials becoming
visible again. Airframes 335, 336, 711 and 720 departed by
An-124 RA-82047 on 22 November 2017. Former NVA 358,
361, 415 and 444 departed by the same An-124 on 2 December

Apart from 707, the tiger Su-22UM-3K, no more camouflaged
Su-22s were seen over the past year and our database is
showing that the last notes of the non-grey aircraft are fading
away. It is therefore safe to assume which fourteen single-
seaters have been withdrawn from service. As a matter of
fact it appears that they were put aside already as long as
two years ago, probably gradually as they ran out of hours.
Yet one Su-22M-4 has still not been seen in the grey c/s, we
believe that 3920 is a strong candidate. All six remaining
two-seaters were due to be overhauled but only three have
been seen so far, including 707 in the tiger ¢/s. Those listed
below are the survivors and due to remain in service for the
foreseeable future:

Other than expected the aircraft were not assigned
to Escadrila 861 Aviatie Lupta operating the MiG-21 Lancer
but to a “new” squadron, Escadrila 53 Vanatoare. Escadrila
861 Aviatie Lupta, which moved from Borcea to Mihail Kogal-
niceanu a few years ago to enable upgrades of their home base
Borcea, is still at MK operating their original complement of
nine MiG-21MF LanceR-Cs and three MiG-21UM LanceR-Bs.

With the number of active LanceRs being rather stable with
six LanceR-Bs and twenty LanceR-Cs since the retirement
of the LanceR-A a couple of years ago, it was a surprise that
a “new” LanceR-B emerged from overhaul at Bacau in May
2017. The aircraft, former MiG-21UM 071, was last confirmed
active in 2011 and was in storage at Campia Turzii from at
least September 2012 to September 2015, It replaced either
172 or 9516 which have not been seen for a while now.
Another two-seater that was last seen active in 2011 was 061.
The aircraft was last noted with Flotila 95 Aeriana, which
ceased operating the MiG-21 around 2012, and was seen test
flying freshly painted on 6 December 2017 at Bacau. It will
probably replace one of the two-seaters with Esc.711 or 861
that have ran out of hours. Also at least two LanceR-Cs (5801
may17 and 6807 sep17) emerged from repairs and respray at
Bacau during the course of 2017. It is probably a sign that
they will need the MiG-21s for some time to come which is
great news!

Letecky Gtvar MV SR (GV)

When Czechoslovakia fell apart in 1993 the Slovak Republic
inherited one Tu-154M (OM-BYO) and two Yak-40s (OM-BYE
and OM-BYL) out of the inventory of the Stétn{ letecky ttvar,
the government flying service. One additional Tu-154 (OM-
BYR) was delivered from Russia in 1998. Over the past two
years the Slovak government retired their Soviet era VIP
transports in favour of second-hand western types. The
Tu-154 made a final public appearance at the NATO Days at
Ostrava-Mosnov and made its final flight on 27 September
2017 when it was transferred to Kosice for preservation in the
local aviation museum. One of the Yak-40s also went to the
museum in Kosice in 2016. The other aircraft resides at Zillina
airport, probably awaiting its fate.

Two second-hand A319s and two Fokker 100s have been
acquired to replace the Tu-154s and Yak-40s. The two
Fokkers were acquired from Austrian MJet Aviation and one
of the A319s from Comlux Aviation Group in Switzerland. The
second A319 is former French Air Force aircraft F-RBFA and
VQ-BKK from TAG Aviation Asia. The aircraft will not only be
used in the VIP transport role but also in the transport and
aeromedical role.

The Light Combat Helicopters (LCH) is a 5.5-ton class, combat
helicopter designed and developed by HAL. It is powered
by two Shakti engines (a derivative of the Turbomeca heli-
copter engine) and inherits many technical features of the

On 26 August 2017, the Defence
Minister launched the production of the LCH at HAL Bengal-
uru and the Initial Operational Clearance (I0C) documents of
the basic version were handed over to HAL by the Centre for
Military Airworthiness and Certification (CEMILAC).

The RFP for the LCH comes close on the heels of HAL receiving
an RFP for the supply of 83 Light Combat Aircraft (LCA) just
two days before.

Bharatiya Vayu Sena (AF)

On 17 December 2017, the Indian Air Force officially said
goodbye to the venerable Mi-8 transport helicopter after
46 years of service. The last operational unit, 112HU
Thoroughbreds flying from Yelahanka AFS, disbanded on 17
December 2017. The more recent versions of the Mi-8 active
within the Indian military are the Mi-17-1V and Mi-17V-5.

The Indian Air Force are on the brink of inking the deal for the
latest batch of 48 Mi-17V-5 transport helicopters. The first
negotiations for this contract already started in September
2015 and are aimed to be concluded with the signing of the
contract in 2018. Russian Helicopters has already delivered
151 Mi-17V-5 helicopters to the Indian Air Force so far.

On 20 December 2017, the Indian Air Force has formally asked
Hindustan Aeronautics Ltd (HAL) to submit its proposal for
manufacturing 83 Tejas fighter aircraft, consisting of 73 Tejas
Mk1A and ten Tejas training aircraft. Hindustan Aeronautics
Ltd will submit its proposal within ninety days. If the pro-
posal will be agreed upon, the first Tejas aircraft from this
new batch can be ready for first flight by 2019. However,
looking at the track record of the introduction of the Tejas
aircraft for final operational clearance this will become a real
challenge.

Also on 20 December 2017, clearance was given by India’s
Defence Acquisition Committee to buy the world’s last
available white-tail Boeing C-17A Globemaster III transport
aircraft. With this clearance, the defence ministry will now
send the formal letter of acceptance (LoA) to Washington.
Already on 27 June 2017, the US State Department approved
the possible sale of this C-17A Globemaster III. The aircraft,
registration N272ZD and FMS 14-0003, was first noted in
August 2014 and flown to Kelly AFB (TX) in November 2015
for storage.

However due to repeated delays by the Indian defence

ministry to send the formal Letter of Acceptance to
Washington, the original due date of October 2017 slipped
by. According to defence sources an extension was requested
from Washington to extend the date until November 2017. A
further extension has been sought until 2018 and that could
have derailed the complete process. With the aforementioned
clearance, this unwanted delay in the acquisition process was
halted.

Another type within the active Indian Air Force service that
sees re-registration is the BAe748 transport aircraft. The first
one was seen at Mumbai on 11 December 2017. The new serial
range conflicts with that of the Light Combat Aircraft (LCA)
in the KH2xxx series. Future will tell.

North America

Canada

Royal Canadian Air Force (AF)

As could have been expected, the Super Hornet deal with
Boeing is off the table. Canada intended to buy Super Hornets
to bridge the gap between its aging CF-18 Hornet fleet and
a new fighter jet. However, after Boeing lodged a legal
complaint accusing Canadian aerospace firm Bombardier
of dumping commercial planes on the US market, Canadian
government officials put a hold on the purchase and began
looking at other options. Early December, the government
decided to buy eighteen second hand ex-RAAF legacy F/A-18s
to expand its current fleet and match NATO-requirements.
First deliveries are scheduled for the first half of 2019. The
former RAAF aircraft will be added to both CF-18 wings at
Bagotville and Cold Lake. After some life-extension work and

upgrades the aircraft will be fully operationally available by
early 2020.

Meanwhile, the deployment of four CF-18s to Mihail
Kogalniceanu (Romania) has ended late December 2017. An
article about ATF Romania will be published in one of our
upcoming issues.

Interestingly, the Indian Government has shown interest in
purchasing some CH-124s. With only eight flyable Sea Kings
left, the retirement ceremony is planned for late 2018. About
24 of these geriatric helicopters will be available for purchase,
probably just for spares reclamation.

United States

JointUS Forces (JF)

Lockheed Martin delivered the 66th F-35 aircraft of the
year on 15 December 2017. All deliveries reached the joint
government and industry delivery targets for 2017. To date,
more than 265 F-35 aircraft have been delivered to US and
international customers. More than 530 pilots and nearly
5,000 maintainers have been trained, and the F-35 fleet
has surpassed more than 115,000 cumulative flight hours.
Sixty-six F-35 deliveries in 2017 represent more than a forty
percent increase from 2016. The production rate will slowly
increase year-over-year to the planned full rate production
of 160 Lightning IIs in 2023. In 2020, one clean F-35 will cost
some US$80 million.

United States Air Force (AF)

Because of hypoxia-like incidents, the USAF announced that
they grounded their Beechcraft T-6A Texan-II trainers flying
with the 71st Flying Training Wing, based at Vance AFB
(OK). Although the announcement was made at the end of
November 2017, the USAF stated that the 71st FTW ordered
an operational pause of T-6A flying operations, starting on
15 November, after four instructor pilots and one student
pilot assigned to Vance reported physiological incidents
since the beginning of November. The USAF’s Air Education
and Training Command investigated the incidents at Vance
and has not yet identified a specific cause for the incidents.
After the operational pause at Vance, Texan-II flying opera-
tions continued as usual on 5 December. This was not the first
hypoxia-like incident within the USAF during 2017. At the
beginning of June 2017, the 56th Fighter Wing at Luke AFB
(AZ) paused F-35A flight operations at Luke AFB (AZ), after
having five incidents with pilots that experienced symptoms
similar to hypoxia, or oxygen deprivation.

On 29 November 2017, the aircrew of a 4th Special Operations

Dino van Doorn visited Hatzerim on 7 November 2017 and captured F-161 862 from based unit 107sq “Knight of the Orange Tail squadron”.
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Seen at Kadena AB on 1 December 2017, is P-3C BMUP+ 161596 of VP-40 carrying a Raytheon AN/APS-149 Littoral Surveillance Radar System
(LSRS). This unique radar system was designed to provide multi-function moving target detection and tracking and high resolution ground
mapping at standoff ranges covering land, littoral, and water areas. With the introduction of the P-8, a new LSRS, called the Advanced Airborne
Sensor (AAS) was developed for use on that specific airframe. Both the AAS and the AN/APS-149 adopt the active electronically scanned array
(AESA) radar making it a unique system. (Kadena AB, 1 December 2017, Arnold ten Pas)

Squadron AC-130U Spooky-1I, with callsign “Spooky-43”,
were presented the 2016 MacKay Trophy. The MacKay
Trophy, which is awarded annually for the most meritorious
flight of the year, by a USAF person, persons, or organization,
was given by the USAF Chief of Staff Gen. Stephen Wilson to
fourteen AC-130U crewmembers who provided close-air-
support (CAS) to a U.S. Special Forces team and 43 Afghan
soldiers near Kunduz, Afghanistan on 2 November 2016. It
was stated that in support of Operation Freedom’s Sentinel
(OFS), “Spooky-43" crew’s persistent fire support, presence
of mind and courage during two hours of intense combat
ultimately saved some fifty lives. The awarded Trophy came
as good news for the Air Force Special Operations Command
(AFSOC) Gunship community. Only little more than a year
before, on 3 October 2015, an AC-130U was involved in a
collateral airstrike incident, in the same Kunduz province,
killing dozens of reportedly innocent people.

After completing their 2017 season, which included 72 air
shows, the USAF Thunderbirds Air Demonstration Squadron
(ADS) lost their commander on 20 November 2017. It was
stated that the USAF removed Lt. Col. Jason Heard, at that
time being the commander of the high-profile demonstration
team, due to a loss of confidence in his abilities to lead the
Nellis AFB (NV) based Thunderbirds squadron. Although said
not to be related to the dismissal, two Thunderbirds F-16
Fighting Falcons were written off, after a crash and a serious
accident, since the summer of 2016. On 13 December 2017 it
was announced that Lt. Col. Kevin Walsh, already being the
Thunderbirds operations officer, was selected to lead the
team for the 2018 show season.

With more surplus C-130H Hercules aircraft becoming avail-
able, and as part of the fleet-wide redistribution of USAF C-130
assets, a C-130H arrived at Cannon AFB (NM) on 29 Novem-
ber 2017. The Hercules with serial number 82-0056 was added
to the 16th Special Operations Squadron at Cannon with
the aim to facilitate aircrew training and free up Cannon’s
combat-coded aircraft to perform their primary missions.
Being a part of the 27th Special Operations Group, the 16th
Special Operations Squadron normally operates the AC-130W
Stinger-1I Gunship aircraft. Since the first phasing out of a

USAF C-130H in September 2015, a total of 65 surplus C-130Hs
have arrived for storage at the 309th Aerospace Maintenance
And Regeneration Group (AMARG) near Davis-Monthan AFB
(AZ). 1t is expected that more re-shuffles within the USAF
C-130H fleet will follow in the future. Meanwhile, it is also
expected that the first C-130Hs will be offered for Foreign
Military Sales (FMS).

Related to the C-130H news comes the fact that the Air Force
Reserve Command’s 913th Airlift Group commander declared
the 327th Airlift Squadron Fully Operational Capable (FOC)
with the Lockheed Martin C-130] Super Hercules on 2
December 2017. Based at Little Rock AFB (AR), the 913th
AG/327th AS have worked towards FOC status, forming a
classic association with the co-based 19th Airlift Wing since
December 2015, while transitioning from the C-130H model
aircraft to the C-130]. As a FOC unit, the 327th AS is now
capable of fulfilling both Air Force Reserve Command and Air
Mobility Command missions. The 913th AG is the only C-130J
classic associate unit within Air Force Reserve Command.

Amidst tensions with North Korea but regularly planned, the
35th Fighter Wing relocated eighteen F-16 Fighting Falcons
and more than 280 personnel from Misawa Air Base in Japan
to Osan Air Base in South Korea at the beginning of December
2017. 1t was stated that both Wild Weasel F-16 squadrons
from the 35th FW, the 13th FS, named the Panthers and the
14th FS, named the Fighting Samurai, would participate in
the annual flying exercise Vigilant Ace-18 that was held at
Osan Air Base from 4 December 2017 until 9 December 2017.
Vigilant Ace-18 encompassed some 12,000 U.S. personnel at
eight South Korea and U.S. military installations across the
Korean Peninsula.

After being only deployed for some 45 days to Afghanistan,
four 77th Fighter Squadron/20th Fighter Wing F-16C Fighting
Falcon aircraft arrived back at Morén Air Base in the South

of Spain on 6 December 2017. The following Shaw AFB (SC)
based F-16s were noted at Mordn, Spain:

At first glance there is nothing special about a part of an
F-16 deployment returning back to the Continental United
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States (CONUS) but there is more to it. On 19 November, a few
weeks before the returning of the deployed Shaw F-16s, USAF
F-22A Raptors from the Tyndall based 325th FW, took part
in air strikes in Afghanistan for the first time. The deployed
Raptors are normally stationed at Al Dhafra Air Base in the
United Arab Emirates in support of the anti-Islamic State
Operation Inherent Resolve (OIR). Taking in account that at
the beginning of November Islamic State was severely dimin-
ished in both Iraq and Syria it is likely that the USAF shifted
its flying resources in the U.S. Central Command’s area of
operations. Also, flying from the United Arab Emirates is in
terms of distances to Syria sometimes equal, or less, com-
paring it with flying to the Afghanistan theater. Some eight
targets in Afghanistan’s Helmand province were said to be
destroyed with the help of F-22As using GBU-39 Small Diam-
eter Bombs (SDBs). The SDBs are specially designed to avoid
collateral damage in high density urban areas.

Related to the above Raptor information comes the news
that the USAF is reinstating two written off Lockheed-Martin
F-22A Raptors that fell victim to a retirement and an accident
some years ago. The first one is a Block-10 Raptor with serial
number 91-4006. 4006 was one of the original test aircraft and
had been parked in flyable storage during the past years. The
second Raptor that is currently made ready for operational
status is F-22A with serial number 02-4037. It seems that the
USAF needed the two mentioned airframes in an urgent need
to fulfil the operational and training tasks. Once operational,
the two refurbished F-22As will augment the USAF F-22 fleet
that currently stands at 137 combat-coded aircraft, fifteen
test aircraft, and thirty-one training aircraft. Earlier, it was
stated that the USAF has definitely no plans for restarting the
F-22 production line.

The beginning of December 2017 saw the regular swop of Air
Force Special Operations Command (AFSOC) Pilatus U-28As
to the U.S. Central Command area of operations. Four PC-12-
derived aircraft arrived at Lajes Air Base on the Azores. The
aircraft were, because of conducting a transatlantic flight,
accompanied by HC-130N Combat King 93-2105. All five
aircraft departed to an undisclosed air base. The following
U-28As were seen at Lajes:

05-0409 05-0419 07-0840 08-0790

Coming back from the east, and accompanied by the
abovementioned HC-130N, the following U-28As were noted
transiting Souda Air Base on the Island of Crete and Aviano
AB in Italy:

01-0415 08-0700 08-0718 08-0835

Eventually, Prestwick Airport in Scotland was chosen for
the travelling U-28As, before departing back home to the
Continental United States (CONUS) during mid-December.

On 21 December 2017, it became known that the USAF had
selected the 115th Fighter Wing, based at Truax Field Air
National Guard Base near Madison (WI) and the 187th Fighter
Wing, based at Dannelly Field, Air National Guard Base near
Montgomery (AL) as the preferred units and locations for
the next two Air National Guard F-35A bases. These locations
remain preferred alternatives until the Secretary of the Air
Force makes the final basing decisions after the requisite
environmental analysis is complete. Both abovementioned
Wings were involved while deploying their F-16s overseas
recently. At the beginning of November 2017, the 115th
FW returned home, after a three-month deployment, from
Kunsan Air Base, South Korea. At this moment, the 187th
FW has deployed a dozen F-16s to Ahmed Al Jabr Air Base in
Kuwait. Regarding the Air National Guard F-35A basing. The
158th Fighter Wing, based at Burlington Air Guard Station
(VT) was preferred as a future ANG F-35A unit and base in
2016.

During mid-December 2017, the USAF released a document
that outlined the details, timeline and likely competitors for
aplan to acquire at least 608 new turbofan engines to replace
the eight Pratt and Whitney TF33s on each of the, currently 76
active, Boeing B-52H Stratofortress aircraft in the USAF fleet.
If the USAF selects a two-stage bidding process, the initial
operational capability for the B-52H re-engining would be set
for Fiscal 2029, with full operational capability declared five
years later. Top USAF leaders have said the B-52H will likely
remain in operation beyond 2050, as the fleet approaches a
century of operational service in 2055.

A small setback for the USAF’s Boeing KC-46A Pegasus
program.

Boeing
later announced on 21 December 2017, that the U.S. Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA) had granted Boeing’s KC-46A
Pegasus tanker program an Amended Type Certificate (ATC)
for its Boeing 767-2C aircraft configuration, verifying that the
fundamental design of the KC-46A tanker is safe and reliable.
The KC-46A Pegasus, derived from Boeing’s commercial 767
airframe, is manufactured with Boeing’s company, Everett,
Washington plant. Boeing is currently on contract for the
first 34 of an expected 179 Pegasus tankers for the USAF.

United States Army (AR)

We missed the activation of a new Medevac unit at AASF
Montgomery RAP, Dannelly Field (AL). This took place back
on 17 September 2016 and the designation is Det.2 C/1-111th
AVN AL ARNG. The unit is equipped with four HH-60M Black
Hawk helicopters.

The Eastern Army National Guard Aviation Training Site
(EAATS) at AASF Muir AAF, Fort Indiantown Gap (PA)

officially took charge of their first UH-60M Black Hawk and a
newly acquired Black Hawk Aircrew Trainer (BAT) Device 5
simulator on 28 September 2017. The helicopters will be used
by the Flight Training Company-Utility (FTC-U) assigned to
the EAATS. The EAATS will use the new UH-60M helicopters
next to the UH-60A and UH-60L helicopters already on
strength.

Back on 5 June 2013, Bell officially announced that the vV-280
Valor had been selected by the United States Army for the
Joint Multi-Role Technology Demonstrator (JMR-TD). Bell
Helicopter teamed up with Lockheed Martin for this project,
while competitors Boeing and Sikorsky (back then two
companies, but Sikorsky was purchased by Boeing in 2017)
also teamed up and are working on a design designated as
SB-1 Defiant. The goal is not to build a prototype, but to
develop technology which will lead to the future United
States Army vertical lift vehicle. The idea is that in the future
one platform can perform both the attack and the utility

roles. If that strategy indeed is followed, both the AH-64
Apache and UH-60 Black Hawk helicopter families are slated
to be replaced by one platform.

On 18 December 2017, the V-280 project reached an
important milestone. At the Bell facility in Amarillo (TX)
the first prototype took to the sky for its maiden flight. The
tiltrotor aircraft performed a perfect first flight according to
the Bell press release. Compared to the Black Hawk, the V-280
will have the capability to fly twice as fast and have a 400
miles longer range. The cabin has the capability to hold up to
fourteen fully armed troops on top of the four crew members.
The V-22 Osprey was also designed and produced by Bell and
the lessons learned are incorporated into the V-280. This
includes a new engine configuration, a side-loading door and
the provisions for a door gunner.

The first flight of the V-280 is also a big step in the overall
JMR-TD program. The core of phase one in this programme
is to have one test vehicle flying of each contender. During
this phase the flight characteristics of the design and systems
are to undergo testing. During phase two, mission systems
are to be designed and incorporated into the technology
demonstrators. Phase one is to be completed by the start of
fiscal year 2019, while phase two is to be completed by the
end of fiscal year 2020.

United States Navy (NY)

Mid November 2017, multiple pilots and instructors of the US
Air Force experienced physiological episodes with hypoxia-
like symptoms while flying the Beechcraft T-6 Texan II from
Vance AFB (OK). Following this, the 71st Flying Training Wing
enacted an operational pause of T-6 operations, although no
accidents occurred. The USAF is investigating the incidents
with the basic trainer but had not identified a cause yet.
It looks like the hypoxia-like symptoms are teasing the
USAF and US Navy as both forces grounded fleets after bad
experiences. During 2017, EA-18Gs, F/A-18E/Fs, F-35As and
T-45Cs were temporarily grounded.

Boeing showed on 19 December 2017 its proposal in the
unmanned aircraft system (UAS) MQ-25 Stingray program
for refueling US Navy jets operating from aircraft carriers.
The Phantom Works design will complete engine runs before
heading to the flight ramp for deck handling demonstrations
early next year. Naval Air Systems Command issued its final
request for proposals in October 2017. Proposals are due 3
January 2018.

Boeing has won a USD 1.2 billion modification contract for
the manufacture and delivery of ten Lot 9 full-rate produc-
tion P-8As, seven Poseidons will be delivered to the US Navy,
while three are destined for the United Kingdom. Work is
expected to be completed in December 2020.

The US Navy is preparing the beginning of a comprehensive
modification program that will lead to a service life extension
of the F/A-18E/F Super Hornet fleet. The service life
modification (SLM) will enable the Rhinos to fly more than
50-percent longer than originally intended. When introduced
in 2002, the Super Hornet’s lifespan was 6,000 flight hours in
some 20 years. But delays to the F-35 Lightning Il program
and unplanned squadron transitions from the F/A-18/B/C/D
Hornet to the F/A-18E/F mean the Navy needs the Super
Hornet to last longer than initially planned. The SLM begins
in 2018 with the arrival of four Super Hornets at Boeing,
St. Louis (MO). By 2023, Boeing expects to induct about
fifty Super Hornets into the program each year— ten in St.
Louis, and forty in San Antonio (TX). The initial batch of SLM
aircraft will be delivered back to the Navy in about eighteen
months, so their delivery is expected around fiscal year 2020.

Helicopter Sea Combat Squadron (HSC) 22 Sea Knights (‘AM-
xxx’), qualified during November 2017 in operating the
MQ-8B Fire Scout vertical takeoff unmanned aerial system
(UAS) from a littoral combat ship (LCS). The NS Norfolk (VA)
based MH-60S squadron is now operational with Seahawk
helicopters in manned/unmanned teaming. The Fire Scout, a
derivative of the Schweizer 333, has been deployed from the
West Coast to the South China Sea onboard the LCS USS Fort
Worth, teamed with an MH-60S.

All operational Fire Scouts are maintained in a pool at
NAS Point Mugu (CA), squadrons picking up an MQ-8 from
this location to equip their detachments on LCSs. The larger
MQ-8C (an unmanned version of the Bell 407) will go through
Initial Operational Test & Evaluation in the summer of 2018
and will be operational by the end of 2018.

United States Marine Corps (NY)

Aurora Flight Sciences in partnership with the Office of Naval
Research (ONR), is called the Autonomous Aerial Cargo/
Utility System (AACUS). The joint cooperation led to an
unmanned helicopter, in this case a UH-1H Huey N432CG ‘AU’
with Marine titles (construction number 13907 and owned
by NWH / Turbines LLC). The Huey was demonstrated on 13
December at MCAS Quantico (VA) when it delivered supplies
to a set-up position of Marines in the field. The AACUS is an
autonomy kit that can be placed on any rotary-wing platform
and provide it with an autonomous capability. Through the
year, the system was tested in four other helicopter types.

The testbed Huey is not just another UAS, it is a testbed that is
operated with a handheld tablet instead of a complex ground
control station with a flight control system in a container.
The crucial difference of AACUS compared to most UAS
platforms is that the aircraft does not need detailed routing
information or even prior information on the landing zone.
The autonomous systems in the aircraft, drawing on data
from an array of visual and lidar sensors, plan the mission,
avoid obstacles and find the best spot in the designated area
to set down. Next April, the system will be tested from MCAS
Twenty Nine Palms (CA), even with Sea Dragon helicopters!

Probably one of Europe’s largest military parades, along with
France, Spain and Poland, is the Romanian Great Union Day
parade.

Bucharest is the venue for the yearly commemorative parade to celebrate the Ziua Marii Uniri (Great Union Day) of Romania and Transylvania
on 1 December 1918. So next year will see the 100th year’s edition. Among the participants were no less than three rare SA365 Dauphins. (Bucha-
